He is a merchant at Edwards, and was
knocked down in his store about half-ps- sl

seven o'clock In the evening by
some person then uknown, aud robbed
of one hundred and fifty-thre- e dollars.
Zimmer remained senseless for some
time, but as souu as his understanding
returned be gave a number of citizens a
dectlption of the negro robber, aud
next day the people were on the alert
for him. Mr. L. A Moss was the first
to recognize the negro answering the de-
scription given by Mr. Zimmer, and
with the assistance of a policeman, ar-
retted him. Mr Zimmer was sent for and
identified the prisoner as the would-be-as-asi- u,

when he was conducted to
jail aud confessed his guilt. His name in
is Sam. Stales. He said the "money
could be found at the Askew place, and
was accompanied there, aud produced be
oue hundred and nineteen dollars aud
fifty cents, which he stated had been
given him by a negro named John Wil-
liams, who was known as a "roust-
about" from Vicksburg, and occasional
ly a laborer on the steamers Nalcbi z
and Lee.

all over the town, and that night a
double guard had to be placed around
the prison to prevent the indignan peo-
ple of both races from visiting summary
punishment upon the scoundrel.

THE PfiLY ULKS.

The procession by the Ulks was one
of tbe most amusing, droll, novel and
interesting spectacular displays ever
witnessed in Memphis, as will be at
tested by the oountfess persons who be--
neia it. it was Darwin, the great man
of natural knowledge, that endeavored
to establish the truth of the theory that
which he perfected, for theories are
easily moulded, and can be aptly pub--
nsneu, mat tne numan race was de-
veloped from the monkey or ape. As
to the truth or falsity of this theory and
its characteristic fcatures.it is not our
province to write, for Darwin, whstever
may De tne opinion entertained of mm
and his works, has certainly contributed
mucn information to tbo world, and
given the public interesting glimpses of
airauKe iiieus, wuicu entertain anu com-
mand the study of the greatest minds of
tne age. 'the Ulks, in a burlesnue
manner, conceived the idea of review.
ing this theory, and this in a comic and
ridiculous style; therefore, all the more
mystifying and exciting wonder as to
the real character of the object had in
view. Yesterday being their fijsteflort
at anything like a spectacular exhibi
tion, tbey succeeded in so far as enter
taining and pleasing the public are con'
cerued. What they did certainly
tonished, aud in point of the burlesque
features must be commended, as they
doubtless will be, bath by the citizens of
Memphis and the thousands of visitors
who witnessed the procession, which
was composed of nine floats, sur
mounted by large figures, some cf which
were ten feet high.

ALL ABOUT THE FL0A13, ETC.
The cavalcade was composed of seven-

ty-five knights, representing the dif-
ferent eras iu knighthood, from its
earliest tradition down to the latest
record. The picturesque beauty of this
feature of the procession can better be
imagined than described. The .Roman
and the Greek, the Egyptian and Nu-
bian, the Saracen and the Turk, the no-
blest of Attali and the fiercest of the
Goth man, the princely knights of south-
ern Europe, the Crusaders, the Spanish"
heroes as far as the days of The Cid, who
was such a terror to the Moors, and is
said to have stampeded their forces
even when his dead body was mounted
upon his faithful steed, were all repre-
sented and personated with remarkable
fidelity. The helmet and the plume, the
shield and the battle-ax- , with all the
panoply and the garb of antiquity, the
medlaival ages, and of yet later days,
were to be seen. The fabled glories of
Spanish chivalry, when grave dons and
potent senoras alike rewarded the true
knight and encouraged knight-errantr- y,

were revived, and in such a manner as
to treat it other thau commendatory
would require the genius of a Cervante3
de Savedra, or the not less attractive,
though borrowed, taste of a Butler. It
was Byron, the poet of the ocean, who,
alluling indirectly to that most won-
derful of all works, Bon Quixote de la
Mancha, said tbat "Cervantes laughed
Spain's chivalry away," and it was
much later that Shaw, in his "Outlines
of English Literature," criticizes the
remark, as he believed that the unfortu-
nate child of genius referred to
the existence of knight-errantry- , not
to itt idea and enchantment, which is
yet dwell in the Spanish mind when the
great book was composed. But we were
merely jesting, for these knights were
burlesque creatures, and with all their
wondrous gift of impudence had not
dared to journey into the Holy Laud, a
nor to lay suit to fair lady's hand, for
their heads were immense, and resem-
bled those of different brutes, such as the
bullfrog, cat, dog, horse, cow. bull. ram.
lamb, hog, tiger, etc. But the whole af
fair, as stated in tho beginning, was a
burlesque, and it was not inappropriate.
Next to the cavalcade was

