THE EFINCOPAL MISSION.

The services During the Past Week—
Quesilon for To-day: “Canm Yen
Prove the Bible to be True?”

What a Misisippl Clergyman Thinks
of H-The Want - Tthe Age.

The services which for 4 fortnight past
have been held in this city by the £van-
gelist, Dr. Morgan, have attracted large
sssemblies, not of Episcopalisns slone,
but of christian people of every name.
While not a few of that very large class
of our population who sitend no worship
habituatly, have gone regularly to hear
the stirring appeals of this earnest and
fluent spesker. The fact that mission
services are Lo a certain extent a novels
ty, at least in the Episcopal church of
Memphis, was itsell suficient to excite
in the minds o many petsons who fre-
quent the ordinary worship of that emi-
nently conservative body of christians
a suspicion that the new effort invel\'ed
s confeszion of weakbpess in (he hereto-
fore recogoizad methods which they
were not prepared to mske. The num-
ber of those who ehared this feeling has
grown emaller every day since the mis-
sion begun. The recoguition of this
kind of work by the highest authorities
in the church was itseif & sufficient rea-
son  with many for the with-
drawal of opposition, while the
quiet and orderly conduet of the
mission, as it progressed, has al-
layed the fears of such as anticipated a
burtful excitement. The promoters of
the work express Lthemeelves well satis-
fied with the results. Masapy persons
have been convinesd as they never have
been before of the capacity of & church,
whose worship is altogether liturgical,
to reach the masses of men aud to im-
press them with a sense of ils own
earnestness in seeking their salvation.
Many of the hearers have become wor-
shippers, and after the spiritual dis-
cip'iue and training, for which the Len-
ten season aflordsexcellent opportunity,
they will be confirmed sboul Easter and
sdvanced to the full communion of the
church. The mission of the same
church, held lately in Nashville, was
productive of very happy resuilts, and
this Is, indeed, the report which comesa
from thi= work wherever it has been
tried. All this was foreseen by Bishop
Otey, the fitst bishop of that church in
this diocese, In 1856, as chairmaun of
a committee npon “Evangelists’ he re.
ported to the zeneral convention:

“Such & corps of active laborers seema
almost indispensable to the complete
organization of the church secording to
the primitive model, and unquestiona-
bly necessary to its extension in our
land.™

That the church is now eatching up
with the wize old bishop and accepting
what he urged upon her ne=ar twenty
years ago, is evidemt. The mission
closes to-day, Mr, Morgan preaching in
Grace church this morning at eieven
o'clock, in the Good Bhepherd in the
afteruoon, and in Calvary church at
night, at which hour the reverend gen-
tleman will spswer & question which
has come up in writing from the congre-
ation, namely. “Can you prove the
bitle to be trus?"’

GRENADA, M1s8 , February 20, 1875 —
I have just teturned home from Mem-
phis, where I have been enjoying the
eervices of the “Mission’ now in progress
at Calvary church, I fcel constrained to
write some little notice thereof because
I think that the movement is Hardly
understood or apprecisted by thore who
are strangers to the ways of the Episeo-
pal chureh, that they may see how much
good is being accomplished. The ex-
traordinary work now in progress in the
Episcopal chureh in your city, Enown
as a “‘Mission,"” is exciting much agten-
tion. The movement was begun only a

weather was anylhing but favorable,
the congregations have gradually in-
cressed until the church haa be-
come well filled, It wae remarked
on Friday evening, the tweilth iostant,
that 80 many men were never seen in
Bt. Mary’s cathedral (wherethe misszion
was then in progress) before on any oc-
easion, it belng estimated that three-
fourths of the copgregalioi. wera men.
The religious services of the miseion
are selected from the prayer-book, and
are very short, after which follows a
practical, pointed sermon and soulsstir-
ring hymuns. After the sermon the con-
gregation iz dismizsed, those interested
or desiring Lo remain being requested to
remsin for personal conference or con-
versation. Many hiave already signified
their desire to find their way to the com-
munion of the church. The object of
the mission is to rouse churchmen io a
sense of their duty in the great work of
saving souls; to earry Christ's gospel Lo
the ‘‘scattersd sheep,’’ and to stir up
those who, having once known the way,
have deparled from it; in sbort, to lead

all men (o the 7fold of Christ.
The services weie begun Ly Rev.
J. Croes, DD, hs, however, hav-

ing left for another feld, his place was
taken by Rev, Morgan, who
bas conticued the work, preaching
twice every day since he came to the
city. Mr, Morgan has strong faith in
his works, is an earnes! preacher; and
ingll he says shows that his heartis
given (o this great undertaking.

From Our Special Correspondent. |
NasavILLE, February 19.—The senate
hield but 8 half day’s session to-day, ow-
ing to a lack of business, but the house
has been grinding steadily all day, and
mapaged lo dispose of quite a number
of bills on second reading this after-
noon.

THE CENTENNIAL BUSINESS,

Giers offered a resolution in the morn-
ing requesting the governor of Tennes-
see to appoint three commissioners to
represent Tennesses at the centennial
show, which comes off at Philadelphia
next suramer, and for which our friend
Forney is industrioualy begging in Eu-
rope, far removed from the influence of
corrupt rings and Pacific mail enter-
prises. Giersis a Prussian, who bas made
a competency for himself and family
ginoe coming to Nashville, twenly years
ago, in the photographic business, and
he is very enthusisstic on the sub-

ject of immigration. He is an economi-

cal individual, and was taught in early
life to look carefully after the odds and
ends, it being the custom in hie ecunt-
ing to act upon the adage, “Mony a
mickle makes a mnckle,” at.d he grosns
in spirit whenever he has occasion to
ride out in the suburbs of Nashville and
sees Lhe acres of valuable land lying in
the immediate vicinity of the eity, use-
leas and unimproved. He thinks that
every foot of this land, which is now a
Lill of expense to the owner, onght to be
utilized in raising mammoth cabbages,
enormous beets and turnips, sweet po-
tatoes a foot or so in length, ete., and his
slan for securing this desideratum is to
ring to our eity the class of men and
women who are familiar with this par-
ticular clasa of labor. And he is right.
He is one of the most pushing, enter-
prising citizens of Nashville, and if our
BState bhad & hundred thousand of his
countrymen just like him she would be
better off.

TO ENCOURAGE CAPITALISTS.

Amoug the bills introduced in the
house to-day was one by Gardenhire,
exempting from taxation for ten years
the ilm;rovemenu made 10 this State by
a cerlain Foglish company, koown as
“the southern Btates coal, fron and lasd
company, limited."” Thisis & move in

the right direction, and inducements of
this character held out to men of enter-
prise and capital will result in brioging
10 our Btate thousands of dullars, to be

THE LOCAL OPTION BILL

being the special order in the house for
eleven o'clock in the morning, was
taken up, and a speech io its favor of
nearly two hours length made by Judge
Gardenhire, who is the champion par
excellence of the measure.
