Opeaing Speech loo the Defense by Gexs
eral Tracey in the Scandal Case
of. Tilton agalust Beecher,

New York, February 24.—The Brook-
Iyn city court seemed more than usually
ctowded thls morning. The greater
Uik of those t being lawyers
gathered to hear the opening address for
the defense iu the great scandal trial,
The principals to the suit were early in
their seats. General Tracey, of counsel
for the defendant, arrived s quarter of an
bour after the formal olpeulng of the
courl. When a few preliminaries had
been arranged he arose and said the time
bad now arrived for the defense to open
their case. There were great interests
involved in this trial; they could not be
over-estimaled, as they lnvolved the
religious nnd mworsl interests of society.
Kither this defendant was to go forth

!lgﬁuui opinfons, Ipo 18686 Tilton in-
duced his wife, against her will, lo in-
vite to her house 8 young l+ly whose
acquaintance ke had made i the west,
and with whom there was no doubt he
was desperately In love. It was his in-
timacy with this woman which nearly
drove his mother-in-law to insanity, the
lady seeing danpger to her from Tilton’s
admiration finally lefl and broke off her
relations with him. In his letters to his
wife he spoke of his friendships, a8 he
called them, for various women, with a
freedom which was sstopishivg; in a
letter written to his wife on the twelfth
of February, 1867, he referred to
hiz intimacy in & certain western family
which he d visited; and said his
wholeslife would have been different if
his wife's mother was like Mrs. i
and if he could have been sheltlered un-
der such & roof asthat of Mrs, g
instead of breathiog the atmosphere of
Livingston street. He also spoke of
carrying Liviogston street mildew upon
his garments for years, and sald if he
ehotﬁd return to Brooklyn at all he
would return s better man. General
Tracey then said that the family referred
to in this letter was that in which the
young lady already referred to was one
of the daughtere—the young lady whom
he afterward toock to his own home.

The speaker said that the correspond-
ence of Tilton in 1860 showed
his falliire to keep the promise which he
made to his wife in 1868, Rumors of
his dissolute life filled the air around
him, and in December, 1870, the storm
burst upon his bead.

Counsel guoted
from the examination of Tiiton before
the chureh committee as to the relations
and visits of Beecher to his familyabout
which Tiiton had epoken to Beecher,
chiding him for pot comiug ofteuer to
the house, and asking him to visit his
wife when he was away on lectur-
ing tours. In 1869, said eounsel, Til-
ton had paid ss much as five bundred
dollars for a portrait of Henry Ward
Beecher, who had been more than
friendly to him. In 1870, Beecher was
shocked at hearing that Mrs. Tilton
had left her husband. He went to her
mother's to see her, and there he
heard the story of her suffering from
her own lips, He asked permission
to bring his wife to see her, to which
‘Mre. Tilton consented, and the meeting
took place, and Mrs. Beecher told her
husband the result of the conversation,
and he advised a separation. Here was
the picture of & woman going to her
alleged paramour for vice, and he
gives it, advising separation. Would he
have advised this if he were guilty?
No; for this would not have been the
action of a guilty man; she never told
him of her eonfession to her husband, and
he never knew of it until the interview
between him and plaintifl’ in Moulton’s
house nn the twenty-second of Decem-
ber, when his contract with the Union
was signed, Theodore Tilton seized his
child, sick and suffering, and thus forces
his wife to return to his house, She re-
turned on the twenty-thirnd, 1 think
and on the twenty-fourth she suffered
miscarringe, and was lsid down on a
gick bed. The stories of Tilton's im-
morality had now come downon Bowen,
as the plaintifl’ describes, like an ava-
lanche, and led to an interview between
them.
