A SAD DEATH.
A Knoxville paper, in speaking of the

recent giving way of the Sweetwater
bridge, on the East Tennessee. Georgia

They were all much surprised that the
engine should be run over the bridge
without it being otherwise tested; but
their surprise gave way to horror as in a
few moments afterward they saw
the headlight rise up into the air,
and then plunge downward out
of sight, and heard the crashing
of the limbers. Instantly they knew
the engine was down in the creek.
Running with fearful expectancy, Vice-Preside- nt

Jacques, Conductor Elmore
and Mr. Moore, with the rest of the
working party, were speedily at the
scene of the engine's fatal fall. As her
forward trucks had reached tne portion
of the bridge immediately over the
creek, they crushed through the tim-
bers, and falling downward, the engine
turned a complete somersault, and was
thrown down on the tender, which
rested on its wheels at tho bottom of the
creek."

RAILROAD TROUBLES OVER.

The troubles of tho East Tennessee,
Virginia and Georgia railroad, resulting
from the recent fl iod, we hops are now
about over. The line is now in good
condition from Cleveland to Knoxville,
excepting the Hiwaksee bridge, ana
transfers are made at this point across
the river.

A PLACE FOB MANUFACTORIES.

In answer to Eeveral queries received
in the last few days fnm the north, the
Columbus Enquirer gives the informa-
tion that the Chattahoochee river, a
broad, deep stream, navigable below the
factory dam to Apilachicola, Florida,
falls oue hundred and twenty feet from
just above the Columbus ferry to the
steamboat janaing. ine uisiance is
three and a half miles. This will atlord
power enough, Engineer L. P. Grant
estimates, to run a million and a quar-
ter spindles and furnish employment
for nearly sixty thousand people, and
promising a basis lor a population 01
half a million.

cotton and woolen manufactories iu Co-

lumbus, all built since the war upon the
ruins of those burned by the Federals iu
1805. They are now working thirty-fiv- e

thousand spindles, and take about eight
thousand bales of cotton annually. The
river bed is composed of rock, and plen

A GOOD SUGGESTION ANENT THE CIVIL

RIGHTS BILL.
Savannah News: The legislature of

Georgia, among its other omissions, ne-

glected to make any provision for de-

fending in the United States district
courts and carrying to the supreme
court cases against our citizens for vio-

lations of the civil rights bill. In our
opinion such a provision would have

roved conservatory of the peace and
E ave relieved many good citizens of em-

barrassment. The civil rights act pro-
vides that any cases arising uuder it
may be carried to the supreme court of
the United States, no matter what may
be the amount involved. . We are told
that the best lawyers entertaiu no doubt
that the court will declare the act un-

constitutional whenever a test case is
acted on. But the trouble Is that very
many of our people cannot stand the
expense of employing counsel and
paying court fees to take cases up.
Had the State made an appropriation
for this purpose, or had it retained
two or three lawyers to attend to
case) of this kind, this dilllcalty might
have been obviated. It would have re-
quired but a small appropriation, proba-
bly not more than twenty thousand dol-

lars; and this would have been a small
sum iu comparison with the vexation,
expense, and probable loss of business
which will result from the neglect to
makeit, to say nothing of possible con-

flicts and bloodshed which may grow
out of this civil rights contest. Had the
State made this provision, all the people
doing business likely to bo affected by
the civil rights act could easily have
agreed upon a common course to pur-
sue; in fact it wou'd have been sulll
ciently indicated by the action of the
legislature. But now they have nosuch
common policy or guide.

KILLED BY CARELESSNESS.
An infant child of Albert Burrows,

aged about five mouths, froze to death
last Saturday night, while sleeping in
its cradle, at Its parents' house, near
Dubuque, Iowa. The parents put it to
bed at night and then retired them-
selves, and did not awake until morn
ing, when they found their little oue
had frozen to death during the night.
The coroner wss notified and held an
Inquest, the jury reportingthat the child
came to its death by the unintentional
neglect of its parents.

