We learn from the Savannah Hews

As the law now elands, the
legal advertising of all the counties is a
monopoly in the hands of the secretary
of state, who uses the patronage where
it will do the most good, and papers are
made and unmade official organs with
regard solely to further the ends of Radi
calism.

The Baltimore Sun saya the' civil
riobts bill has so far made no change In
that city, and thinks it will not, since
the colored people there have their own
schools and churches, boardinghouses,
restaurants and graveyards. There have
been long established houses among
them where accommodation desired is
always to be had. They have large and
commodious halls, and several of the
churches will compare favorably with
the churches of any people. As for the
right to travel, there has been no dis
tinction on account of race, color or pre
vious condition for some years.

A bill recently Introduced by Mr.
Cole, in tho house, authorizes the quar
terly county courts of the State to ap
point a back It provides
that when there is any revenue due the
State, county, or any municipality, as-

sessed on property or polls for any pur
pose, uncollected and unaccounted for,
it shall be the duty of the quarterly
county court of such county and such
municipality respectively, as the case
may be, to elect a back
whose duty it ehall be to collect all taxes
levied on property or polls uncollected
and unaccounted for. and account for
the same as other collectors of revenue.
