knew of a dollar having
been used for the purposes referred to in
the above interrogatories.

Q. Do you know of any funds or
money being used with any person
whomsoever to secure his support of
the funding bill, or to secure the election
of any person, or have you any inform-
ation or knowledge that bonds were put
upon the market for the benefit of any
person who would support said funding
bill?

A. I never was approached myself
by any person to secure my support of
the funding bill. I never was ap-
proached by any bondholder on that
subject: I don't know a bondholder In
the United States. I did support the
funding bill, became Governor Brown,
the nominee of the Democratic party in
1872 commenced the canvass by sup-
porting a funding policy. There being
no objection to his speeches on that
question, I presumed it was the policy
of the Democratic party, and hence the
Appeal supported his position. When

A STATE BANK.
From our Special Correspondent.
Nashville, March 10. A petition

from the citizens of Davidson county
was presented by Judge Lea, of the
house, to-da- y, praying for the establish-
ment of a St Jte bank on the same gene-
ral principlC3 upon which the old Bank
of Tennessee was established and con-

ducted. The petition was signed by a
number of prominent business men of
this city some three hundred in all
and Judge Lea informed the Appeal
representative that every man In the
county would have signed it if they had
been given an opportunity.

FENCE OR NO FENCE.

The house bill providing for a doing- -
away with fences in the various coun
ties or tue state, subject to a vote in ia-v- or

thereof by the residents of said
countin, came up on third reading in
the tyouae tc-da- y. Mr. Rit a, of Lauder-
dale, the author of the measure, said,
in advocating its passage: "Taking the
report of the agricultural bureau for a
guide, we find that the cost of the fences

I in tue united btatesisauouLine amount
I of the entire interest-bearin- g debt of the

government." According to this report
our fences are an annual tax of one

I dollar and fifty cents per acre on every
acre or Improved laud in the United

j States. Taking Fayette county, in our
own State for an example, we find that

I she has seven hundred square miles,
' one third of which area is under

fence. That will make about one hun
dred and forty-nin- e thousand three hun-
dred acres under fence, divided into
fields if we include patches, orchards,
lots, etc. containing twenty-fiv- e acres.
Then we will haye about six thousand
fields in the county. A twenty-five-acr- e

field is three hundred and forty-fiv-e

yards square, and a line around it would
measure thirteen hundred and eighty
yatds. To cut, maul, haul, and put up
rails, leaving nut tho waste of timber,
costs about two dollars aud a half per
hundred. A fence ten rails high has
twenty rails to every five yards, or four

rails to every yard ; each rail on the
j fenee costs two aud a half cents, or
j ten ceuta for every yard, and to fence

one twenty-nve-acr- e field will cost one
hundred and thirty-eig- ht dollars. Now,
taking the population of the county by
the Ia?t census, and the amount of taxa-
ble property in the county as laid down
in Colonel Killtbrew'a Resources of
Tennessee, and the rate of taxatio- n-
seventy-fiv- e cents on the one hundred
dollars we find the State and county
tax amounts to about one dollar and
eighty cents ncr Manila. The fence tax
is more than the State.county and school
tsx combined. But tnis is lor a new
fence entire, and tbis tax will
be upon them only once in
about eight or nine years; tills is
a tax of over five per cent, on the mar-
ket value of our farms a tax that would
be considered oppressive if that amount
were levied for State and county pur-
poses. There is no doubt but we expend
four timts as much money in fencing
our stock out than would be required to
fence it in."

Mr. Greer, of Shelby, said he claimed
to be an original granger, aud said this
bill Is one of the most important before
the legislature. He claimed that the
actual amount of money now invested
in Shelby county will not fall short of
three million dollars.

