He was informed that the doctor would
ve there at & stated time, Pollard then
left. Carpenter went at the time he was

Atoneplace,
where the tracks croesed a little branch,
Lhe parson fell down, aud the butt of the
gun gtruck the mud, which left the print
there; and on the batt of Pollard’s gun
was found mud to vorrespond with the
ground where the track+ crossed Lhe
branch.
