A RELIGIOUS WAR.

The telegraph publishes s strange ru-
| mor tp the etfect that the emperor of
Germany is moch dissatisfied with the
reign of Prince Alfonso, so far as it has
gone.  His majesty is apngered about
| the Gustav affair. He in disposed
[ Lo espeure the clerical tendency of Al-
| fonso's ministry. It seems that the new
| government, anxious to deprive the
| Carlists of the sympathy shown by the
| Catholie church, made sn extreme en-
deavor to coneiliste the religious element
in Spain. This was seen in the orders
suppressing the Protestant in
Muadrid aod in raising the =ubvention
of the dlelgy to the extent, if we re-
member correctly, of about eight mil-
lions of dollars, It is difficalt to un-
derstand upon what pretext the em-
of Germany can attempt to inter-
ere in the internal affairs of BSpain.
Ever since a German prince, in the per-
son of Charles V occupled the Spanish
throne there has been a hankering after
Spain in the traditions of Germsn poli-
ey. This bas largely arisen from the
diplomatic idea, shnred by the English
and French, that the true way to limit
the power of France is to establish the
English or the German power in Spain
and the low countries. Our readers will
remember that the last war between
France snd Germany arose from the
attempt Lo enthrone a German in Mad-
rid. And now that the German em-
peror has become the ehlmlpion of Pro-
testantism and the enemy of the Romaa
ehurch, Spain will furnish him as good
a pretext for inviting the sympathies of
the Protestant world as any other. This
ramor only strengthens the convietion
that the compligations of the continent
will assume more and more a religious
character. Everything seems to point
to the next war as & religious war. Itis
& cruel comment upon our civilization
that the religion of Christ has developed
these national animesities, and that be-
csuse christian men have different opin-
jons about the ordinances and sacra-
ments of the faith theyshould necessari-
ly plunge into & cruel strife. The solu-
on of the froblem masay be found in the
fact that religion is not & , but a
pretext, and thst behind the fulmina-
tions of the pope and the intrigues of the
German emperor there is a high politi-
cal ambition, which is the same now as
it was whea Lauther, as the representa~
tive of the German nation, made upon
the Roman power the same war that
Bismarck is waging now.

. FREIGHTS.

New Enfes by Hallronds BEnnuning East
and West—Shippers Indebted to
Mr. Garretl.

The new rates, it is understood, are to
be adhered to by the Saratoga compsn-
ies with the same firmness as the old
rates are sup d to have been k:rr.,
and the combination i still nominally
in existence. This chauge has been
brought about by seve canses, the
first and most important of which was
the action taken by Mr. Garrett, the
president of the Baltimore sand Ohio
railroad company, who not only took
freight at lower rates than those charged
by the Saratoga companies, but refused
to publich & tariff, and reserved to him-
self theright to take freights at what-
ever rate he pleased. Thiscourse neces-
sarily cs confusion ameng the
shippers, who naturally songht the
cheapest transporlation for their goods,
and many of them, although preferring
all-rail routes, were induced toship by
the Baltimore and Ohio road
on account of the lowness of the
rates  offered. Others, however,
objecting to the water transportation on
the Baltimere and Obio route, whiech in-
volved an additional handling of the
packages in the unloading from the
steamer and reshipment on the railroad
at Baltimore, forwarded their goods by
rail. This classs coosisted mostly of
western jobbers who did not want the
boxes and bales defaced or d
while in transit. - Thelr reason for this
was, that as the goods were sold in the
original packages, to be again forward-
ed further into the interior, it was neces-
sary that they should be in good con-
dition. The Boston rates, too, were be-
low those of New York. Taking Chi-

| Three or Four Killed and Eleven
Wounded — Oaly Onpe of the

Ruflans Captured — A
Terrible Afair.

