Ward,
Dewey & Co. are emivently thrifty men,
and make all they can out of their lease
of eonviet Iabor. No sentiment of pity
or of compassion is likely to actuate the
souls of men who could bring themselves
to speculste in the misfortunes or the
erimes of their fellow-men, and to sup-
pose them eapable of entertaining senti-
ments of humsaonity unconnected with
their own pecuniary interests, is to im-
agine a vain thing and hope for an im-
possibility.

be resorted to. But the barbarity exer-
cised toward prisoners in Texas is not
confined to convicia. In the city of Dal-
Ias, last June, I myself saw the chain-
gang employed in clearing the grounds
sbout the new courthouse of  the
rubbish left by the buoilders. The
poor devils were chaived two-and-iwo,
with a heavy ball attached midway the
coupling chain, while not less than four
gusrds, armed with double-barreled
guns, were employed to watch and keep
them at work—Lthe sure reward of an st-
tempted escape from the degradation
being & load of buckshot. All these
things, however, are but characteristie
of Texas—lhe most charming land on
earth to read about, the lovellest to
look st, and the wrelehedest to live in.
My otjeet in this communication, how-
ever, is not to write a distribe nillnat
Texas, but to point 8 moral to the re-
cent legiclation in regard to our own
Htate prison. No irrespounsible corpora-~
tion sbould be permitted to control the
conviet labor of any Ntate, for the rea-
son that the mosi fdagrant abuses must
result. Especially is this the case in
Btates where a portion of the prisoners
are employed in mines, on rai or
in other public works, The temptation
is always before them to attempt es-
cape, and the armed guard are but too
ready to shoot down the miserable,
friendless felon on the slightest provo-
cation, simply because such things are
geldom inquired into—ihe simple asser-
tion of the guard being sufficient to clear
him of all biame, Agsin, such employ-
ment of convicts tends to degrade the
clase of labor In which they are engaged,
snd to drive honest men from the field,
nlmpl{ because they cannol compete
with lessed prison Inbor. The keeping
of a conviet so employed seldom cosls
more than seventy-five cents per da),
and as there Is no tax to pay upun his
earniogs, and no family to support out
of them, it is evident that the advantage
is all with the lessce of the prison, and,
&8 mwoney mukes respectability as the
world %uué, he I8 respected and hopored
by soclety—when he gets rich. Bince
the introduction of conviel labor on the
Texas railroads the rate of wages paid
free laborers has fsllen from three dol-
lors per day and board to one dollar and
forty cents per day without board. The
former rate was not too high, sll things
considered, while the latter is ridiculous-
ly low. Not only has it affected the
wages of track hands and other common
laborers, but even conductors and en-
gineers bave had to submit to a reduce-
tion from one hundred and twenty-five
dollars per month to sixty dollars and
seventy-five dollars, while the wages
paid in other trades are also reduced to
s figure so low that it is difficuit to earn
an honest living in the State—skilled
Job printers being forced to work as low

THE STAMEP AUT.

Explianatory Leiter Irom Hevenue Com-
missineer Douginss

Bome of the doubtful points in the act
of February Sth, concerning the stamp
tax on checks, drafts, ele., are explained
in the ro!lnwfng letter from Commis-
gioner Douglass to the president of the
Gallatin National bank of New York
city:

Bir—In your letter of the fourth in-
stant, you inquire a3 to the pro inter-
pretation of the word “vouchers,” in
section 15 of the ‘‘act to amend exlatlng
cusloms and internal revenue laws,
ete., approved Febroary 8, 1875,

You also ask the following questions:

First—**Are notes, drafts and accept-
ances when made payableat a bank,
subject to a stamp tax of two cents, and
if 8o, does the tax apply to notes, drafts
and acceptances drawn or accegl.:d prior
to February 8, 1875, and which have ma-
tured and been paid since?”

Becond—*"Does the tax apply to
checks drawn by a bauk upon itaelfy for
the purpese of paying its own dividends
and the dividends, coupons, or interest
of other co tions?""

Third—*‘Are checks drawn by a SBtate
county or eity governmenton s bank
lisble to this tax?"/

Section 15 of said act of February 8,
1875, provides: That a bank check,
drait, order or voucher for the payment
ofany sum of money whatever, drawn
upon sny bank, banker, or trust com-
[muy shall be subject tos stamp iax of
‘W0 cents,

It is understood that this ensctment
was made mainly to meet evasions of
the stamp tax o2 checks by the substi-
tution of receipts, ocrders “payable one
day after date,” ete, Itimposes the tax
upon checks or orders, ete.. drawn on
time, as well as those payable at sight,
or on demand, so slfo on receipls and
all other vouchers substituted Tor checks,
elc., a8 commonly used according to
the custom of
Bection 6 of the act of March 3, 1875,

reply to your specific questions:

One—That if there is any understand-
ing between the bank and the maker of
the notes, or aceeptor of the checks,
drafts, or orders melble at bank, that
all such notes and acceptances shall be
psid by the bank and charged in the
acoount of the maker, drawer, or ac-
ceptor, in the same munner as ordinary
c¢hecks would be, such notes and accep-
tances are considered liable to the two
cent stamp-tax as ““vouchem’ for the
payment of money by the bank. This
applies to notes, drafts, eto., made,
drawn, or accepted prior to February §,
1875, when paid by the bank un or after
that date,
Two—This tax applies to ‘‘checks
drawn by a bank upon itself for the pur-
pose of paying itsa own dividends and
the dividends, cou?ons, or interest of
other corporations,” or for other pay-
ments.

| Faciher Particoisrs of the Destruetive
EWecin of the Recemi Tormado—
Balls and Showers of Fire,

An Awful and Appalling Sight—A Vi
Inge Lald Waste ia Three Secouds —
Statewsent of n Snllerer.

