AFFRAY BETWEEN NEGROES.

@id Tony Dickerson and Charles Brad.
bey Phot Throngh the Head by n
Yonusyg Segro Named Wil
limmn Hocketr,

An Exefted Crowd of Negroes. Exasper-
ated by The Crime, Shoeot Hockett
Twice while Trying te Arvest
Him-Ete.

Early yesterday morning a number of
negroes engaged inan affray, on Thomas
avenue, Chelsea, which resulted in the
serious, and probably fatal wounding of
William Hockett, Tony Dickerson and
Charles Bradley, The facts of the casze
ure a follows: Old Topy Dickerson, a
well-to-do darkey, who eujoys a good
reputation for honesty sand industry,
some time ago hi & young negro
Isborer npamed William Hockett. Ow-
ing to Hockett's indolence he deter-
mined to discharge him, and thought of
employing an old negro named William
Clowers. Yesterday morning Clowers
and Hockett ate breakfsst together at
Dickerson’s house, but during the meal
0o unplessant words ensued. Tooy,
upon leaving the table, waiked into his
room, and was followed by Hockett, who
drew s pistol from his pocket, and with
the remark, “ Damn you, I'll kill you,”
fired the wespon. BSimultaneous with
the report of the pistol, Old Tony feli
upon the floor, the bullet having pene-
trated his right ear. Clowers rushed
Into the room where he eaw the
old mean lying oo the floor,
with the blood oozing from the wound.,
With the assistance of Clowers the
wounded man regained Lis feet, aud
leaving the house gained the street and
mansged to stagger off and in-
form his neighbors of the diffculty.
In about half an hour fifteen or twenty
negroes resched the house, where they
found Hockett, who, having reloaded
his pistol, seemed indifferent, and said
that he had shot the old fellow, and
would kill him outright if need be. As
e was | upon the fence one of
the negroes, named Charies Bradley, spe
proached and asked Hockett why he had
shot the old man. *“God damu you, I'll
shoot you,” replied Hocket!, who then
drew his pistol and fired, Bradley fell
to the ground, and from his left eye the
blood spouted in & dark stream, the
sight of which only seemed to incente
the excited erowd of negroes which had
gathered around the place. Bradiey
wue removed to his home near by, and
upon examination it was sscertained
that the bullet had penetrated his left
eye ani lodged in the back of his neck,
produciug, it s thought, a fatal wound.
Hockett commenced reloading his
pistol, and was beset by the
crowc;. which he soocessfully resisted
