Mr. Martin was returned to par-

liament as a Liberal In 1668." He was

irn In Loughome, in the county of

Down, Ireland, on the eighth of Sep-

tember, 1812, and wiis consequently
sixty-thre- e yearn of age at the time of

his demise. He was the eldest son of

Samuel Martin and Jane Harahaw,
both natives of the neighborhood and
memben of Preeby terlan families settled
there for many generations. He was
educated at Dr. Henderson's school,
Newry, and was a classmate of

Mltchel. Leaving there when only
fifteen years of age, he entered
Trinity university, Dublin, whence
he graduated in 1833. He then
took up his residence in Dublin and de-

voted himself to the study of medicine.
He subsequently made extended tours
in America and on the continent, hav-

ing meanwhile succeeded to the family
property in Ijoughorne. On the occa-

sion of the seizure by Ihe British gov-

ernment of John Mltchel s newspaper,

in 1848, Mr. Martin, who up to that
time had not presented himself promi-

nently In Irish politics, stepped forward
while the boldest seemed paralyzed, and
assumed the responsibility of supplying
the place of the extinguished United
Jriahman, by starting, at his own ex-

pense, the Irish Felon. Of course, hiB

paper was soon seized in turn, and be
himself arrested, tried and sent to keep
company with Mltchel in Van Die-man- 's

Land. On regaining his freedom
he returned to Ireland and settled down
to the quiet life of a country squire.
When the home-rul- e agitation was re-- !

vlved, a few years ago, he again entered
political life, and offered himself to the
constituents of Longford as a candidate
for parliamentary honors on the
home-rul- e ticket But, though he
was a good home-rule- r, he was a
staunch Protest ant, and the com-

bined opposition of the Catholic
priests secured his defeat. At the gen-

eral elec'ion in January of last year he
was elected to parliament for Meath by
a large majority over Mr. Plunkett, the
Liberal candidate. His vigorous defense
of his relative and friend, John Mltchel,
when assailed by Disraeli, is still fresh
In the memory of our readers. He
proved himself then, as always, an elo-

quent speaker and an ardent friend of
Iieland, and his honesty of purpose and
ability were freely acknowledged even
by tb?8e who most differed fromhim
politically. His death will be mourned
in Ireland and by Irishmen as a calam-
ity only less severe than the death of
Mltchel.
