“] have Moore and Mrs. Kimbrough
under arrest,”’ was the telegram receiv-
by Chief Athy yesterday after-
poon, about three o'clock, | from
Nt. Loois, and was tLhe culmi-
nation of & very interesting chapter in
police matters, The readers ol the AP-
PEAL will remember the publication of
the supposed suicide of Mrs. Dora Kim-
brough, who led the publie to believe
that she had jumped Into the river o0
ultimo, and was num-
bered with the epirits at rest. But Chief
Athy, who undertook the solution of the
mystery, believed otherwise, and com-
menced at once to ascertain where she
was, and his efforts have been crowned
with his unsus! suecess. The place se-
lected by Mrs. Kimbrough, where sl'a
left her hiat, on which was pinned s no'e
usking the finder to take it to her hue-
band, leaving the imgramlon that she
had drowned herself, is a most roumnlit':
gpot. It is known as the “Lovers
Leap,” being a high blufl’ that borders
the deep waters of the mighty Missis-
¢ippi, in the southern portion of the city,
& short distance this side of the
“iMounds.”” The bank at this point is
washed by the river, and its perpendic-
ular hights stand out & monoment to
anging the
river, s it does, it is & most
favorable spot, its name being derived
from the fact that many years ago Lwo
lovers, whose hsppiness Was rudely
broken by the parental mandate that
the young man should cesse his visits,
determined te end their sorrows in
death, and together jum into the
deep nnd surging waters from off that
point of the bloff, and were drowned.
Thers was the least bit of doubt that
Mrs, Kimbroogh had left ber hat there
merely to avold suspicion as to ber real
purpose; and, taking up this mere
thresd of groundwork, Chief Athy has
solved the problem. BSetting his detect-
ives to work, the chief ascertained that
a man named A. . Moore, who be
lesrned was intimstely acquainted with
Mrs, Kimbrough, had been in Menmphis
on the Wednesday and Thureday of her
disappearance.

He telegraphed to where he had
lately worked, and found that he had
gone to Memphis; so letters containing
pictures of Moore were sent in every

direction, From his conversations
with  parties it ~was presum-
ed that he would go to

St, Louis, and Chief Horrigan at that
city was telegraphed to Eeep a ahan
lookout for him. Chief Athy feit satisfie
that by finding Moore and watching his
movements Mrs, Kimbrough would be
brought to light. Two days ago Moore
was seen in St. Louis—sot, however, by
the police anthorities—but immediately
afterward disappeared, and Wwas not
again seen in Bt, Louis until yesterday
morniug, when bhe put in an appearance
on thestrests, Chief Athy wasinformed
of the fact, and immediately telegraphed
Chief Horrigan to have him watched,
and at eleven o'clock he was ‘‘run to
earth,' and with Mys. Kimbrough taken
into custody. [t was a splendid piece of
detective work, and Chief Athy is de-
gerving of credit for his success. The
telegraph played an important part in
the case, and Chief Horrigan, of Bt.
Louis, with his renowned ability, great-
Iy aided in the denouement. Owing to
private reasons a great many particulars
of the pursuil of the elopers are with-
held, which are very remantic in their
nature. It is more than probable that
the outraged husband will wresk his
vengeance upon the destroyer of his
home and happiness.
