$47,000 of the interest fund, which, how-
ever was not done. What sirangethings
have I been doiog, in the meantime,
that causes those private caucuses and
secretly prepared resolutions to be pre-
sented to the general council and pub-
lished to the world? Am I not a
member of the finance commiltee?

Dr. Hewitt—We don't waut to hear
that.

Mr, Loague—Hear what?

Dr. Hewitt—Thst about secrel cau-
cuses, ete,. We havn't got anything to
do with what affects you.

The committee, however, did not agree
with Dr. Hewitt, and Msayor Loague
was permitted to continue the reading
of his statement, which is as follows:

Then, why should intelligent geutle-
men act toward me a8 this committee is
doing? Issuch & course ealculsted to
tend to the public good ? The smiles and
kind words of the individual membera
of that committee I appreciate highly;

skip of one section of the charter from
the fifty-sixth, the one refsrred to, to
reach the fifiy-eighth, which provides
for creating a sinking fond for the sole
pu of retiring the bonds of the city
as the same may become doe.

which the records show was often the
case, Ah! no; the words then were en-
couraging: “Do the best you cap, Mr,
May or, and we will stand by you; re-
pair the streets, or we cannot move the
cotton crop; farnish the means to
the  boar of Lesalth, or, if
not, the city will never recover”
May I not justly feel hurt to have ob-
jection made to actions which would be
considered a clever act before av elec-
tion, to be now construed into an offense.
Often in the past hss it appeared from
the treasurer’s report that the gemersl
fund was overdrawn. O! course, you
know it was frequently so, but then I
hsad not been placed in a position where
I felt it my duty to differ with some
gentlemen io the creation of an offense |
and expending pubiic money.

You have been ir«
formed that the money was paid out to
parties who held warrants, I feel as if
you were Loo intelligent to ask these
questions, If Mr. Kelly, the eity treas-
urer, said I e paid tbe money to me, all
that I have to say is, that I am sorry for
his memory.

Q —The party who draws & check at
& bank gets the mouney. Bo it is with
your warrants?

Mr. Loague—The fact is that news
came in obe evening that it was provid-
ed in the new city charter that past-due
indebledness was to be receivable for
taxes, instead of cash, as heretofore,
Then all parties ceasad paying taxes.

Q.—You knew the eondilion of the
tressary when you drew the warrantis?

A .—No, sir, I did not know its exact
coudition. 1 felt satisfied, however,
that it was in & healthy condition. Gen-
erally it was not from funds in the hands
of the treasurer, but from the woneys
collecled daily by the eollector, so thut
at the end of the week the collector’s
settlements would generally be in war-
rants instesd of in money.

Q.—Did you ngt know that to pay
that mopey would iufringe on the in-
terest fund 7

A.—No, sir; and I do pot think that
the inlerest fund was ever infringed
upon. I figure it up, and And that thers
is more cashi on hand than js veeded for
the interest fund.

THE FINALE,

It is evident that the committee will
not find the mayor guilty of any wrong,
as two members of the commitiee say
that it bas been customary lo borrow
from one fund to satisfly claims and le-
gitimste debis agsinst the city, One of
the committee said that during Mr,
Johnson’s administration, one fund was
eighty thousand dollars bebind hand.
