IbeNr-eoor- t Ie Hnnka coMcerC.
Those who were present at the Theater

last night and heard the great singer
through all her variations of song, ana
who also heard her on Thursday, will
understand the difficulties she encoun
tered aud under what untoward circum
stances of fatigue she made her debut In
Memphis. The first few notes she ut-

tered in the cavitana from Linda,
which with great good taste she had se-
lected as her opening piece, were so
ciear, nrm and reassuring aa to carry
conviction to the brilliant audience,
comprisine the beautv. elegance and
much of the culture of our city, that the
favorable verdict of New Orleans was
one notirashlv but soberly and deserved
ly given. De Murska is a great artiste
one or the few whose names are
destined to Jive as those of the queens
of song. With special gifts of voice, she
nas aiso special attainments oi cultiva-
tion and hchooling. Her method is per-
fect. Of this she cave abundant evi
dence last night, to the satisfaction of
even tnose nrost dimcuit to pieaae, in
the wide range of vocalization wnicn
she brought to the interpretation of her
selections, from tne simplest oi
songs 10 tne grandest or an cavatmas
"Casta Diva." Her execution was sim
ply wonderful. In the soatenuto pas
sages she evinced a sustained power
that very few artistes can lay claim to,
and her diminuendo and crescendo of
running passages of every shade of in
tricacy, while clearly articulated, were
surprising for a reach of tone attenuated
almost beyond hearing. In her brilliant
rendition of the "Variations on Hunga
rian Song" all theso amazing tricks of
vocalization were illustrated, tne nouse
almost rising in testimony of its a;
nreciation of the display. Given
answer to a more than usually hearty
encore after she had sung "Casta Diva,"
it was so thoroughly appreciated thatshe
was called out live times, aud wascom-Delle- d

to sing a third time when she
gave the "Good Night," which was so
much admired on Thursday nignt. this,
and "Home, Sweet Home," which she
sang in answer to a stormy demand for
encore in the first part, were the pieces
that made the most lasting impressions
upon the audience, from whom, be
sides applause, she received gifts
of flowers as seasonable sou
venirs of their high appreciation of
her as an illustrious songstress, nested
from the fatigue of travel, and in good
voice. De Murska was all that she had
been advertised as one of the greatest of
living singers in the same scale as
Patti and Neilson, and losing nothing
bv comparison with either, we can
not forget the soul-fe- lt pathos with
which -- she invested ' Home, Sweet
Home," a pathos so intensified as she
sung the second verse as to carry her be
yond herself almost to forgetfuiness xl
all but, perhaps, her own nt

home by the "beautiful blue Danube."
There was something more tnan oraina
riiy tender and touching, something out
of the range or mere art aioeit tne
highest art is nearest to nature in this
rendition of the good old song, the best
contribution our country has ever made
to the musical repertoire of our lan
guage. Carreno, the favorite of Mem'
phis among pianists, was also in better
tone and temper, and played with all
the ease and abandon which aistm
guish her. As on the first night,
she appeared in a duet with her nus.
band, a trio with Braga and Sauret,
nlaving one solo, "Silver Spring," which
brought her deserved applause. She
was not forgotten, either, in the bestowal
of the gifts of the season, as a handsome
floral tribute will testify. Braga's ap
pearance lor his nrst solo was the signal
for very hearty applause. Having es-

tablished confidential relations with the
audience in the opening trio with Mad
ame and Mons. Sauret, he maintained
them to the close by a thoroughly artis
tic and conscientious endeavor to make
the most of his art and opportunities,
in which he succeeded to the pleasure of
every one. The rendition of the solo
"tiponde de Savenna," brought a very
strormy applause and a peremptory de
mand for an encore, which after re
peated efforts the master gave, inter
rupted once by the amusing yet annoy
ing barking of a very unmusical
cur, which silenced, after a hearty
laugh at the contretemps, he com
menced anew, to the delight of all pre
sent, and concluded amid very hearty
plaudits. Sauret was himself. hat's
enough to say of one who stands pre
eminent as a violinist, and, who, with
his talented wife, one of the half dozen
brilliant female pianists of the world, is
esteemed by our people, in the highest
sense, a favorite. Uiammona was.
like DeMurska, in better voice than on
Thursday, and more nearly bus
tained a good reputation. Mr. Pratt,
we ought to say, as an accom
panist, is recognized at least by mem
bers of his profession, who know
how difficult his task is, as one of a few
who can worthily and satisfactorily fill
a place in which he contributes so much
to grand successes.

