Ban Francisco. Cal , March 23.
We are now at the end of our trip across
tbn nlaina. and in the Eolden city of San
Francisco. You are advl'ed that we left
Memphis on the Graud Tower, of the
Anchor line, for St Louis; to join others
of our party at dinerent poinca on rne
Mississippi river. At Toler's landing,
Tennessee, Mr. Wm. Harper, at tne
head of the Madrid Bend party of about
twenty, came on board in tho midst of
the heaviest thunder-stor- m that had
prevailed for months, and perhaps years,
all wet and muddy, and in a damp con-

dition for Ehipping. But next day
all were dry, and Tom White gave a
clear dry bill of laden, and all went re-

joicing up to St. Jjouis,and arrived there
on one of the coldest days of the sea-

son. The officers of the boat requested
us to stay on board until the cars left
the next day. which kind Invitation we
accepted. We went to see Lord, C. K ,

of the St. Loui8,Kansas City and North-
ern railway, corner of Third and Chest-
nut streets, and lound him to be one oi
the most affable and clever gentleman
that it has been our good luck to meet.
He gave us every assistance in getting
our party and baggage through the city
to the depot, and gave us through tick-et- a

to San Francico at special rates.
Ho is the general passenger and ticket
agent of this road, which i3 the
nearest and quickest way to
to Omaha, and I adviso those going to
California to go that route. Now we
are off for Omaha, passing throutjh a
rich agricultural country and arriving at
Kansas City at forty minutes past
ten o'clock in the evening. There
we change cars and arrive in
Omaha at nine o'clock the next morn-
ing. After leaving Kansas City we be-

gin to come to snow, and we arrived in
Omaha in the midst of a great snow-
storm, but still it was not as disagreea-"bl- e

as the heavy snowstorm you had in
Memphis about the sixth of March. We
itre transferred across the great bridge
from Council Bluff to tho city of Omaha,
where wo change cars and go on the
Union Pacific road. It seems that the
northwest is moving over this road to
California, every car is crowded with a
perfect jam, both express and emigrant
trains. Now we are all on board in as
true coaches as are built, all comfortably
iieated up, with our baggage all checked
through, and we are off with twelve
coaches well filled with California set-

tlers. In passing over the celebrated
plains "we came to places where there
was Bnow, and places where it wa3 In-
dian Bummer. It's all a mistaken idea
of thesesnow blockades; we had a pleas-
ant trip and I had rather make tho trip
across in winter than in the summer.
As far as the dust was concerned we did
not have any, and I saw no cold weather
as disagreeable on the whole trip as I
saw in your city oetore x leu. we wiu
now pass down the Sierra Nevada mount-
ains and look back upon thir white
caps of perpetual snow as we jo down
upon carpets of living greei into the
Sacramento valley, where Bnow is not
known, and where it looks like the lat-
ter days of May with you. Qur party
are rejoicing that they are even now in
a climate where they will see no more
snowstorms, nd where they will be in
an equable climate. In passing down
into this valley we find strawberries and
all sorts of vegetables and fruits in full
blonm. It is a strange sight to one
coming from our cold snowy country, to
be in the Nevada mountains, where
they are covered with perpetual snow,
and ia one hour to be in the midst of tho
ever blooming flowers of perpetual
ppring on the western mountain elope.
But this is not all You must see to
realize the beauty otthis country. Thus
Isi our party, are well .pleased: tnsy have
never bad a more delightful trip aud
never traveled on a Ibetter equipped
railroad than the Pacific.

From Memphis to Little Hock by Itall-rom- l

Forct City nud Lonoke
Ibelr Fntare Croim, Etc

yrom onr Special Correspondent.

Lonoke, Ark., April 10. Leaving
your city on the evening train for Little
Rock, the traveler is just now most im-

pressed with the vast expanse of water
wuich meets the view, and the wildness
of the forests through wtiich the train
moves cautiously over long trestles and
fearful-lookin- g bridges. From HopefielJ
to Madison forty miles every one must
experience on a email scale the same
feeling that possesses us when we are
some distance from land, and when firm
ground on Crowley's ?Idge is touched, a
tiigh of relief comes up from the heart
similar to that which, no doubt, was
caused by the joy of Columbus when,
standing upon the prow of his little ves-
sel, he first gazed upon the island of San
Salvador.

Tbetraius on the Little Rock road
seem to be in the hand9 of careful con-

ductors and engineers, who us8 the ut-

most caution to prevent accidents in
these times ofliigh water, and to add to
the comfort of travelers. In this respect
'here ha3 been great improvement made
within the past year or 'two. The road-
bed is generally in good order, and over
most of the distance from Memphis to
Little Rock the train moves about as

as those on our roads east of
the Mississippi.

