COLONEL POWELL'S SUICIDE.

How DePrrpnrctI for Drnth X,at aits- -

kfh to Frieiidg.

New York AVorld, Sunday.

Coroner Simms, of Brooklyn, held an
inquest on the body of the late Colonel
John M. Powell, at the Pierrepont
House, last evening. Mr. Powell was
sixly-tw- o years of age, and was at one
time one of the most extensive planters
at the south, where he owned over two
million dollars worth of property. He
came north some time ago ruined by
the war and attempted to sell some prop-
erty he owned on the line of the Long
Island railroad, but failed. He then be
came despondent and on Thursday took
an overdose of morphine, from tbe effects
of which he died at tbe Homeopathic
hospital, in Cumberland street. Mr.
van uieer, cierK at me hotel, testiued
that he found Mr. Powell insensible in
his bed-roo- m and had him removed to
the hospital. He produced the follow-
ing letters left by Mr. Powell:

A SUICIDE'S LAST MESSAGE.
To Mr. Peed:

Do not let any stranger have anything
to do with my effects. Please pack them
yourself and deliver them to my chil
dren, as my papers are important to
them alone. I go without any particu-
lar explanation. Do not change my
dress. Let me be buried with my cloth
ing; It is my last request. If it is possi
ble tor a man to commit suicide aud be
rational at the same time, that man is

On another envelope the colonel wrote

the address of his son: "Richard M.
Powell, Powell City, opposite Helena,
Arkansas, uoahoma county, Mississip-
pi." On another piece of paper he wrote:
"Good afternoon to all 011 earth. You
will not find much order among my
things. When I came to the resolve I
tried to get through as soon as possible.
Great heavens! to think of my future!"

Mr. btaniey nay, a guest of the hotel,
testified that the eveuing before bis
deatb, Colonel Powell came to his room,
aud complained that he was very sick,
and that he had taken some medicine:
he was then very despondent.

Dr. Styles, of the Brooklyn homeo-
pathic hospital, testified to the condition
of the deceased when admitted; under
stimulants he rallied, and begau to fail
about noon on Friday; tbe only words
he spoke were, "What did you beat me
for?" i ake you up?" replied the
doctor. "What did you give me mor-
phine for?" The doctor replied, to set
him to sleep. These wero the only words
altered by him; he became weak aftr
that, and died as already stated.

The jury rendered the following ver-
dict: "That John M. Powell1 came !o
his death by coma, superinduced tiy an
excessive dose of morphine, adminis-
tered by bis own band during tbe after-
noon and evening of April 7, 1875, in
his room at the Pierrepont house above
mentioned, while laboring under great
mental depression."

A collection was taken up among Uie
guests to defray the expenses of the fu-

neral. The lemains will be burled In
Greenwood to-da- y.

Upon approaching his house
a light was discovered, when the gentle-
man remarked to his Texas friend
that there certainly was some-
thing wrong, as his wife was not ac-

customed to being up so late at
night. They alighted, and creeping
stealthily to the house, discovered four
men sitting by a bright fire counting
money. The horrible suspicion of mur-
der and robbery flashed upon the minds
of the parties watching the money-counter- s,

so stationing themselves, one
at each door, they commenced au at-
tack upon the strange inmates, which
resulted in slaughtering the entire party

the Texan killing three and the other
man one. Entering they discovered the
dead bodies of the man's wife and two
little children, while scattered about the
room torches were placed, ready to ig-
