THE CO At, COM TEST.
A correspondent of the New York

Tribune, writing from Hazleton, Penn
sylvania, explains the cause of the pres
ent troubles between the coal-mine- rs

and their employers to bo the resistance
of tho former to the attempts of the lat
ter to lessen their proportion of profits
or wages. This is the issue on which
the present struggle Is being fought.
Under the basis system, aa it is called,
the men have strengthened their or
ganization, saved money, and now con
front their employers with more unity,
resolution and force than they have ever
displayed before. On the other hand,
the operators have so that
against the united power of muscle there
is now arrayed the united power of cap
ital; thousands of workiugmen on one
side, millions of dollars on tho other.
The struggle will be a long and severe
one. If the miners win they will estab-

lish their right to control the conditions
under which they work, and virtually to
regulate the manner in which their em-

ployers shall conduct their business. If
the operators gain the victory the miners'
union will be broken up, or, at least, its
influence greatly diminished, and indi-
vidualism will take the place of combi-

nation. Meanwhile, the stocks of coal
at Philadelphia are being greatly re-

duced as a result of the contest, and
fears for the future are being Indulged
In. A Philadelphia correspondent of the
New York Times says there, is there not
more than enough stock for family use
to last for two weeks at the furthest, and
most of the private dealers who have re
served their supplies for regular custom-
ers are now compelled to refuse orders.
It Is apparent, therefore, that the fam-
ine so long talked of has at last been
reached, and If no settlement of the ex-

isting troubles is arrived at soon, much
lnconvenience'must ensue. Several col-

lieries commenced work in the Wyo-
ming region on Monday, says this cor-

respondent, and their products are being
rapidly shipped, but In the Lehigh and
Schuylkill districts tbe dead-loc- k must
continue until the miners agree to the
proffered terms. The Reading compa-
nies' officers say that they are uncer-
tain as to their time for resumption,
as they intend to adhere to their
basis; while men who are conversant
with afl'alrs in the !Lehigh valley state
their belief that the many discordant
elements among the miners must effect
a return to active operations by the first
of May. In the latter section the oper--

atois are now compelled to use refuse
coal for running their mine engines, but
they will soon receive sufficient anthra-
cite from the Wyoming collieries for
their temporary wants. If the situation
remains unchanged much longer, many
of tbe Industries In the viclnitjr of Phil-
adelphia especially will be seriously
crippled.

The press of tbe State very generally
condemn the attitude of rebellion as
sumed by the county court of Davidson
county, by its nullification of the new
jury law at the April term, by refusing
to furnish a panel of Jurors for tho next
term of the common law court. They
lid it, it is true, upon the ground that
as the State proposed to compel services
under heavy penalties, and refused to
pay for the service, it would be unjust to
name citizens for Jurors, and subject
them to th service or the penalty. But
that will not justify it. The city of
Memphis, because the new charter Is
grossly defective, might just aa well say
It would not act under it. That would
not do. The proper course is to go bf
fore the courts in complaint for redress.
rhen justice is sure to come sanctioned
oy legal forms. Davidson will have to
uack down.

It is reported thut Bam Randall's
friends claim tbe speakership for him
beyond peradventure.

having disregarded the constitution and
the law, in not filling during the ses-sio- n

of the legislature in 1874, the chan- -
cellorships which became vacant last
summer, that department of the gov-
ernment. who3e province it is to do so,
when a proper case arises, has plainly
told the chief executive of the State of
his delinquency. The governor remov-
ed Chancellor Drennon. who had been
reeularlv appointed by Governor Pow
ers, during tne recess ot the senate, to
fill a vacancy, that he might give the
niace to cnanceiior wauon. rne su
nreine court ha3 now condemned this
action, inn decision mat uoes it nonor,
and vindicates he independence of the
ludiciarv. Under uncoubtitutioual laws,
the covernor is constantly filling vacan
cies that occur in county offices, but he
has now been told by that tribunal, that
speaks authoritatively on the subject:

'If the constitution has provided a
mbde of filling vacancies in particular
offices, that is the exclusive mode, and
the legislature has no power to prescribe
any other; and to this declaration em-

phasis' is given by the court by the reci-
tal, in connection with ir, of this clause
of tbe constitution: 'The board of super
visors shall order county elections to fall

vacancies that may atise in the offices
of their respective counties.' "

This short sentence also stamps as
unconstitutional the action of the legis
lature in the passage of the present law
authorizing the governor to appoint

and of the governor in
making such appointments. rs

are certainly county officers, and
in case of a vacancy iu this county office
the constitution says:

"The board of supervisors shall order
all county elections lo fill vacancies that
may arise in tue onices oi tueir respect-
ive counties."

