FROM THE SECOND PAUL.

The Renowaeod Missionnry on His Frav-
“is Through Weatarn Arknamsns
and the ludian Nation
His Experiesces,

VAN BUREN, ARK., April 17, 1575.—1
have just made = short visit to dhe In-
dian Territory. Before starting I went
into the Jall st Fori Hmith, wiers |
found about Torty prisoners, mostly from
the Iudian Territory. About twenty of
thein were negroes, about ten whiles,
anid ten Indiaps and balf-breeds; and
one wa* s Mexican, A negro, named
Joe Davia, was charged with roasting
his step.child over the fire nod killing it.
He sermed Lo CcAreles: and Uacon-
cerned. A while man, about twenly
years of age, called Dan. Evanzg, was
charged with hanglog & whole family in
Texuns and killing three persops in the
Iudian Territory, and had broken jail
eleven times in Texas. He was amus-
ing himself with playingcards, Sooky-
Man-Killer, s fil-blood Chierokes, was
charged with killing three or four men
it cold blood, just becsuse they were
white meu. He was a down-cast look-
ing fellow, short sod swarthy, snd ap-

mrently aboul twenly years of sage,

Vheo | went iu the jailer formed them
into three Hoes, snd [ mwade them a
ghiort address and offered prayer. In &6-
olther room was 5 msn in the ls=t slages
of conssaption, charged with counter-
feltivg. He sent for me to come and
pray with him. In this room was &
pegro woman charged with murdering
#& man in the Territery. I ssked a
deputy-marsbale what [ could say
of the Indisns, and he replied:
“Say they are w hard est.”
After crossing the Arkansas river I saw
two Indian women riding on ponies, Iu-
dian file, one following the other. The
lund io the river bottom is very fine
aud I eonld not see any evidenca of over-
flow. Timber—osak, ssh, elmand biack
walout; undergrowth, caue,
and redbud. On our left was a kiod of
Inke, with abundance of ducks and s
lurge white s=wau. Az we got
out of the bottom the Jand be-
came rolliug aud the forest heave-
fly timbered, without much under-
growih, and a carpet of grass atfording
sxcellent pasturage. Further on we
entered omne of the most magnificent
rolling prairies 1 ever saw;so roliing
that it amounted to littie hills, with lit-
tle hillocks three or four feel bigh every-
where, and groyes of ilrees ms orns-
menta] as could be placed in a park,
The #oil was sald to be very rich. My
impression is that it is rich, but not o
rich as the prairies of the porth. The
whole country was coversd with cattle,
and every two or three miles would
se¢ & farmbouse in the timber, The
houses are a8 good a3 the generality of
Arkansas farmhbouses, wi lh orchards io
some cases, aud clearings of twenty to
fifty acres, The people are full-blouds.,
nalf-breeds and whites. I saw a full-
blocd walking over the prairie with his
gun on his shoulder, il It was more
like the traditions! Indian thso anys

thing I saw, and suggested to my mind
that to u-u;‘cwemzua hundred thousand
of these men from thelr Territory would
require something more than an act of
congrees. I visited & school, and there
found o female teacher with nine little
iudisns, so while that I had to ask ber
if they were all part Indian, and If she
was part Indian, She said they were all
part lodian. Oane little girl read for me
very well. I stald all night with a Ken-
tuckinn who was married to a half
breed. I gstiered (wo or three families
together nid ;n.'eau:h_--i to them, which
they seemed to appreciate very mueh.
They thoughit if thr_y hud more preach
ers and iess marshals they would be bet
ler offi sald their preachers, their
echools and their chiefl were all support-
ed by the United BSistes government
The houee was very well farsished, aod
I bouglhit of them as mementoes s=veral
pisces of croche’. work sand a beautiful
tatting evilar that it took her a wesk to
make, und she let we have Il for
cents—her own price, The nud is ope
to any Indian (o encloss as muct hie
likes, and wobody e¢an own within o
quarter oi & mile of bis fepee. No whits
man can gel lsnd in the nation without
he takes the onth of nilegiance (o the
nation, which binds him bpot to take
arms againat the pation. Crimes among
thems=alves are punished by themselves,
but sagainst citizens of the United States
by the United Siates, The man I staid
with sald there were a hundred and for-
ty-seven deputy marshels riding sround
through the Ipdian Territory, and the
amount of crime committed must be im-
mense, [ asked him whatl punishment
Cherokee law imposed upon a horse
thief. He replied: “Oume huudred lash-
ea ou the bare back for the first offense
and henging for the secoud.” I asked
him if they were allowed to have more
wives than one, He replied: “No, not
exactly; the Indiac law dossn’t allow &
man more than one wife.’” A Texan in
the stage remarked: “Oh, there's no
law in this pation st all; it's & refuge
for thieves and outlaws from Kaunsas,
Arkansss and Texus, A feliow stole
two of my horses, snd I overtock him
and ook bim out into the woods,
mnd got bhim to tell me where
they were and got coe of the horses and
