Une cf the Wornt Snowstorms of the
Winter and Spring In Michigan

Sleighs Take the Place of
Wagons.

Garages or the .Storm King In Middle
HeorcU Oyer Fifty People Re-

ported Killed and Many More
Wounded Immense De-

struction of Property.

May first this year was a sttrpnse to
even the oldest inhabitant. The day
was ushered in by a snow storm which
in severity has not been exceeded by any
that occurred during the winter. The
wind blew a perfect gale, and the driv-
ing, blinding snow which came down
tuiCK and fast rendered out-do- or exer
cise extremely unpleasant, and only
tnose whose business was urgent ven-
tured forth. About eight inches of snow
fell here, and wagons gave place to
sleighs, which flitted to and tro right
merrily. About seven o'clock in
the evening it stopped snow-
ing, but the night was cold,
and nature had a wintry and cheerless
appearance. The trains on the lines of
railroads were not delayed materially by
the storm, but on the street railways lo
comotion was impeded. 1 tie storm ex-
tended all over this portion of the State,
as will be seen by the following received
about five o'clock p.m :

Orient, May 1. About five inches
has fallen, and it is still snowing.

Chippewa, May 1. It is snowing
nara ana has been all day.

Gkand Blanc, May 1. The snow
was four or five inches at noon, but is
raining slightly now.

Heksey, May 1. Snow fully eight
inches deep here and still snows like
fun.

Midland, May 1. The snow is six
or seven inches deep here, and still
snows hard. It is getting to be splen-
did sleighing.

Reed City, May 1. It has snowed
all day, is abo ut five inches deep now.

Ludinoton, May 1. It still snows
fearful but not as fast as this noon. Only
about four inches deep here.

Sanfobd, May 1. About four inches
of snow here and still storms hard.

Farwell, May 1. The snow is six
or seven inches deep at least, and snow-
ing hard as ever.

Clare, May 1. Snow is about seven
inches deep here, and still snowing.

Evart, May 1. The snow is five or
six inches deep and snowing yet, bat is
warmer now.

Flint, May 1. A fearful storm here;
snow was five inches deep at noon and
snowing ever since hard. The worst
storm we have had this winter.

Alpena, May 1. The snow is at least
five inches, and still snowing hard and
blowing a gale.

Tawas City, May 18 .30 p.m. It
has snowed hard all day. A perfect gale
blowed. The steamer Shermau is here
and may not leave until midnight. It
has stopped snowing now.

Osceola, May 1. We are having a
heavy snow storm. The wind is blow-

ing a heavy gale from the northeast,
and the enow has drilled three feet deep
in some places.

Marquette, May 1. Wind fresh,
northwest; cloudy and cold. Ice
unchanged. It has been snowing all
day.

Crawford Quarry, May 1. The
weather is cold; wind traversed the
compass, blowing brisk now, is north,
blowing heavy. Commenced snowing
at ten o'clock this morning and
continued all day. The snow
is about six inches deep and snow-
ing bard. The steamer Marine City be-

tween here aud Alpena, bound down.
Bay City', May 1. A bad snowstorm

as any last winter set in this morning,
and continues unabated at six o'clock.
Nearly eight inchett have fallen, an J it is
impossible to see three blocks.

Manistee, May 1. The first of May
was ushered in with a heavy snowstorm
commencing at eight o'clock this morn- -
lug, and sun continuing, tne thermom-
eter standing at about freezing point.

Oxford, May 1. Snow fell this fore-
noon to the depth of four inches. We
are not dancing around the May-pol- e to
any extent.

Toe Cjclone in Georgia.
Atlanta Herald.

