A paper by Prof. Elliott, on the trest-
ment of the guilty, was first read, The
pajer considers only the treatment of
the convicted. Oa this point thers ars
thiree mources of light: First, phlloso-
pby of humao oature; secona, tesch-
ings of religion; third, practical expe-
rispee. Common sense tenches that the
guilty do not cesse to be bumsn, nad
shiould, therefore, be trested a8 human
beingm. This is the sulstance of the
whole matter. The wrong-doer is mers-
ly diseassd, sud only skillful treatment
can cure him. He must be treated just
Iy and lmpartially, with not too greatl
tenderness however, but with consider-
ation. Establish the proper relations,
snd then appeal to the same motives a=
you appeal to in others, Religion
teaches to do as you would be done by,
An application of that rule settles the
whole matter. A vampering system
that shrinks from just punishment is
ns bad as a eystem of overdue severity,
but religion and humanity anite in de-
manding that the door of reformatiou
te kept open, Experience teaches us
diversity in that maiter, for, unforiu-
pstely, neither humanity por religion
have been tried, and we can only guess
at what the results would be. However,
we may say generally that in proportion
to severity, harshiness aud eruelty, penal
laws and prison treatment have s pernt-
cious effect, both on eriminais and soci- |
ety at large, and in proportion as rational |
aod humanpe ideas have been mtroduced |
aud applied, the total amount of crime
has been lessened and chanees of reform-
alion incrensed, Progress is slow, and
refarm of prison laws, and treatment of
criminale outside of prison, must come
on'y with time. Prison disciplive is
meant to reform as well as to punieh,
und to restore the criminal clothed, and
in his right mind, to the world. These |
ideas have been partially put in prae-
tice in some institutions and success

| attained.

A paper by A, P. Borague oo the same
subject was presented, but not read. It
consiats largely of dats as to the respon-
sibility of criminals.
