THE MECKLENBEURG DECLARATION
of independence, will now be read by
Captain N. D. Menken. [Cheers.]

Captain Menken then read the resolu-
tions, as follows:

Resolved, That whosoever, directly
or indirectly, abetted or in any way,
foria or manner countenanced the up-
chartered aud dangerous invasjon of our
rights, as claimed by Great Britain, is
sn enemy to this country, to America,
and to the ipherent and iusliensble
rights of men.

Resolved, That we, the cilizens of
Mecklenburg county, do hereby dissolve
the political bands which have connect-
ed us to the mother conutry, snd herehy
absolve ourselves from all allegiance to
the British crown, and abjure sll politi-
csl connection, contract or association
with that nation, who have wantonly
trampled on the rights and liberties, and
inhumanly shed the blocd of American
pairiots at Lexington.

Rerolved, That we do hereby declare
ourselves s free snd independent people, ‘
sre, and of right cught to be, a sover-
eign snd seif-goveruing sssociation,
under the control of no power other than |
thst of our God snd the general govern- |

ment of the congress; to the mainten-
auce of which independence we solemn-
ly pladge to each other our mutual co-
operation, our lives, our forluues, and
our most sscred honor,

Besvlved, That as we now acknowl-
edge the existence and control of o law
or legal officer, civil or military, within
this country, do hereby ordain and
adopt, s3a rule of life, all, each aad
every of our former laws—wherein,
pevertheless, the crown of Grest
Britain pever can be considered as hold-
Ing rights, privileges, lmmunities or
authority therein,

CAPTAIN MENKEN'S REMARKS,

Captain Menken then said:

The anusls of North Carolina one
hundred years ago tell of a resolate
body of Lrave-hearted men, full of in-
dignation st the weongs perpetrated on
them by Lue ruling power. Tuat time
there was a common bond of sympathy
aniting sl ths colonies, but the Old
North Btate showed special sensitive- |
peas. An examinallos of the scts of
the sssembly thal mel at Newbern Au-
gust 25, 1774, evinces Lue utmost loyalty
to their plighted vows of 'r.llmmm-v 80
aften expressed, aud yel the most clear
couception of the rights of freemen, the
jealousy with which their rights were
vegarded, and the fixed ;uurlme'wu.h
whileh they would be maintsined.

COLONEL ADAMS'S REMARKS,

Colonel Adawms expressed his inabil-
ity to otter the senliments of that
glorious ald county. That old State for
many years endured every outrage and
ineult, us far back as 1765, when theinfa- |
mous slamp sel was tried to be earried
out. Colonel John Ashe and Colonel
Waddell marched boldly and deternmin-
edly 1o vindieate their rights. Thay
frightened the captain of the war-sloop,
forbid him landing, and demsnded of
the goverpor the delivery tothem of
Davida Hou:ton, his tax agant. They
finally secured him, aund made him |
swear not to exercize his oflicial power
in thut Biate, Iu 1775 that spirit of re-
sentment, after loug endurance, deter-
mined them to mingle their ashes with
the deand or vindicate their rights as
freemen. They then met st Charlotie,
in the county of Mecklenburg, insolemn
conclave, declared themselves [ree,

of the Nexthh Carolinians in 1765 was not
mentioned. Meckilenburg hus always
masintsined the history of its forefaibiers;
she was the first to vindicate what she
thought to be an infringement of her
rights, In the late war Mecklenburg
was the tirst county in the State fo send
a regiment to the ecene of battle—she
was the firet to eend a regiment to South
Carolina—had the houor of sending
there the man who fired the second gun,
und the first man who became a colonel
iu the Confederate army, B, H. Hili, af-
terward a general in the service. | Ap-
plause.]

heard read there is nothing what-
ever of a revolulionary characler.
Toat sct of declaration bhas a re.

taining snd eonserving clause peca-
liar to the American people.
Hewever hard wa may or have strug-
gled for Siste or geographical position,
the American people have never under-

| taken to overthirow the continental prie-

ciples—principles whieh, if rrea«.-r\'o-.l,
will conduct this republic safely through
all wars snd guard her lberties hereal-
ter. Although the mother country has
assed through civil wars, she has risen
intellectually aud otherwise in usational
greatness and stronger in the conserva-
tion of civiland politieal liberty, He
did not believe that all the intellest be-
lopped to the past. Legislative intelli-
genve had advaneed; Americs, our
country, 1s not destitute of gigantic in-
tellect and moral eharacter which gave
her grealness in the past. We should,
thien, dismuiss all fears ahout ineapacity
for sell-government, yet it were well 1o
recur o our ancestors and the basls of
government, Neither in the declaration
of independence, st Philadephia, which
the illustrions Jefferson pennped, nor at
Mecklenburg, was a single a=sault made
upon British liberiy. Those people
were not actusted by any idess of ¢ow-
mupism or subversive democracy, thal
sotight freedom from one country to in-
duige In Jawlessuess in  another.
They simply disallowed the right of the
British crown to eontrol Lhe country,
because it had violated the trust of gov-
ernment, Il was not because the Amer-
joan colonies refosed participation in
British liverty, but becsuse that liberty
was no louger guaranteed them. The
American revolution was 8 remarksble
illustration of & people separating them-
salves from a counbtry and passing
through war for the preservation of
their ancient liberties. About a century
since then has completed its mystic cy-
¢le on this continent. It becomes us to
lesrn at this period to look over and see
Liow the present republic is associatsd
with all that is grest In liderty, worsls, |
and charaster. It is & singular fact that |
in the century insugurated by the Amer-
jean revolution it has been impregnated |
with more importaut events of & milita-
ry charscler, and more illustrative of
the annals of time, than any other o
pagan or christian history.
