tral Baptist church at Memphis? If not,
you hsve s pleasure in store for you.
During the short time he has been with
us, he has attained an enviable position
in the denomination,as an able preacher,
sud & man of great purposes and holy
desires. He possesses a deep hold upon
the affections of the people, on account
of his rare social qualities, his genial
manners, and hisardent devotion to the
cause of Christ, Brother Landrum s
emivnently a pious man. Alas!
this cannol be said of all
ministers, Touw many of us,
Lecause we are used to the handling,
Lreat sacred things with fearful levity,
thus impsiring our influence, emascu-
Iating our spiritoal integrity, and, in-
slead of winnoing souls, driving them
away from the cross. Brother Lan-
dram’s plety is of that simple, unobtru-
sive kind, that makes itself felt by its
slucerity rather than by any protesta-
tion. ke is a pastor in the true sense of
the word, veeking lo kpow the wants
and desires of his people, and faithfully
breaking unto them the bread of life.
He was born in Oglethorpe eounty, (ia,,
in 1820, bis parants being from Orange
county, Virginia. He was baptized in
1547, graduated at Mercer university in
1846, was orcained the same year, and in
the ensuing year sssumed the pastoral
care of the churches at Lexington and
Atheos, Georgin. AL both of these
places he was greatly successful, the
membership nearly doubling itself. He
aasuined the care of the church at Ma-
eun in 1849, and was pastor in that city
for Len years, accepting the care of the
church st Savannah in 1859, His work
in that eity i=s well known. He re-
mained in Navannah dwring the war, i
faithful discharge of his duties, not even
suspending a single Babbath, and was
reapturea ab his post by General Sher-
man's army., It is probable thsat the
Suvannab church was the only one,
along the cosst from Baltimore to Gal-
veston, that did not suspend for & time
during that terrible period. He became
pastor of the Cenlral chureh at Mem-
phis in 1571, and has been greatly
successfu!, receiving sixty-one by bap-
tizm lust year. 'The church was heavily
in debt, and otberwise embarrassed, hav-
ing an unfinished houte on their hinnds,
The debl has been paid, the house
will toon be finished,and when finished,
will be the handsomest in the city. In
1870, ke received the decree of doetor of
diviniiy from Georgetown college, Ken-
tueky, and also from the Columbis uni-
versity at Washiugton. Brother Lan.
drom commenced the ministry in feeble
bealth, but this so constantly improved
that he has not missed ten Babbaths in
twenty-eight years from esickness; and,
duriog all this time, there has not been
& weelk that he was not pastor of some
church. He is & public-spirited man,
attendiog our great denominational
gatherings, and exercising 4 salutary in-
fluence upon these bodies. His oldest
son has recently gradusted st Brown
university, and is the pastor at Shreves
port, Louisians.
