In giving this incident, our correspond-
ent had no intention of reflecting upon
the wemory of James K, Polk, His
object was to show the peculiar expres-
gions used Ly Mr, Prentiss in criticising
an sdversary, Our correspondent, * G
C. P, has great admiration for the
memory of James K, Polk, snd were B.
=, Prentiss still & dweller of the earth,
he would, po doubt, with equal elo-
quence regret thal the “blighted burt”
was not here to gia in harmonizing and
concilisting a country upearly one-half
of which was aequired under his wise
adminlsiration, Tennessee is proud of
the fame of ber sons, The names of
Jackson, Grundy, White and RBell
are imperishable, and James K. Polk
and James O, Jones reflected equal honor
upon their State. Their memories are
«till foudly echerished by our people,
among whom their transcendent genius
first bursi upon the country. The peo-
ple of Virginia, never weary in dwelling
upon the vames of Henry and Ran-
dolph, and those of Tennessee will trans-
mit to posterity the history of these two
inteilectual giants. Polk's elogquence
was overwhelming; the most dazzling
thnt ever combined depth with splen-
dor. In his speeches there was no
rhapsody or bombast. Everything was
transparent philosopby. His gigantie in-
tellect was always kindled with raptures
of passionste vehemence; but it was the
emoiion which convincing and consci-
entions logic iuspired. Jones Was_[pro-
lific in subtle philosophy, while the rich
intonations of his musieal words bub-
bled from his lips with all the natural,
ensy flow of the murmuring brook, His
allusions and illostrations were of the
most dazzling and thrilling charscter,
His fancy wae remsrkably brilliant:
hin logic  cogent and conclu-
sive, snd his style, finished to the
the highest point of classieal elegance
and urnsment, No speaker was everso
succesaful lo enchaining the sttention of
his bearers and srousing and controlling
their passions. Governor Jones was un-
quesiionsbly one of the greatest stump-
fpetkers the country ever produced. He
long lived in Memphis, where he was
ndmired for the superioz majesty of his
mind snd loved for the nobleness
of hiz besrt. The contests belween
Polk and Jones for governor of Ten-
nessee will become historic. The latter
Iwiow defeated the former; Lut as Polk
was afterward elected President, his
fame will be more enduring, In fact,
it will live commensurate with the
American Union. His administration
will fill the brightest pages of our coun-
try's history.

tober. It lies with Memphis to say
whether it shall be done.

There have been light showers here,
but as yet not enough rsin.