THE KINO'S CHARIOT,
a huge car mounted on four wheels, and
made in the shape of a great ram's head,
tn feet broad and at least twenty-fiv- e

feet high. The mouth and eyes were
plainly visible and well-define- d, while
the large curling horns were the very
image of a ram. On top of the head
nnd between the herns, was tho throne
of the King of the Ulks, who stood
there holding his golden sceptre as defi-
antly as did his ancestral Goths upon
the mountain-hight- s of barbaric Ger-
many, long before that country knew
civilization or had yet begun its mag-
nificent march along the royal highway
of literature, art, philosophy and science.
Surrounding the king are his medical
and spiritual advisors, four pages hand-
somely

a
attired, and the very picture of

royal favoritism. At the base of the
throne, and on the platform proper of
the float, are tbe King's Jesters, called
in more usual parlance, "fools." Like
most fools, they were dressed quite fan-
cifully, displaying usurping taste and
picturesque ostention,leaving no abiding
place for elegance. Altogether, the
chariot, its king, pages and tools, were
quite creditable, and evoked untold
wonder, especially a3 a sheepish idea is
expressed as to royalty in this land of
avowed republicanism, with its people
of practical fetichism.

IsTHE ANCIENT PEELERS.
There were "seven wise men of

Gotham," says Mother Goose, and his-
tory speaks of the "seven wonders of
the world," but more remarkable than
these are the "seven ancient peelers"
who were yesterday burlesqued as per-
fectly as the modern ones are Imper-
sonated by Fox in his JTumpty Bumpty.

A HARD SHELL PARTY.

The fifth float, representing a hard
shell party, was the prettiest of the
number. It was composed of a large
sea shell mounted upon another species
of shell. The waves of the ocean were
to be seen at tbe base and the throne--
like shells resembled a barque. Around
it and protruding irom tne water were
oyster shells. On the top shell which
serves the purpose of a boat stands a
great crab angling for fish. In front of
this pile of shells is another uncouth
creature representing a human whose
head is that of a conkshell. At the
front end of the float is a dancing fish
six and a half feet high, while at the
rear stands an oyster with eyes, mouth
and feet like those of a man.

A NEW FIGURE IN THE GERMAN.
The sixth float represented the Ger-

man in burlesque character, and was a
warning against the hazardous contor-
tion act daily attempted. At the front
end of the float and standing on a ros-
trum was a lobster fully eight feet high
and large around as a flour barrel. The
lobster was playing a mammoth base
violin, which was so large that it re
quired only three strings. The first
terpsichorean devotee upon the floor
was a male figure, the body being hu-
man while from the waist down is a
fish. The next figure is that of a huge
frog in female garb. The other two
figures also burlesque persons in tbe
German, one being an old woman with
a head as large as a cheesebox, having
snaggle teeth and flaming eyes that
gleam like gas lamps on a
dark and dreary night. The figures
are quite limber and are undergoing'
all kinds of contortions. .The figures do
not lie because of their broken sleep and
joints, and are a good warning to all
who try the new ngures of the German
without haviDg been previously in
structed by Professor Mueller.

ELEPHANTINE RATHER.
This float presents an elephant seated

upon the trunk of a tree, which some
what resembles ins own trunk. From
his trunk pours a stream of water, which
he catches in a silver plate. In front of
hi oi is a sheep with human legs. Next
to the sheep stands an abnormal ele-

phant, armed with two horse-pisto- ls and
a sabre in his bait; he has a terrible
looking head and upturned tusks, some-
what larger than those of the wild boar.
Sitting upon the butt of tbe stump, and
at the rear of the float, is an animal of )

by-go- days, not unlike a superannu-
ated imp of the infernal regions. This
float, with its figures, was a burlesque;
the large proportions assumed by small
fry, which as such are liable to be
caught; but as elephants no one wants
them.

THE SKATING RINK.
Tho eighth float represented a skating

rink, and tbe manifestations of the de
light of those engaged in the sport were
somewnat aaiu to tuose experienced Jpy
a sufferer whose corn has been trod on
by a book agent. At one end of tbe
float was a mountain of crystalized
snow .'surmounted by a scraggy tree.