My election
illustrated this. Agaiust me wero ranged

number of Confederate generals,
and some effort to enforce the old spirit
of terrorism in their behalf was made;

SENATOR WITHERS. OF VIRGINIA.
Senator Withers, of Virginia, says he

regards tbe civil nguts bill as a measure
which cau result iu no benefit at all to
the colored race, and liEely to increase
antagonism between the whites and
blacks. The force bill he regards as an
unequivocal indication of a purpose on
the part of General Grant and the ex-

tremists of the Republican party to
control the election iu the four States to
which it would have been made appli
cable, so as to secure their votes in 1876
for Grant. Tho resumption of epecii
payments is, of course, the only sure
remedy for the financial troubles, but a
sudden contraction, such as must oc-

cur iu conseauence of preceultate action
iu this direction, must necessarily add
to tho stringency, and should, If pos-

sible, be avoided. The convertibility
tcbeme has much to commend it as a
means of preventing such crisis as that
which occurred l.st year.

UNSTAMPED BANK-CHECK-

New York, March 11. Banking
men are very much excited over the ac-

tion of the internal revenue department
at Washington to establish an inquisito-
rial system of investigation into tie
manner of transacting the business of
banks, with a view to learning whether
any checks which wero not properly
stamped have been paid. The banks are
called upon to furnish evidence of auy
carelessness or, omission on their part in
this respect, the object being to collect
the penalty of fifty dollars for any check
discovered to have been filed without
a Btamp. At an informal conference
yesterday between Williams, president
of the Metropolitan bank; lappen, pres-
ident of the Gallatin bank, and Ver-mily- e,

president of the Merchant's na-

tional bank, the subject of the stamp tax
on checks was considered. The bank
officers had written to the commissioner
of tie Internal revenue department some
time before, asking for the official ruling
or interpretation of the tax law. Yes-
terday they telegraphed for a reply, and
received in answer a telegram stating
that the answer was coming.

WHEATLEY, WILLIAMS A CO.

Wheatley, Williams & Co., sugar re-

finers, who failed a few days ago, have
met thei" creditors and talked with
them on the subject of their indebted-
ness. The liabilities of the firm were
stated at $677,000. The assets were vari-
ously estimated at from $250,000 to
$566,000. The outstanding notes of the
firm made up a total of $623,000. The
cash assets were stated to be $41000.
The refinery was valued by the firm at
$317,000, hut at auction the probable
price now would be from $100,000 to
S150,000 The firm had refined 24,000,-00- 0

pounds of sugar in 1874; all of it at
an average loss ot fifteen cents per one
hundred pounds. The firm thought of
paying fifty cents ou the dollar in this
way twenty cents at the end of one
year, fifteen cents at the end of two
years, and fifteen cents at the end of
three years.

THE PORT AU PRINCE FIRE.
According to accounts from Port au

Prince received yesterday, the fire which
occurred at that placeFebruary 11th was
still more disastrous than the telegraph
announced. The entire nortnern portion
of the city was swept away by the flames.
Four hundred bouses were consumed,
and the loss to property is estimated at
two million dollars. The property was
chiefly owned by foreign residents, com-
posed of Englishmen, Hollanders, Ger-
mans, Frenchmen, and a few Ameri-
cans, and was insured in companies in
European cities, mostly in Amsterdam,
where tbe loss falls very heavily. No
Amerloan companies lost anything by
the fire. The combustible nature of the
structures and the high winds caused
tho flames to spread with great rapidity.
At one time a dozen separate fires oc-

curred. In seven hours from the time
of the breaking out of tho fire a space
of about one-ha- lf of a mile square bad
been covered with the flames. By blow-
ing up buildings and leaving nothing
for the fire to feed upon it was finally
stopped. J. B. Hepburn, an American
mercbaut, lost his life. He had rescued
his wi'e and children, and went back in
bia bazar to endeavor to eave some of
his goods. While there he waa surround-
ed by the flames and was unable to es-

cape. His dead body was found after
tho flte in a well in rear of his store.