HELP FOR THE DESTITUTE.
There was some discussion in the

senate to-da- y over the house bill author-
izing the counties of Montgomery,
Stewart, Houston, Benton and Dickson,
to issue bonds to the amount of ten
thousand dollars each for the purpose of
purchasing supplies for destitute citi-
zens of those counties. Mr. Quarles
moved to amend by striking out Mont-
gomery county, and then urged the pas
sage of the bill. He said that the dis-
tress in Stewart aud Houston was
caused by the closing of the iron works
in that section, most of which sus-
pended operations last January in con-
sequence of the low price of iron. The
sufferers referred to are the employes of
the Iron works and have heretofore de-

pended upon them entirely for support,
raising no crops whatever. He said the
generous people of the counties in which
.tbe works are- - located h;id freely con-
tributed or their substance, aud are
willing to continue such contributions,
but wish to do it through the county
court, by the Issuance of bonds, aud
now ask the authority to do so. Tho
discussion was based upon the alleged
unconstitutionalityof tho bill as drawn,
but it finally passed second reading as
amended by Mr..Quarles.

THE KATE OF TAXATION.

crevasses remain open, but that above
those points some levees are bound to
give way under the pressure of high
water. The work of constructing one
million cubic yards of new levees as
ordered by the levee compauy, is nearly
completed, but it falls far short of the
amount of reconstruction actually
necessary.

ing. His address was exactly suited to
the mixed character of his audience; it
was remarkably non-partisa- n, consist-
ing merely of a statement of facts and a
logical tracing of the causes which have
led to whatever turbulence and disquiet
ude exists.

tinue. The address was earnest and
forcible, aud made a deep impression
upon those who heard it. He said that
he hoped tune times of discord would
soon pass by. Hedidnotbelievethatthe
mass of Republicans desired to further
punish the south. Apprehensions are
rne at tne nortn tnai locai nt

at the south did not give political
rights to all elapses. If he had in his
he irt a thought oi party u.'ueut ue wkh
not aware of it. He admitted dis juiet
in political allairs amounting in some
instanci to bloody scenes. These
strifes were not to further party ends.
One of the great evils of the south is
the tendency of the masses to withdraw
lrom patty contest. The fact ha3 been
fully revealed in Louisiana that there
was no intention of insisting Federal
power. The south regarded the consti-

Taxation
and oppression had produced this

The congressional committee
had testified that no general intimida
tion had occurred. The returning boird
of Louisiana had illegally returned
enough Republicans to give a majority
in tho legislature. The committee on
affairs in Arkansas reported the State
government to be tho free choice
of tho people, and three hun-
dred colored men held offices there,
elected by the Conservatives. He ap-

pealed to the men of New Hampshire to
believe these committees and not detest
tbe southern people. A Anglo-Saxon- s

the southern people abhorred
Outrages were laid before the New
Hampshire people at this time to influ-
ence the elections. The committees lit"'
reported that taxation and other oppres-
sions were crumbing these people,
not a single specific remedy had been
proposed by the Federal government.
Society iu the south resisted the en-

croachments of Federal power by politi-
cal action. Eight hundred thousand vo-

ters had been created in an instant, and
this had disturbed the equanimity of the
States, and their high-spirit- ed people
had in some instances resented it. It
wa3 an adjunct foreign to their sympa-
thies. The blscks held the offices to tho
exclusion of the whites, and this drew
lines between them. The government
was responsible for tearing the two races
apart; different action would have unit-
ed them. The first lesson the blacks
leamed;was one of distrust, aud thegov-ernme- nt

was encouraging this. The ar-

row aimed at the south may yet be found
quivering iu New Hampshire. There is
no danger to the Union in the south.
The southern people would not accept a
separategoverment to-da- y were it offered
them. They are thirsting lor a Union
around which they can gather with love.
Grant them aud they
will govern themselves well.

GORDON'S STATEMENT.
Boston Advertiser, March Cth.

Senator Gordon, of Georgia, and
Representative Lamar, of Mississippi,
arrived in this city last evening, on their
way to New Hampshire, where ihe
former will speak in Concord on Mon-

day evening, and the latter in Manches-
ter. These gentlemen said, in conversa-
tion with an Advertiser reporter last
evening, that they came with feelings
very different from the ordinary feelings
of politicians. Their people were too
serious to think ot mere triumph of
parties. They were just in that condi-
tion when they were willing to embrace
anything that promised relief and good
government. The sum of all they
wanted was honesty in their public
officers. Speaking of the condition of
property in New Orleans, Senator Gor-