New YoRrK, March 91 —The Herald's
| Aeapuleo correspondent givea the de-
| tails of & terrible religious massacre in
| that town on the night of January 28th.
Rev. Mr. Hutehinson, pastor of the
Preshyterian congregation of the City ot
Mexico, was inVited to Acapulco Jast
year by a lawyer named Procopio Diaz
and olhers to organize s new congrega-
tion, the nweleus of which had aiready
existed nearly s year. Finding no suit-
able substitute, Mr. Hutchinson came
down in December and tock temporary
charge of the new church, Ahoutnine-
ty persons were found desirous of em-
braeing the new doctrine, and an old
vacant Catholle chureh was rented, and
on the twenty-fourth of January was
opened in due form, Mr. Hatchinson
preaching twice on that day. Daring
the previous month threats had been
thrown out by the adherents of Cath-
olicity sgainst their religious opponents,
The former claim to have been system-
stically iosulted by the Protestants,
who had asmall newspaper organ. The
latter epergetically deny that they had
done anything more than fairly discuss
sectarian dogmas., A prayer-meeting
was held tg Mr. Hutechinson on the
evening of the twenty-fifth, and a simi-
inr gathering was on for the fol-
lowing evening. his meeting was
held, but Mr. Hutchinson was ill and
unable to be present. The Protestant
church has only two doors, both open-
ing on the street, One waa closed and
the other, that mnearer to town, open.
In front of the door, and be-
tween it and the sireet, a tree
grows, Under the shade of this iree,
atid ot either side of the door,
watching the proceedings within the
church, the assassins, numbering some
thirty-five or forty, took their stand.
Procopio Diaz had addressed the con-
gregation in place of the sbsent minis-
ter, and they were singing a bymn,
when six or eight of the cut-throats en-

occupied stands near ellberside of the
pulpit. Without any sign of warning
whatever, these incaroste devils bared
their machets and commenced an in-
discriminate slaughter of the peaceful
inmates of the church. Not entirely
indiscriminate, for the leader of the
murderers and one of his men marked
out Diaz as their special vietim. A
couple of machet blows were aimed at
his head, which, if received in full
force, must have terminated his exist.
ence. As it happened, he had sufficient
presence of mind to dodge his head he-
hind the pulpit, and a portion of the
board was cut through jbefore the
weapon reached its mark. He drew s
pistol and attempted to fire, bot his as-
sailants were too quick for him, and the
leader inflicted a %llﬂﬂy gash on his
pistol  hand. hile this was
the heroic wife of Disz
picked up & chair and rushed
upon one of her husbhand's would-be
murderers, penned him to the wall, and
by masin force wrenched the machst
from his bloody hands. With this she
still defended hemelf, and hastsned to
the aid of Diaz. Perceiving a favorable
ﬂunlty. she said to her husband:
“b?gw fire.)” He did so, and fatally shot
the leader., Within the church a bloody
and murderous hand-to-hand fight was
waged for six or eight minutes. The
machet was wielded with fearful effect.
Human fl-sh was cut and gashed like
bullock’s meat, while blood streamed in
torrents over the floor, now encumbered
by aying and wounded men and women.
Ten or a dozen shots were fired, and a
few from the asssiled, some of whom
bad revolvers. At the commencement
of the onslaught those who were near
the door attempted to escape. This was
a fatal mistake,for as the ghted wor-
shipers gained the street they were de-
liberately cut down by ambushed ruf-
fians stationed on both sides of the door
outside, In this way the American cit-
izen Henry Morris met his death. His
head was nearly cut from hig body by a
machet blow and his chest eut open at a
single stroke. He and two other men
and & woman were killed outright and
eleven wounded more or less severely,
of whom several have since died. Mor-
ris was a colored man, from Boston.
He leaves a wife and several childrem
The massacre commenced about ten
minutes after elght o’clock and lasted
oaly six or t minutes, The flrst
news which the suthorities had of it
was from & wounded man, called Juan
Elnegro. who made his way to the plaza
and drug store; there he was met by
Major Franciaco Mejia, commander of
a few Federal troops stationed about
Acapulco. Mejin st once started on a
run to the scene of action, some four
hondred yards off, and and a few min-
utes later the town police, followed soon
after by the Federsl troops from the
castle, were on the ground. More than
five minutes counid pot bave el »
from the cloging of the battle to the time
when the authorities reached their posts.
As usual the police and their allies came
too late. They got to the battle-
field only in time to pick up the
dead and wounded, but not early enough

1

4 to arrest on the spot or follow up any

one who conld be immediately recog-
nized as participants in the dreadful
tragedy. One of the assassins, who was
desperately wounded and could not get
out of the way, was taken into custody
and placed in close confinement., His
deposition has been taken, In which,
of course, it appeared bhe figured as &
spectator. Only a couple of other
wounded men were apprehended, out as
no body has appeared to implicate
them, the prosecution may be looked
upon 88 abandoned.