EpITors ArPPEAL—Allhough much
has been published regarding this de-
structive tornado, much of its history
yet remsins to be written, In the main
the hurried reports sent lo the press are
correct, but still the hslf has not been
told. There are a greater number of
houses destroyed than has been reported,
sud theu the partial damage to others
will swell the total damage to a large
amount. Tuo thistown and vicinity, a
fuir estimate of the loss will n{npmx{ma.te
one hundred thousand dollars, The
hotel, Methodlst church and the slores
escaped “with but litt'e injury, hut the
most of the best dwellinghouses in the
piace, with valuable sehoolbouses and
churches, are totally destroyed; also the
colored population suflered severely,
losing churches, schoolhouses and fif-
teen or |wenty dwellings. Persons out-
gide the t of the storm represent it
as being terrific beyond deseription,
The lightnings (lashed incessantly. The
whole elements at times seemed one
solid sheet of flame. Balls of solid fire
would increase to great size, then burst,
presenting the appearance of a8 shower of
fire. But few of the sufferers diseovered
the spproach of the storm until about
the time it eame upon them. The roar-
ing was indescribable. The earth shook
for miles on either side. The track of
destruction. was about a quarter of a
mile wide, though much damsge was
done outside of this limit. Where the
main foree traveled everything was
utterly demolished, save now and then
tbe wind whirling around would leave a
tree standing, and in two instances the
whirls passed sround houses, leaving
them secure, but elearing away the out-
buildings and everything else in its eir-
cle. Large trees were twisted out of the
ground and carried away; tombstones
of solid marble were broken, and marble
monuments destroyed. Large houoses
were literally blown into splinters; up-

floors and ceilings, and sometimes
ower floors, were carried miles away;
boards, shingles and fragments from
town are said to be scattered twenty or
thirty miles distant. The effects in the
way of literal destruction cannot be ex-
ted. In this immediate vicinity

t were twenty-five white families
and fifteen col families, comprising
a total of more than two hundred per-
sons, who were inmates of the dwellings
destroyed, and strange to say, but four
were instantly killed, and only one—
Mr. M. B. Armour—has sinee died up to
this time. Not more than twenty others
were seriously hurt, and hopes are now
entertained that even the worst may re-
cover. The force of the storm lasted
only from three to five seconds of time.
I feit ¢ bout three waves or whirls, and
all passed on. First my house moved
directly north twelve feel; then bursted,
flying right and left, sections of the walls
falling in or rising into the air, and the
fury was passed, leaving myself and
family on the floor wilth some bedding
-and a variety of rubbish, all mixed up
promiscuously. Furniture all blown out
and broken, yet none of us dangerously
burt. Dr. J. M. Bynum’s residence,
with about six rooms, a comparatively
new and strong frame house, was blown
clear to the floor, and the floor removed

severnl feet, leaving the whole
family unhurt., Judge Arnold aond
many others fared simailarly,

as regards both bhouses and families,
W. B. Armnur'lal; raaldeugoﬁmwa; al:o cal
e and good house, , floor an
la:ll;..g were moved, carried over bent
down trees, ten fest above the ground,
and torn o pieces, leaving the cills at
sbout one hundred yards distance.
The husbaud, wife and six children
were scattered and left from fifty to one
bhundred yards, where they were after-
ward picked up more or less injored—
some of the children slightly, and the
wounds of Mr. A, only ss yet proving
fatal, The floorof the room in which
H. T. Johnsey and his wife and two
children were sleeping, was blown one
hundred yards, and the ends of the
sleepers stuck deep in the ground. Mr,
J. was thrown out on the ground and
badly hurt; his wife, with the babe in
her arms, was thrown into the yard on
a featherbed,and what is more astonish-
ishing, little Charley—the ‘*big baby"’—
who was gleeping in his little crib, was
found lymng on the bed beside -his
mother, and his little erib thirty yards
further down the hill, bursted into frag-
ments, Outside of a direet intervention
of Providence, such occurrences as this
are not easily accounted for, and msny
more mysterious occurrences snd won-
derful escapesmight be given, forming a
chapter of variety and interest; but all
cannol bere be given even a passing
notice. Brickhouses have proven to be
no stronger than frames, and much
more dangerous to life in storms.
houses, also, show in this case s muc
larger per cent. of injury to persons than
framehouses. In fact, of the four persous
who were instaptly killed, three were
in longhonses and one in a brickhouse,
while three-fourths of all the
houses blown down were frame
buildings of one description or another,
The wind was followed by a heavy rain
which did great damage to scattered
goods, books, ete,, and csnsed great sul-
fering to the houseless people. To see
women barefooled and dressed on]g in
their night clothes carrying their child-
ren snd wandering turough the drench-
ing rain, guided only by the lightnin
flashes amid the fallen trees and gene
debris, was indeed a sad spectacle to be-
hold, but notwithstanding the surround-
ings, those who had not lost 8 member
of their family pnor & near friend b
death, were comparatively cheerful and
contented, As soon as the general dis-
tress was known, holﬁv came in from
every quarter, and all was dope that
could bave been done to hunt upand
carry the wounded to shelters and re-
lisve their sufferings. Btrangersstopin
at the botel ran out in the storm .nﬁ
rain, and did noble deeds, whose names
should not go unrecorded, especially
Mr. L. E Miller, a traveling salesman
in the Louisville trade, did not wait to
drees himself, but waided in water
almost to bis walst, and worked as lon
as be could find asuflerer needing relief;