We cannot close without again calling
the attention or our readers to the clear
ness and brilliancy of tone of the Knabe
piano used by this company, nor with
out paying our respects to Mr. De Vivo,
a manager whose skill, discretion and
good taste we have on more than
oneoccasioncommented upon favorably,
One of a few able and intel
ligent managers, and who has been
signally successful here as elsewhere, in
catering for the public, Mr. De Vivo
has in this his last and best venture in
Memphis earned the lasting good will of
our musical people.

Cotton FlanliDST.
Editors Appeal As there is a great

scarcity of farm-han- in the cotton
States, any plan or mode of cultivation
that will enable the planter to cultivate
the most land to the hand should be
adopted. Ten years experience has con-
vinced me that planting cotton in checks
or squares is the mode. By this way
nearly all the hoe work is saved, and 1
am satisfied it will make as great a yield
this way as by the drill system. My
experiments nave been conducted in the
river bottom, where, last year, one piece,
checked four feet by four feet, made five
hundred pounds or lint cotton per acre,
The following calculation will show
wnat can be none: in an acre tnere are
2i60 hills, when planted four by four.
If each stalk produces 100 bolls, this will
give 2760 pounds of seed cotton, or about
900 pounds of lint cotton. I have seen
stalks, that matured 300 bolls: if this
could be done on the acre in each hill
it would give 82S0 pounds of seed cotton
per acre, or about six average bales,
with improved tools a good nana can
cultivate fifteen acres, in good, clean
land I mean in river bottoms, where
tne cotton can be planted wide enough
apart to allow the use of buggy plows.
On the Mississippi bottom corn can be
made for fifteen cents per bushel, besides
the use of land and stock to plow. Sixty
acres can be cultivated to each hand
and it will require about four months to
make the crop. Yet, with all this, every
one I can hear or win plant this year
big crop of cotton, and buy his corn
next year. Why it is done 1 can't tell
only that every man who plants cotton
once goes cotton-craz- y ever afterward

From the Hot Springs National Democrat.
The future of Hot Springs is a subject

or more than usual interest at this junc
ture ot time, and thousands are looking
anxiously to the turn of events likely to
follow the supposed speedy settlement of
lODg-contest- rights ol property, ine
court of claims has at last decided that
the legal right to the quarter section in
dispute since 1812 is vested in the gov
ernment. As to the legality or equity of
mat decision it la not our province to
spend an opinion, but in its bearing up-
on the future of the town aud country
we may conjecture. Should the cause
be appealed to the supreme court of the
United States, as provided by an act of
congress, sucn decision may be reversed,
but if not, then the question is final
as to the ownership vested in
the government. The next question
then to arise is, what will be the course
pursued by the government with the
property? Will it be thrown upon the
market by subsequent act of congress,
to be purchased by the highest bidder,
and fall Into the hands of a moneyed
monopoly? Or will a graduated price
be established and relusal be allowed to
actual settlers, as is usual under pre
emption laws? or win along lease or oc
cupancy be granted to settlers? or will
it be finally and permanently settled?
Common justice to our citizens and to
the general public demands that much.
If it is government property we may
expect Justice, and even forbearance and
charity from a general government If
the title is vested in one, or any, or all
of the contestants respectively, our citi
zens would have a reasonable right to
expect good treatment at their hands
in case of a final rendering, and such
final settlement the good of the whole
country demands. When titles are made
good, men of capital will purchase and
improvements that will be elegant and
durable. We can have a town with a
corporate government, a city in reality,
and wealth, and peace and happiness,
and prosperity. There ought to be a
United States hospital at Hot Springs if
the decision of the court of claims is
affirmed, but all of the property should
not for the country's good be withheld
from actual sale, for there are hundreds,
indeed thousands of enterprising citi-
zens anxiously waiting for a chance to
purchase homes at Hot Springs. We
would not assume to indicate an opinion
as to whose equitable or legal claim is
best, but for the interest or ail, would
gladly hear of a finality of the vexed
question.