Forrest City, situated on the first high
land, is a growing place, and the two
fires which have occurred within the
past few months seem to have inspired
the citizens to greater exertions in the
way of building up their town, as I am
Informed that eiuht or ten handsome
brick buildings will soon take the places
of the woodnn structures destroyed by
the fire. The people claim tnat they
have excellent health, and the town be-

ing located in one of the finest agricul-
tural districts in the State, with railroad
facilities which will in a year or two be
unsurpassed by those of any other Ar-

kansas town, has a flattering prospect
for the future. I have seen no better
cotton lands in all tbe Si uth than those
above and below Forrest City. Thy
.farms are in. a high state of
cultivation, and, .the people are
working with a will. I saw a piece of
land near the town which was put in

cultivation forty-si- x years ago by an
uncle or your correspondent, ana al-

though it has been constantly cultiva
ted, it will now produce a bale ol cotton
to the acre. The town has a population
of twelve or fifteen hundred, with the
iHual ouota of churches ana scnoois.
Ten or twelve thousand bales of cotton
are shipped from this point annuany,
most oi wnicn iiqus us way iu
phis. A considerable force is at work
here on the Iron Mountain railroad.and
it is now thought that the road will be
in operation from Helena to this place
Kn ti.o first nt nvpmher. While I be
lieve that tjiu;re is room enough oast of tt e
river for all the people we are jne u
have for sometime to come, still if there
be any who are looking toward Arkan-
sas for a new locatlon.havlngseen much
of the oest portions of this State, I feel
very sale in saying to them thai the
country around Forrest City oilers as
many inducements to an agricultural
people as any place of which I have any
kuowledge. Many Tennetssans and
Missbsipplans have located in and
ar. und this place, and among them I
was glad to meet that very promising
young man, Dr. John Cummings, for-

merly of Memphis, who, having com-

pleted a thorough course in medicine
and surgery in Philadelphia, has recent-

ly located here.
Lonoke, the county seat of Lo-nnt- n

fnuntv. twentv-flv- e miles from
the capital, has grown rapidly and has
been otherwise much Improved since I
last saw it. three years ago. The wood
inds nf this cauntv aro very pro
ductive, and ita pndrie3 afford fine ad-

vantages for cattle raising. Tne prairie
land bere has never been, considered
Kiiitnbln for farmiafir nurnoses. but a
colony of people from the north have
made a settlement at Carlisle, id the
tipart nf firftml Prairie, and by their im
proved modes of cultivation are likely
to succeed well in the raising of corn
and vegetables, while they are much

ionooii with thptr experiments in the
culture of cotton and small grain. Their

will induce immigration from
thA north to this Dart of Arkansas, and
H mat? hn that the miles of prairie,
which He between Devalls Bluff and
Lonoke.on which human habitation are
wide apart, win in a lew years iceui
with a happy and industrious popuia
tinn. T,ir town of Lonoke has a nopu
lntinn of twelve hundred, and there is
an air of comfort about the cot
tages that was lacking a few years
ncrrv Thin nlflCB fihlDS flVe Or BiX

hnlf-- a of cotton annually, and
is altogether a live trading point. The
nonnin r soon to be blessed with a good
school, as I am informed thatMr.Brink-ley-,

of Tennessee, an experienced teach-
er, has purchased the school property
here, and will go forward to build up a
first-clas- s school. Good accounts come
from the farmers; and although they
have had more rain recently than we
have had in Tennessee, corn planting is
far advanced, and the laborers are ren-hfltt- er

service than at any time
since tho war. Wheat is comparatively
a new cron here, but much of it was
sown last full. anil it now promises a very
fir vipld. The Democratic government
of this State has done more to make the
people contented and happy than all
other causes combined. The carpetbag
element is equelched, and ArKantas, m
hf hands of her own neople. is fairly on

thn road to a glorious destiny. Ihe
Lonoke Democrat is well conducted by
Mr. Fia Wright, an enterprising young
man, to whom we are indebted for po
litp attentions.

Six Miles from Ozark, Ark., April
9, 1875. An extension of twenty miles
nf i ho Little Rock and J?ort Bratth rail'
rnan ia this dBV completed to this place.
Colonel Upshaw kindly permitted me
to drive tho last spike, wnicn i uiu witu
the following words: "In the name of
the Memphis Appeal, the champion of
civilization and commerce; ana in ino
nnmft o f the God who rides upon the
oiionih m whose appearance is as
wheel .vithin a wheel, and coals of fire

'ormrfcin hfneath his feet. I have com
pleted this link in the chain of civiliza-
tion."

This is one of the most important
items in the history of improvement in
our State for the last two years. This
brings your city twenty miles nearer to
the Indian Territory. This opens up
twenty miles more of the western wilus
of Arkansas. Wilde. I have said, but
wilds ii beautiful that one's bloodseems