But in disregard of this constitutional
"mandate, the governor fills such vacan
cies by appointment, ine legislature
has even so far disregarded the constitu-
tion as to declare that the board of su-
pervisors shall not order an election to
fill a vacancy in a county office on les
than sixty days notice; and that in the
meantime ti e governor's appoinfee
shall fill the place. What right has the
legislature to attempt to control tue
board in its discharge of a duty imposed
upon it by the constitution, in the most
explicit termB? The constitution is of
paramount authority to any law of the
legislature, and it is the sworn duty of
the board of supervisors so to regard it,
and to act accordingly. No people were
ever placed in circumstances more im
peratively demanumg tnai iney snouiu
arise in their might ana hurl
from power the incompetent and
iaithiess men by whom they
are oppressed, than are those of
Mississippi at this time. Will Missis- -

sippians in November prove equal to
the great crisis that is upon them? This
decision is timely and important. The
governor and legislature nave ueen
wnouy uisregaruiug tue constitutional
limitations of their powers, and proceed-
ing uoou the principle that their own
discretion was their only rule of action.
Now they arc told tuat their powers are
defined aud limited, aud that "thus far
can, they go and no farther." No new
principle has been established, but pub-
lic attention hasbeeu called to certain
great principles which lie at the founda-
tion of civil liberty and good govern-
ment, and thus awakened and enlight-
ened, public sentiment cannot fail to
exert a conservative influence upon
those who are the agents and trustees of
tho people. The effect of tills decision
on those entrusted with public funds,
will be salutary. The idea had become
prevalent, that until an officer was con-

victed of a defalcation by the verdict
of a jury, his ineligibility, on the
ground that he was a defaulter, could
not be alleged against him. But this
pernicious error fit exploded. The fact
of defalcation, the court says, works the
disqualification, and this may be alleged
and proved for the first time in the pro-

ceeding to oust the delinquent, Howe,
in the case under review, and the circuit
iinien iiivlrlwl In its favor: but the su- -

nremo court has ordered him to meet
the charge, aud told him that if ho was
a defaulter when appointed to office,
though the fact has In no way been pre-
viously established, he is ineligible to
office, and must "step down and out."

graceful, and in its snowy whiteness
purer than the swan which gamboled at
hor side. I caught a glimpse of her

The hand was small, rounded
and fair so delicate that I could see its
softness whero I sat, and the tapering
fingers perfect In proportion. In those
gazelle-lik-e eyes, large and lustrous, I
could trace gentleness and love. From
the well cut, thin lips, isawnooie oirtn,
exalted character and resolute will.
Passing through the narrow iulet into
the tniru lake, rounuing a miie wiauu
near its center, 1 nave seldom seen a
finer effect of light and color than heie
presented Itself. Straight in front of us
stood Ross castle, overgrown with ivy,
which, with the sunngnt iauing upon u,
made a picture as impressive iu my Im-

agination as though it were a sheet of

strand, as the light of the declining sun
fell upon tnat mass oi ncn, uaru. greeu,
standing upon the brink of the placid
lake, with the reflection of the mir
rored sheet or uiue water recumug ujjuu
its face. Landing, we approached the

Nature evidently did not, by a careless
stroke or undesigned color as if the
surroundings of the spot were carelessly
drawn and indiscriminately mixed to-

getherframe this work. Looking upon
that bank of green, the eye detected its
every tint, and yet such was the distri-
bution and arrangement in its perfect
line of vailed shade that you could not
trace, but only feel, the richness of each
hue. Oh, lovely land ! so much abused
by un appreciative minds who visit thee

inhabitants so gentle and so kind,
whose rough, honest faces seem ever lit
up by the characteristic drollery.
and humor which ever lurks there, and
which not even dire necessity can long
expel a land where poverty presents
itsflf.in its most horrible form; but

An order of this kind has never been
issued before, and It is looked upon as a
sure forerunner of approaching trouble."

Wo notice that a list of assets belong-
ing to tho Union Bank of Tennessee, in
liquidation, to be oflered for sale at the
courthouse door in Nashville ou the
first day of J une, 1875, has been printed.
The names of a great many individuals
with their indorsers appear under the"
head of "Suspended debts," with that
of "Shelby county, due May, July, Sep-
tember, and October, 1S62, S600.000."
Under the head of "assets that have
been charged to profit and loss different
times as being worthless," oasur Con-
federate war bonds and treasury notes to
the amount of S476.255; Arkansas war
bonds, $13,500; General Hindman'a re-

ceipt for a forced loan (?) from the
branch at Memphis, $25,000, and Frank-
lin and Columbia Turnpike company,
$1000. Eight thousand and forty acres
of land in Arkansas belonging to the
bank are also included in the list, to be
sold subject to taxes for 1875, all previous
taxes being paid. Among other assets
mentioned are: tract of land in Dyer
county, Tennessee (in litigation), about
nine hundred acres, and lour hundred
and forty shares Planters' Bank stock.
Debts are sold subject to lawyer's fees
for collecting.