Columbus, May 2, 1875. Harris coun-
ty was visited with the fifth tornado
since the twentieth of March, on last
Saturday. The cyclone was terrible.
Upon entering tne county it scattered all
the dwellings, outhouses, fences and
everything else on William Henry's
place, wounding several of his people.
Going directly east it played havoc with
the farm of Henry E. Morse (bstter
known as Hal Morse), two miles south
of Whlteville. There is not a house of
any kind left on his place. Six negroes
were killed by the falling timbers. Mrs.
Morse is wounded, it is feared, fatally,
and several others of the family slightly.
After go.'ng about a mile and a half
further east, John Booker's place was
crossed and all his tenants were scatter-
ed to the winds. The report of the
number of killed and wounded there is
conflicting. W. C. Davis's house, about
three-quarte-rs of a mile further, was the
next house that chanced to be in the
track of the wind storm. His house was
blown down, his leg broke, his wife's
leg brose and three or four children in-
jured. Two miles further, and Judge
Spence's place blocked its passage.
After beating against the house for
a while, it gathered unusual strength,
and, hurlingl a tenement house
from its path, attacked the Bap-
tist church, which is on his place, and
utterly demolished it; in fact, "one
stone was not left on another." It then
tackled his dwelling house and blew one-ha- lf

of it away. Four negroes were
killed, aud six or seven wounded by the
falling of the building. Scattering
fences and ruining crops for about three
miles.it struck Murray & Spencer's mill,
and did not leave a timber standing.
Jourdan Reiley, the negro miller, was
killed, and three white men were
wounded.

Mi i.ledo eville, May 3. The
storm here on Saturday was of short du-

ration, and did but little or no damage. I

The hail did some little harm to gar- -
dens and window glass. It passed about
half-pa-st four o'clock in the afternoon.

Conyers, May 3. Great excite- -
ment prevails among our citizens on ac- -

count of the cyclone which passed
within a few miles of this place on
Saturday last. Contributions are being
taken up to assist the afllicted. A large
posse of citizens and ladies aregoingout
to replace fences and houses, and relieve
the injured. The damage is greater
than at first supposed. More anon.

Griffin, May 3. Saturday's storm
was very destructive. From M'Con-nel'- s,

a farmer ;in Clayton county,
two miles from Jonesboro. it swept
down Cotton and Indian creeks, through
Clayton and Montgomery counties,
crossing the road between M'Donough
and Decatur, destroying every house on
Mr.Johnson'8 place, then on Hightowere
and three other plantations, names not
known, all torn up. The last heard of
the tornado it had passed the Goodwyn
place, In the direction or Uovlngton. In
one instance a fence-ra- il was driven
through a tree, aud rocks were driven
into trees like uiiuuie balls. One child
blown off has not been found, and Mr.
Johnson was injured.

Mr. K. H. Hightower, at Stockbridge,
had his leu broken; Mrs. Livingstone
and her three-mont- hs old baby were

I blown one hundred yard into a cully.
Tho four-mul- e team of Cowan & Bro.V
MW-iuiI- I, at Whitesburg, were blown
helter-skelte- r, and Cowan was blown
seventy-fiv- e yard3. Cowan had to cut
his tenm loose to get them from the
wagon. It is rumored that thirteen per- -

j sous were killed in Harris county on
Saturday. About eight large planta- -
tions were devastated in the tracK of the
storm. Dr. Hightower is in a critical
state. At Matthew Johnson's a large
shade tree fell on the house, just as the
wind tore the house down. The family
escaped into the kitchen, of which all
but four or five Iocs were blown away.
Mr. Johnson, in attempting to run from
the house to the kitchen, was hurled
against the smokehouse aud seriously
injured. The negro cook was mortally
wounded and several children were hurt.

Columbus, May 3. Up to this even-
ing it is ascertained that seventeen lives
were lost, among them five whites.
Hon. J. M. Mobley lost about one hun-
dred and fifty dollars. The people of
Columbus are giving their aid with pro-
visions and clothing. About thirty-fiv- e

persons were wounded, and a large
number of mules and cows killed out
right. Fences and houses were blown
entirely away, and the crops along the
route are entirely destroyed. Portions
of houses were blown a distance of fif-

teen miles.
West Point, May 3. A very de

structive hurricane passed one mile
north of West Point at two o'clock yes'
terday afternoon. It demolished all the
outhouses on or Reed's place. A
large wagon was picked up and carried
across Chattahooche river. At Collier's
farm, in Alabama, three miles from the
city, all the outhouses were destroyed,
and three negroes killed. The tornado
came from the west and passed on to
the east. Another hurricane passed
south of here ten miles through .Me-
rlin, Alabama, destroying houses of all
kinds on the places of John Booker,
where it seriously, if not fatally wound-
ed the wife of the proprietor, and killed
all his mules; P. G. Collins, where it
wrecKed everything but Killed no one,
and J. J. Benton's, whpre it tore down
all the outhouses, and killed one negro.