During aud after the procession of the
Ulks, the streets of Memphis presented

scene that was never before witnessed
and may not be seen again. The human
pen, though dipped in fancy's most in
spiring fluid, could scarcely expect the
magnitude, the mirth and general en--
ovment that characterized the occasion.

Before tho procession turned down Main
street the entire distance from Adams
street to Beale was so thickly jammed
with people tbat it was more like a pic-
ture of some strange dream than a
reality. Men, women and children
shouted, laughed and hurrahed, and no
ono could prevent being merry. The
Divine Being in his dispensation of bles
sings has never yet allowed that which

more beneficial to the mind and body
combined than genuine mirth, the ef-

fervescence of true joy, the radiance
itself of pleasure and the sparkling
crown of human enjoyment. Love has
its moments of sad mnsings, and hope
its hours of anxious expectations, but
mirth like the fretted ocean wave is
always refreshing to the human heart,
ever varying as the countenance of the
sea, and upon its waves of merriment
glisten the best of wit and is "seen the
finest of humor.

One might as Veil attempt to paint the
mynau stan in meir untold numbers,
or to speak describingiy of the
falling snow drops, aa give a correct
representation of even tho prominent
features of the day. The grand stand
over me iron railing along Court square
was occupied by at least twenty-fiv- e

hundred spectators. The business
houses generally were closed apd from
within peered eyes of wonder. In most
of the stores stands had been erected
and thereby many persons were denied
the necessity of facing the disagreeable
com wina wnicn biewrrom the east all
daylong. But thousands of others wp
jammed together in tbe streets like so
many cattle in a contracted space,
Ptfnnt Kalfinnv ...nv. ...tn.l..

and steps afforded a place of observation.
and it yet is a surprising fact that so
many persons couiu be congregated in
tbe city of Memphis. To one occupying
a position on a tall bnilding could be
given a somewhat adequate idea of the
great crowd, winch formed a solid wail
of interested men, women and children
of all nations, colors, races and condi
tions, and stretched from Adams to
Beale streets, the distance between these
inorougntares being three-quarte- or a
mile. The number of people could not
nave been less than nrtv thousand.
probabljLSfxtv thousand. At least one

vjmrulred thousand persona witnessed tbe
procession 01 tne uiks, lor, as already
stated, not only along Main but else
where iu the city were seen great
crowns, an run or good cheer, men-- l

ment and mirth, such as no other occa
sion could impart.

living curiosities. xnis was labeled
"Hooper's Town Menageiie," and in the
cage was a goat to represent a Sandwich
elk imported expressly for the occasion
by King Kalakaua, strange specimens
of tbo monkey and ape, a small dog, a
great snake, and other animals, both
quadruped and biped. On top were two
fantastic drummers, who made music
enough for all creation, where discord
will "suffice. A good burlesque wagon was
labeled "Parker & Blakely, stock bro-
kers' office, No. 18 Madison street.
Express messengers are invited to
call on us." This was a burlesque
upon the robbers who recently robbed
the Southern express company in --this
city of. eight thousand dollars. Apes,
clowns, Indians, monks, friars, knights,
old negroes, some representing the civil
rights bill aud its party; courtiers, her-
alds, pages, maidens, spinsters, musi-
cians, hackneyed politicians, sighing for
the good old days of stupidity and jour-
nalistic lioerality, red and black devils,
princes, kings, soldiers, policemen, min-
isters of state, countrymen, shoemakers,
actors, professors, insurance agents, gen-
tlemen, John Bulls, Uncle Sams, French
Charlies, Irish Paddies, American shod-
dies, German philosophers, Italian ar-
tists, Spanish grandees, Arabs, Turks,
Moslems, Egyptians, Romans, Greeks,
nymphs, sprites, gnomes, fays, syl-phid-

imps, bacchanates, Ganymedes
Apollos, dandies, sisters of charity,
priests and preachers, farmers, mechan-
ics bf different kinds, brigands, Indians,
Esquimaux, girls with dresses made of
newspapers, and in fact every conceiva-
ble character of history, science, art and
fiction. Every mythology, religion,
philosophy, order of chivalry, supersti-
tion and history were personated, and
it is estimated that at least seven or
eight thousand masqueraders were scat-
tered along the streets. The noise from
daylight till late in the night was enough
to craze the brain and shatter the con-
stitution of the imps of pandemonium.
Heavens! what a racket was made by
means of bells, gong?, blowers, pipes,
fiddles, banjos, horns, etc. Among the