THE STAMP TAX.
On March 4th F. D. Tappan.president

of tue Gallatin national bank of this city,
addressed, in behalf of himself and other
bankers, a letter to tbe commissioner of
internal revenue, asking hia decision of
the following questions: First, Are notes,
drafts and acceptances, when made pay-
able at a bank, subject to a stamp tax of
two cents; and, if so, does the tax apply
to notes, drafts and acceptances drawn
or accepted prior to February 8, 1875,
and which have matured and since been
paid? Second, Does the tax apply to
checks drawn by a bank upon itself for
the purpose of paying ite own dividends
and the dividends, coupons or interest of
other corporations? Third, Are checks
drawn by a State, county or city gov-
ernment on a bank subject to this tax?
The following is the reply from the com-

missioner:
I reply to your specific questions

First, That If there is any understand-
ing between the bank and the maker of
notes, or acceptor of checks, drafts or
orders payable at the bank, that all such
notes and acceptances shall be paid by
the bank and charged on account of
maker, drawer or acceptor in the same
manner as ordinary checks would be,
such notes and acceptances are consid-
ered liable to two cents stamp tax as
vouchers for the payment of money by
the bank. This npplies to notes, drafts,
etc., made, drawn or accepted, to Feb-
ruary 8, 1875, when paid by the bank on
or after that time. Second, This tax ap- -

filles to cheeks drawn by a bank upon
for the purpose of paying Its own

dividends, coupons or interest of other
corporations, or f r other payments.
Third, Checks drawn by State, county
or city omcers m tneir omciat capacity
upon pubdc bonds deposited in a bank
are exempt if Bald bonds are kept sepe-ra- te

from any private account, it not
being within the intent ot the law
to tax the public treasury. I will add,
with reference to some other questions
frequently propoed to me, that orders
for dividends are subject to tax, if drawn
for a definite and certain sum, but not
otherwiso. An ordinary certificate of
deposit, made in the ordinary way, Is
not liable to interest. Coupons are con-
sidered exempt bills of exchange, for-
eign ai well as iuiand, and when drawn
on banks, bankers or trust companies
are held to bo subject to the tax. Wnere
payable at sight or otherwise, duplicates
of bills, orders, etc., are liable the same
as original receipts not relating to the
banking business. For Instance, for
rents are exempt.

the holder With registered government
bonds bearing a rate of interest not ex-
ceeding 3 65 per cent, per annum.

Virginia, and R. J. Trevellick, of Mich-
igan, and A. C. Cam-
eron, of Illinois, secretary.

A committee of one from each State
was appointed on resolutions, to which
a numoer of resolutions were read and
referred, including'the following, in sub-
stance:

That congress should provide for river
and harbor appropriations as objects of
national concern, when necessary tor tho
safety and convenience of commerce;
that the government should secure t jall citizens their inalienable rights ex-
cept when by valid legislation deprived
thereof by means of crime; that the re-
cord of old political parties is such as
forfeit the confidence and respect of the
people; that the committee m plat-
forms conform itself to the ob-
ject of a national paper money,
and that the convention limit
itself to this matter exclusively ; that thct
productive industries of the country
should receive the greatest possible pro
tection anu Buppon oi tne government;
that the present revenue laws are un-
just and unequal, and that more just
methods of raising revenue should be
adopted- - that the national banking law
has established a monopoly oppressive
to the people, dangerous to their liber-
ties in its influence on the preBu
and State and national legisla-
tion, and demanding its repeal;
appealing to the American people to
break loose from party trammels and
unite on the basis of a government
whose legislation and administration
shall protect the industries of the nation
from the avarice of capitalists.

Several speeches were made, and the
convention took a recess till the after-
noon.

On reassembling the convention waa
informed that tbe committee on resolu
tions would not be ready to report until

morning.
A general uiscussion of subjects beforo

the convention then took place. St.
Louis was selected as the place for hold-
ing the next meeting, the time not being
decided on.

Adjourned till ten o'clock
morning.