don, quoting from a letter of a lady
friend residing there, said i: cost more to
pay the taxes than could be obtained
from rents. The lady continued
in the letter: "We are called a
company of murderers and assassins. I
tell you that where one white man can
be fouud who has committed a murder,
for any causa at all, I will name to you
two who have committed suicide from
sheer desperation." This was simply a
a private letter written to a friend, with
no expectation that it would be made
public. She subsequently gives a long
list of names of prominent citizens of
New Orleans who had gone mad and
taken their own lives. "It is a horrid
state of society aud government," add-

ed Mr. Gordon, that drives people to
that sort of resort." Tney had come,
he said, with the hope that by an hon-
est, plain lepresentation, braced by facts
and by the testimony which they pro-po- ie

to present, mostly from Republi-
can sources, they can show the people
of the north the true condition of the
southern States. They felt sure that
whenever we did understand, as a brave
and generous people, with a common
history and a common destiny with

' theirs, we would not tolerate the abuses
to . which they were fcuojecieu;
the interfereoce of the Federal admin-
istration. Of course, if they could not
redeem themselves through the ballot-bo- x

thev must eg on sufferi'ic. but they
wanted thesarae rights at the ballot-bo- x

as we had. They did not want men
forced upon them oy fraudulent elec-

tions as was done in Arkansas, as was
done every year iu Mississippi, and as
was done last year in Louisiana, rney
had onmfi here not to make political

There wits
no such control over him now, and not
having any power to control him in any
way to prevent any arts that would mis-
lead him, he was filled with apprehen-
sion. It was not a repuguance towaul
him, hut a distrust of him. The negroes
on his place worked his farm, and he di-

vided its products equally with tnem.
Every man voted against him eveiy
time. They had beeu with him tnr
since the war, and had never voted v-- ilh
him, and they did not dare to. He
cited au instauce wliich occurred when
he was running for governor. His car-
riage driver, a boy to whom he was very
much attached, aud who was devoted to
him, camo to him very much affected
and said to him: "General, would vote
for you, but I must be candid with you
and tell you the truth j I am afraid to do
it. My own color will charge me with
desertiDg them, and these white men
who have been looking after us tell me
that I will not be safe if I desert my color.
And I want to ask you whether it is true
that if you are elected we will all be
put back into slavery again?" "I
laughed at him," Mr. Gordon said, "and
replied, don't you know that it would le
utterly impossible? If the whole south-
ern people were united as one man, aud
should attempt that, they could accom-
plish nothiug by if. If tho w.hol power
of the government was given us," he
continued, ' its armies, its navies, its
courts, its congress, one man in live
thousand could not be foun'd to put the
negro back ijkto slavery again. We don't
want slavery againi" The negro vote was
dividing more and more every year, and
he was sure the time was not far distant
when parties would be formed not upon
the olor line at all. It would have come
long ago if it were not for those men whose
interest it vas to keep up the party line.
I'o show the fcind of influence these car-
petbaggers had over tho negroes, he sard
that alter he had addressed them in fa-

vor of reform legislation, some one ol
these would rise aud say: "Don't you
remember that he was in the rebel
army? don't you remember he fought to
keep you in slavery? Don't you give
him the power again, or he will put you
hack into slavery." The effect of this
appeal to the passions was apparent. He
thought the civil rights bill was not de-
sired by tho colored people. They pre-
ferred, as a mass, to be by themselves in
the cars, tteamboata or hotels; and in
closing the conversation be remarked
that not a single outrage or disturbance
had occurred which could not be traced
to the unjust administration of the gov-
ernment as its ca.u;c.

Cleveland, Ohio, March The
Independent greenback convention re-

assembled at ten o'clock this morning.
A special committee of five was ap-
pointed to report a plan for forming a
national central committee. James
Buchanan, of the Indianapolis &un,
from the committee on resolutions, re-

ported a preamble aud declaration of
principles, which, after some discussion,
were adopted. The preamble recites
that our government is founded upon
and derives its power from the people.
The existing evils have resulted from
our representatives setting party
above the popular interests. The
evils are very plainly displayed in
our monetary system and the monopo-
lies which it has engendered, this sys-
tem being mouarchial in its principle
aud subversive of a republican govern-
ment. To resist the encroachments of
money power, to stay the tide of cor-
ruption and extravagance, and to place
the control of the resources ard finaucM
of the country in the bauds of the peo
ple, it has become the duty to oigamze
au independent party, upon the follow-
ing basis, as no reliance can be placed
in existing parties:

First It is the duty of tho govern-
ment to establish a monetary system
based on the faith and resources of the
nation, in harmony with the genius of
this government, and adapted to the in-

dustrial and commercial needs of tho
country. To this end, uot s of all na-

tional and State banks should be with-
drawn from circulation and paper money
issued by the government directly to the
people in payment of government obli-

gations, without the intervention of auy
system of banking corporations, which
money shall be a legal tender in pay-
ment of all debts, public and private,
duties on imports included, except that
portion of interest and principal of the
present public debt' that is by express
terms of the law creating it, made paya-
ble in metallic money, this money to be
interchangeable at the option of tho
holder with registered government
bonds bearing a rate of interest not ex-
ceeding 3 65 per cent, per annum.

Second This system of finance will,
by stimulating our industries and com-
merce, soon make the United States
the depository of precious metals of the
world.

Third The adoption of this system,
by furnishing sufficient money at low
interest, will solve the question of cheap
transportation, because it will enable
railroads and the carrying trade to re-

lieve themselves of their loads of debt
and lower their rates, and enable tbe
people to construct additional lines
whenever Internal commerce may re
quire.

Fourth It is the duty of the govern-
ment, in all its leuislation, to keep in
view the full development of the agri-
cultural and mineral resources of tho
country and its manufacturing interest.

Fifth The great interests of protect-
ive industry claim their just recognition
at the hands of the government of the
people, and that through the monetary
system here proposed all these interests
can be fully secured.

Sixth As the public domain is the
rightful heritage of the people, it should
not be distributed to speculators or cor-
porations, but reserved for actual set-

tlers.
Seventh It is the duty of the govern-

ment to eepualize tho bounties of soldiers
and to bnug to a speedy settlement all
the other just claims arising from the
late war.

TtrrVitllAII tV rirriito npSirilarfoa nnd
immunities recognized by the govern-
ment should bo based upon the fact of
citizenship, equal rights before the law
neing secured by tho constitution.

Ninth We insist uikiii and demand
severe "jtrenchmentand economy in all
branches of public affair .

ry to the commerce of the people.

Eleventh Through tho monetary
system herein proposed there will be es-

tablished between tho citizens of this
country a firm and lasting bond of
union by giving common interest in a
common government, and bringing
peaco and prosperity to each aud all of
its inhabitants.

Twelfth As all special privileges, im-
munities, and powers conferred on cor-
porations of any kind or nature are
gr-te- d at the expense nf the people.

Washington, March 7. There is

now being perfected in this city one of
tho most gigantic schemes for the acqui-
sition of territory. A ring has been
formed of about twenty leading senators
and prominent capitalists in the east, to
make a taidupon the northern provinces
of Mexico. The project is to be disguised
under the cover of a pleasure trip. Sen-
ator Cameron, of Pennsylvania, has been
for several days secretly making prepa-
rations for a pleasure trip of a
party of senators. The following sena-
tors have already promised to go: Cam-
eron, of Pennsylvania; Morton, of Indi-
ana; Clayton, of Arkansas; Logan, of
Illinois; Gordon, of Georgia; Ransom,
of North Caroiiua; Oglesby, of Illinois;
Dennis, of Maryland; Sargent, of Cali-
fornia; Stevenson, of Kentucky, and
Conkling, of New York. This paity will
leave Washington at the closo of the
executive session, for New Orleans, with
the ostensible purpose of makiug a
pleasure trip through New Mexico, re-

turning through California. Tom Scott
will furnish free transportation for the
party in special Pullman tars to New
Orleans. At that city a government
steamer will convey the party to Vera '