ANOTHER TORNADO.

The Valley of the Quchita Visited by a
Fearfal Wind Storm — Life and

Propesty Desiroyed.

Rulldings, Fences and Foresis Levelled
—Three Persons Eunown fo he
Kilied — A Fearful
Visitation.

Friday last the couniry near Bmith-
land, on the Ouschita river, between
Lone Grave and Ray’s Point,was visited
by a tornado which for terrible ferocity
has-no parallel in the history of the
State, Previous to the tornado the
heavens over the region of country men-
tioned presented a lowering appearanees,
and gave every Indieation of a terrific
storm, though nothing like what fol-
Inwed was anticipated, A large black
cioud, from which emitted lightning,
crossed over (he face of (e heavens,
and simulianes usly :Ene a lumber
noise, as that of an thqaake, whic
st the whole country in terror and con-
fusion. The people now apprehended a
wighty storm, and busied themselves
in precautions for personal safely,
and the horses, cows and mules tled
indigcriminately like stricken things
the storm soon came, and tore a

-sage (hrough the pine-iree forest,
eveling not only every tree in its
course, but tearing up the little shrubs
and bushes that beset its way. All the
buildings, the fences and cattle at Ray's
puint were scattered all over the coun-
try, and Bmithland was razed (o the
ground, The tornado cleared the forest
near Ray’'s Point for a width of perha
three hundred yards, and ran to a dis.
tance of fifteen miles below Bmithland,
west of the Cuachita river, and rushing
into the swamps, was there lost. The
destruction committed is conceived to
be terrible, but is actual extent is iyal
unknown. Dead animals lay miles
away from the path of the tornado, and
the only evidenee of previous human
babitations in the line of its march were
things scattered alopg the ground and
on the tree Lo hree persons are
koown to have been killed—Mrs, James
Adair and two children. The loss of
life is expected to be much larger, and
the loss of property appaling, but the
extent is a8 yet unknown.

The Democrat's correspondence men-
tioned the fact of the appointment of a
committee a week or ten days ago, coa-
sisting of Benators Phelan, Terry and
Williams, to examine into the seven per
cent. guarantee bonds paid inty the
treasury in lien of Missouri sixes, This
coromi.tee was appointed at the request
of the late treasurer, who discovered
that be had in his possession some pack-
ages of bonds for which he had given no
receipt, or with which he was not
eharged in assuming the duties of his
office. The cemmittee find, by the re-
port of a special committee of the twen-
ty-fifth general assembly, that seven per
cent. guarantes bonds had been pre-
sented, deliverad and exchanged at the
treasury for Missouri sixes. This twen-
ty-fifth general assembly committee,
having counted these bonds, put them
up into _mcknﬁea with appropriale in-
dorsements and placed them back into
the treasury, for the resson, ss alleged
in their report, that the validity of the
State's lien upon the property of the va-
rious railroad companies to whom the
bonds had been issued might depend
upon the presentation of these, the orig-
inal bends. This is urged by that com-
mittee as a reason for not canceling
the bonds uptil a fpal settlement
should take place between the Btale
and the railroad companies. The pres-
ent senate committee find that these
bonds, so ?lwed in the treasury under
the administration of Colonel Dalmey-
er, are not mentioned in the settlement
of the committee appointed by Gov-
ernor M’'Clorg, the business of which
committee it was to effect a settlement
with the Biate officers; por do they find
any mention of the said bonds made by
any subsequentsimilar committee,either
the one appointed in 1872 or 1874, but
they do find 1918 of these bonds for
£1000 each, with coupons attached, as
bearing all prima facie evidence of full
validity—that is to say $1,918,000—gone
from the treasury witbout any note or
indication as to what has become of
them. Of course, all the numbers of
the 1918 bonds are known, but whether
they are in the markets of the new or
old world is unknown; but sure it is, so
far asthe Missouri State wreasury is con-
~erped, they have gone “‘where the
woodbine twineth,” BSenator Phelan
will report to-morrow substantislly the
above condition of affairs, and recom-
mend that a full publication of the num-
bers of the og bonds be made, to-
gether with the fact that thghl:;}long to