Rutledqe, May 3. The worst victim
was Mr. J. Hill Davis. His house was
literally demolished, and he was con
eiderably bruised. Mrs. Davis had her
jawbone broken and her little girl is not
likely to live. All the buildings and
fences are gone from his place.

Mr. Fullerton to the witness Look at
the alteration at the head of page 3 on this
paper, and say whether you intended to
erase the word "disavow."

Adjourned.
YESTERDAY'S PROCEEDINGS.

New York, May 7. A denso crowd
of spectators were in the Brooklyn city
courtroom thia morning. The attend-
ance of women was largely in excesj of
previous days. Mr. Beecher and wife
were in the court before the proceedings
opened, which were delayed by the late
arrival of some of the counsel. After
the formal opening, Mr. Evarts said
that Mr. Beach and Mr. Shearman
were compelled to be absent, and as the
case was now reaching its cloae, the dif-
ference of adjournment for a day or so
would not matter very much. He sug-
gested, therefore, that the court should
adjourn for one day. Judge Neilsou en-
tertained the snggestiou, and the court
adjourned until Monday next.

SPEECHES TO COME.

The Brooklyn Eagle, iu speaking of
the probable duration of the Beecher
trial, says that the testimony yet to be
introduced in behalf of the plaintiff
wiil, it is expected, be all in by Tues-
day, and then the remainder of the
week will be taken up by the couusel
for the defendant in placing their last
testimony before the jury. Judge Por-
ter will continue his address on Mon-
day, the seventeenth instant, and wili
take tho whole of that week in
presenting his views iu the case
in behalf of the defendant. The
address of Mr. Evarts, which will be
commenced on Monday, the twenty-thir- d

instant, will probably occupy the
remainder of the month, and run over
into Juue, and if nothing unforeseen
takes place, the whole of the summing
up, including the address by Mr. Beach
on behalf of the plaintiff, will be fin-
ished by the end of the first week iu
next month. Mr. Beach does Hot ex-
pect to take up more than three days in
presenting the plaintiff's side of the case
to the jury. Then will follow the charge
by Judge Neilaon, and the deliberation
of the jury, aud the verdict may be
looked for about the middle of next
month.

Indian) Hrought Back from Mexico-Depart- ment

Reform Postponed
Unstamped Check Investi-

gation.

Washington, May 2. The published
declarations of Hon. Wm. D. Kelley, in
regard to the condition of aflairs in the
south, excites the anger of the third- -
term schemers. The kitchen organ of
the wuiie nouse yesterday morning
speaks very disrespectfully of Judge
Kelley, aud two members of the cabinet
in speaking of him to-da- y were still
more severe. But Judge Kelley is not
the only prominent Republican who has
returned from a visit to the south with
liis eyes opened. Henry Wilson bore
equally strong testimony to the loyalty
aud fealty of the southern people to the
Union, aud to their disposition to deal
justly bj the colored man. The truth is,
the Republicans have no other issue
than the bloody shirt on which to make
the fall campaign.

THE ONLY HOPE.
The only hope the prominent leaders

of the party hereabouts have is that the
fifty or sixty Confederate generals elect-
ed to the forty-fourt- h congress will make
egregious asses of themselves. This at
the best is a very slim thread to hang
heavy hopes upon, for as a rule soldiera
are not so radical and irrepressible aa the
politicians, who are always valiant when
there is no enemy in sight. The only
two southern men iu the last congress
who were at all indiscreet in their utter-
ances were not soldiera, while every
Confederate general in the last congress
was conspicuous for his conservatism.