NOISIEST OF NOISY THINGS
was a large wagon covered with white
canvass aud labelled, "Tracy & Co.,
Printers, No. 295 Second street." With-
in the canvas box was a
pound bell, which tolled all day long,
and persons who heard it thought it
some funeral being announced. It was
deemed a good representation of Peter
Tracoy on wheels, and made as much
noise to the public ear as Peter's lingual
clapper does upon the tympanum of his
Bulcinea del Memphosi. It was a novel
idea aud certainly gave evidence of
noisy genius and musical invention on
the part of Tracey & Co. It attracted
attention everywhere, and was enough
to make the devil and his imps quiver
with nervousness. Among the

DISTINGUISHED SPECTATORS
of the day wai Honorable Andrew
Johnson, who occupied a posi-
tion on the Peabody balcony, and was
surrounded by a bevy of beautiful ladles.
Im frqnt of the Peabody the crowd was
denser, more noisy, and thicker than at
any other place on Main street. Persons
were tramped down, little girls became
alarmed, and tbe ubiquitous small-bo- y

was unable to help himself. The crowd
yelled for Mr. Johnson and wanted him
to make a speech, but the "Great Com-
moner" probably gave no encourage-
ment to the wishes of the populace.
Among the wandering troubadores was
KILL-GORE'- S BOSTON JUBILEE BAND,
which was one of the prominent features
of the day, and being a sort of side-sho- w

to the regular proceedings, was of suffi-
cient attractiveness to carry with it a
very large part of the throng. It was
under skillful direction, a fact which
was clearly apparent through the cloak
of burlesque. The band was composed
of a base viol, violincello, base drum and
cymbals, side-dru- a couple of violins,
guitar, banjo, cornet, alto-hor- n, im-
mense triangle, three or four tin squeal-er- a

and squeakers, and several other
"machines," evidently invented for the
occasion. The musical conductor wielded
a feather-brus- h in a manner tbat showed
him to be somewhat familiar with the
baton, and indicated hi3 expressions in
an artistic manner.

The first car represents "Chivalry,"
that strange but poetic idea of a past age,
which is presented in such fascinating
colors in some of the characters por-
trayed by Sir Walter Scott. Knights
wandered irom ianti to land, attended by
their fai'hful squires, In search of ad-
ventures. Their self-impos- duty was
to succor the unfortunate; to fight for
the oppressed; to deliver those who were
unjustly imprisoneu; to give protection
to the oppressed. Above all, it was their
solemn obligation to serve the fair lady
to whom they had dedicated their ser-
vices; to proclaim her charms in castle
and in hall, and to maintain them
against all comers in the lordly tourna-
ment. Those who have read the cele-
brated description of the tournament in
Scott's Ivanhoe, would recognize the
scene of chivalry displayed in the beau-
tiful picture present in living models to
the eye. Such a scene forms a fitting
introduction to the discovery of Ameri-
ca, knit, as that discovery is, with the
history of the nation, chlvalric par ex-

cellence haughty Spain, and connected,
as it was in the Spanish mind, with the
conversion of Moors, pagans aud bar-
barians to the true faith.

Leaving the whimclal seriousness, the
fanciful practices, and tne attected
poeticiam the age of chivalry that pre-
ceded tbe discovery of America, we
come, with the third car of the wonder-
ful Mardi Gras display of the Memphi
last night, to the most dazzling fact our
race lias ever known to a reality mjre
wonderful than the wildest dreams of
chivalrlc imagination had ever soared
to; to an actuality more strange and
bewildering than romauce bad ever
ventured to picture even in its most
daring flights. This car gives a typical
presentation of the first conception of
tbe undying and fruitful idea of Chris-
topher Columbus. On the brink of the
wills ocean whose farthest verge was
then a9 much an unsolved mypt"ry to
mortals as the shores of the seas of the
planet Mars are to us to-da-y rises a
rock, upon the verdure-cla- d surface of
which is seated tbe future discoverer of
the New World. Wo arenear Geneoa;
the time is A.D. 1449; Columbus is a
youth of fourteen; as he sits, his left
band thrown carelessly on the grass, his
chin resting on his right, he has fallen
asleep, and in his sleep he dreams. His
face is directed toward the sea, and
there, with his mental eye, he beholds
on the water a beautiful barque, glitter-
ing with hues tbat are of more than
earth. Within it stauds the genius of
the yet unknown land that lies beyond
the vast abyss of waves. The azure
flood rises in mazy curves, to elevate
her beyond the level of surrounding
waters. She is graceful, and a winning
smile playa on her lips, alluring the
dreamer to follow where her right-han-d

points to the unknown west. In
tbat hand she holds a star, beaming
with the undying glory of him who
shall be led by her inspiration,
uutll daring is crowned by discovery.
Her left hand holds a globe, the western
half of which is without one mark of
geographicul knowledge.