Cruz. From that city tho party will go by
rail to Mexico, and then through the
country toward MazitUn, and inspect
the silver mines of the province of
Chihuahua and Sonora. Ail of the
projects of this party have, up to tne
present time, been kept a profound se-

cret, and it was not intended that auy
information regarding tbe trip shouid
be made known uutil tbe party was
ready to start. Then-i- t was ti be given
out as a party goiug out for the sole pur-

pose of pleasure. Of course the country
would never accept auy such absurd ex-

planation of the departure of to many
prominent men upon such a journey.
The Times correspondent is ubie, how-
ever, through catefui investigation, to
give the exact facts iu tbe case, the tru
explanation of tbis projected tour. For
a long time promiueut American caj

have beeu trying to get possession
or ooutrol of the rich uiimog provinces
of northern Mexico. TIwq years go a
company was formed, with WillUm R
Trauers, son-in-la- w of Reverdy John-
son, as president, and Richard Suheli as
vice president. Tbis company m cured
from the Mexican government control
aver lower California, aud certa'u con-

cessions in the province of Sonora. ad-

joining. The company is not fcatisfied
with Its present condition, and is
now workUig in with this new'
project. Tho following rail-
road corporations ate also in
the scheme: Tbe International railroad,
of Texas; St. Louis and Iron Mountain
railroad, controlled by Thomas Allen
ant'. Raring Brother!), of London; and
the Missouri, Kansasaud Texas railroad,
controlled by August Belmont and th
RothEchilda. The International rail-
road has a projected lino from its future
terminus, opposite Sau Juan, toMazat-la- n,

on the I'acifi.j coast. It had a con-
cession front Juarez, former president of
Mexico, for the construction of the road.
Sixteen thousand dollars in gold a mile
was to bo given to aid the building of the
road through Mexico, and fourteen thou-sau- d

dollars in gold per mile additional
when the road was completed. It was
the nbjtt't of this combined ring of rail-
roads, among other things, to get tho
riht of building railroads iu Mexico to
the exclusion of all foreigners. This
subsidy given to the International road
bv Juarfz wa'i taken back, under the
administration ol the present president,
Loredo de Te-jml- It is hoped that this
subsidy can te regained, aud absolute
control gained over the provinces north-
west of the projected line from San Juan
to Mizrttlau. General Rosecraus is one
of the active workers in this gigantic
scheme. His brother is an archbishop
in the Catholic church, and ho is using
the archbishop's influence in the church
in Mexico to further the plan. Just now
there 13 a strong disaffection between
t'ie church in Mexico and the govern-
ment. This disaffection is being used
by tho archbishop to perfect the arrange-
ments for the concession. It is said that
the oldest of the prime movers in this
project talk of the entire acquisition of
the provinces named. It is very easy to
stir uo a revolution and drive all the
profit from it. It is doubtful whether all
of the senators who have promised to go
out on this trip are aware of all the im-
portance attached to it, but it is certain
that they all have an idea of some of the
objects to bo attained. Simon Cameron,
chairman of the committee on foreign
relations, was the first man approached
by the speculators. He fell iu at once
with the project, and, it seems, has re-

ceived semi-offici- al indorsement from
the administration, as one nf the gov-

ernment side-wheele- rs hss been placed
at the disposal of the party to go down
from New Orleans to Vera Cruz. An-bth- er

prominent personage mentioned
in connection with this project is E. L.
Plumb, late consul-gener- al iu Havana.
This project is one that has been worked
up very carefully aud with more than
ordinary secresy. The Times correspond-
ent has interviewed several senators
upon the subject, amgug whom are
Powell Clayton, Dennis and Conkling.
They all admitted that there was a
pleasure trip to Mexico contemplated,
but said they bad no authority to say a
word about it. Senator Cameron was
tbe ouiy man who had any authority to
give information upon the subject.
Cameron declines to aay anything one
way or the other. The plans for the trip
are now. to a great extent, fully com-
pleted, and the projectors of it may be
classified as follows: A party of sena-
tors, led by Senator Cnmerun, semi-offi-ciali- y

backed by the administration; a
ring of railroads, generaled by Thomas
Scott, and a party of speculators, with
the officers of the Lower California com-

pauy at their head It appeals that Si-

mon Cameron is inviting nearly all of
the senators to go with him upon his
Mexican trip, with hopes ot getting up
a large party. There is no doubt but
that several senators have accepted the
invitation, with no other idea than of
going on a pleasure trip The reasona-
ble supposition is that Cameron and a
few of the knowing ones are seeKing to
entrap a large number of the senators in
an indorsement of the ycheme.