DOUGLASS AND PRATT.
Washington, May 5. There has

been universal talk to-da- y over the
resignation of Commissioner Douglass,
and the anpointment of Senator Pratt
as his successor. Whatever reasons
have led to thia change, it ia impossible
at present to obtain them. The secre-
tary of the treasury is not in the city,
and Mr. Douglass himself seems not to
be fully aware of the causes which have
operated it. Senator Cameron is here,
and much stirred up on the subject.
His friends argue that this was a blow
at him, because the Pennsylvania con-
vention pronounced against a third
term, and is to do it again, and he is
powerless to prevent; and so the best
office credited to that State is taken
away from him. Others argue with as
much earuestness that this ia only one
more step in the attempt to redeem In-
diana through appointmentsfand those
of Oitli, Tyner, New, Shank, and lastly
this of Pratt, are called off rapidly in
support or this position. Another class
of thinkers have evolved this solution.
Secretary Bristovv is attaching Senator
Morton and his friends to himself, so
that in case Morton cannot secure the
nomination for President he will be
more apt to throw bia strength for Brist-
ovv. The fatal facts for these last two
theories are that the President himself
selected Senator Pratt, and not on ac-

count of locality, but because he had
before been urgod, by a number of sen-
ators, upon him for two other offices,
both of which he had promised. A
number of Mr. Delano's friends pretend
to see in the move a blow aimed at him
by the secretary of the treasury, they
claiming that the latter is restive under
the knowledge that so many of the com-
binations in the internal revenue office
were lormed when Mr. Delano was com-
missioner. The absurdityof this position
appears from the fact that the President
himself selected the successor.
INDIANS BROUGHT BACK FROM MEXICO

Colonel H. M. Atkinson, of the Kick-apo- o

Indian commission, has completed
hl9 labors iu Mexico and has recently
returned to Washington to tako charge
of the pension bureau. The commissiou
to remove the different tribes of Indians
from Mexico to their respective reserva-
tions consisted of Colonel Atkinson and
Colonel Thomas G. Williams. In divid-
ing the work, the task of removing the
Kickapoos devolved upon Colonel At
kinson, and that of gathering the Lipans,
Muscelaros, and others, upon Colonel
Williams. The former were living prin-
cipally in the State of Santa Rosa, aud
the remainder in Chihuahua. The Kick-
apoos, being the more accessible, have
been nearly all removed, the few re-

maining being so scattered through the
country as not to be easily found, and
some of them, having married Mexican
women, claim to be citizens of that
country, and are unwilling to leave it.

DEPARTMENT REFORM.
Boutwell'a senate committee may

possibly recommend some changes and
reforms, especially in the interior de-
partment, the investigation of which
has just closed, but both houses of con-
gress are likely to be so busy over politi-
cal questions next session that they will
hardly agree on any very radical sys-
tem of civil service reform. Indeed,
the general tendency in Washington,
for the past three or four years, has been
againat reform in the departments, ex-

cept in the two or three cases where the
head of the department has, in opposi-
tion to the seneral drift of the adminis-
tration, undertaken to make honesty
and efficiency rather thau political ser-
vice the measure of a clerk's standing.
THE UNSTAMPED CHECKS INVESTIGA-

TION.
Some misapprehension seems to exist

among the managers of State and pri-
vate, banks in regard to the arrangement
made between the secretary of the treas-
ury and the commissioner of internal
revenue by which the duty of examin-
ing national banka for the discovery of
unstamped checks was delegated to the
bank examiners. This arrangement
does not affect State or private banks,
which will still be examined by supervi-
sors of internal revenue, collectors or
their deputies. By the arrangement re-

ferred to the internal revenue bureau did
not relinquish its right to make the ex-
amination through its own officers, but
as the inspection of national banks could
be more economically made by the bank
examiners, and the banks themselves
could thus be saved from the visitation
of two sets of officials, the new plan
was adopted. To impose the duty of
making this special examination of State
and private banks upou the bank ex-
aminers would greatly increase tneir
labor, while the commissioner of internal
revenue knows of no reason why this
duty should not be as well performed by
the officers of his bureau as by those
under the direction of the comptroller of
the currency.

Banner: "Mr. Hughes, engineer on the
railroad, has moved to town, and, with
his assistants, were attending to the
surveys. We have no definite informa-