On the steps,
standing prominent to tbe view, is seen
tbe President of the United States, Im
left hand laid upon a copy of the United
States constitution, which is on a partly
unrolled scroll lying upon a table. The
right hand is stretched out, as if invit
ing the oppressed and down-trodde- n of
all nations to become citizens of a land
where distinctions of rank are abolish-
ed, and liberty gives to all tbe right and
opportunity to carve out their several
fortunes.

CONGRESSIONAL.

Proceedings of ike House nnd filaaale
Yesterday Little of Importance.

HOUSE.
Washington, February 9. After the

passage of some unimportant bills and
resolutions, and the presentation of a
memorial praying for the restoration of
the tax on sugar, tne repeal or which
resulted In a of fourteen million dot
lars in gold to the government without
any reduction In price to consumers, tbe
Hennepin canal bill, which was the un-
finished business from Saturday, was
taken up. Mr. Hurlbut, who has charge
of the bill, yielded tbe floor to allow
Judge Poland to present a privileged
report from the committee on revision
of laws, which was considered at length.

Mr. O'Neill, from the committee on
appropriations, reported the pension ap-
propriation bill, which was made the
special order for It appro-
priates thirty millions of dollars.

After the passage of several bills from
tbe committee on revision of laws, an
effort was made to get up a report from
the committee on contested elections in
the case of the Mormon, Cannon, but
tbe house refused to consider it.

The Indian appropriation bill was
then taken up as in committee of the
whole. All parts of the bill except the
Choctaw and Chickasaw amendments,
were considered as agreed to.

SE3TATK.
The vice-preside- nt announced as the

conference committee on the part of the
senate on the legislative, judicial and
executive appropriation bill, Senators
Morrill Maine, Sargent and Davis.

On motion ot Senator Johnson, the
vote which the bill referring to the
court of claims the claim of J. W.

Lee for the Arlington estate was in-
definitely postponed yesterday, was re-
considered and the bill was placed on the
calendar with the adverse report Sen-
ator Johnson gave notice that he would
address the senate upon the subject at
an early day.

Senator Davis Va. presented a
joint resolution from the legislature of
that utate, protesting against federal
interference in the civil affairs of Louis-
iana, and made a few remarks indorsing
them.

Senator Cameron, from the committee
on foreign relations, reported favorably
on the joint resolution authorizing tbe
President to appoint a commissioner to
attend the international penitentiary
congress, to be held in Rome the next
year. Placed on tbe calendar.

Senator Logan, from the committee
on military affairs, reported favorably
on the house bill to reduce the adjutant
general's department of the army.
Passed.

Senator Ingalla presented resolutions
of the Kansas legislature, asking an ap-

propriation by congress of one hundred
thousand dollars to aid the settlers on
tbe western frontier to purchase seed,
and for their support during the coming
year. Referred.

8enator Morton presented a memorial
of the plate glass manufacturers in that
State, to the effect thafc-tai- s important
branch of the manufacturing interest
ought to be encouraged by such tariff
duties as will enaoie American manu-
facturers to successfully compete with
foreign plate glass manufacturers.

Senator Bogy presented a memorial
from the St. Louis chamber com
merce, in favor of opening the south
west pass of the Mississippi, and remon-
strating against the opening of the south

thereof. Referred.
Senator Clayton moved that the sen

ate take up the message of the Presi
dent on Arkansas affairs sent in yester
day and refer it to the committee on
privileges and elections. Mr. Bayard
hoped that the order would not be made
now. Tne documents accompanying
the message had not yet been printed,
aud a motion to refer would certainly
lead to debate. He understood it was
the intention of the senate to adjourn
at ten o'clock, as a mark of respect to
the late Senator Buckingham, and the
motion to refer the message should go
over for the present.

Mr. Thurman said this was an excep-
tional case, and if anything could be
demonstrated, it was fair the message
should go to the judiciary committee.
He had not time to argue the matter, it
being one o'clock. le moved that un
finished business (the steamboat bill) be
taker up.

The Vice-Preside- nt announced that the
morning hour had expired.
