unselfish moments, the purest, brightest
sentiments of the mind will turno.

Houor's voice may not “provoke that
stlent dust;” but to those who Lestow
such bonors there will ever come, fol-
lowing like a refrain their tribute to
that which was high and heroic in the
dead, the sweet evangel of higher,
nobler feellng in their hearts, lifting
them nearer to their Maker, BSo msy
we draw lnspirstion from our surrouund-
ings to-day, for we tread a fleld far
grander than the field of the cloth of
gold, aud we are in & noblér company
than was gathered there—we are in the
company of the gallant dead. Moment-
ous is the oceasion of our assembling.
Ten stirring years have helped to silver
locks that were of raven hue, and to
bend forme that still retained their man-
ly vigor, when the great inlernecine
struggle of the century was closed by
the surrender of a grand army aud the
downfall of a great confederacy. That
sl.r:fgla had been a Titanic one, forit
tried the heart-strings and challenged
the life of a mighty npation. It
had been almost more than Tilanie,
for they were brothere who met and
measured s rength, brothers of a com-
mon lineage, drawing the inspiration of
their heroism from the common foun-
tain of a history that was their joiot
beritage—the history of a people which,
united,had never been conquered, War,
dying, leaves Its legacies to its surviv-
ore; and civil war, especially, leaves leg-
acies of enmity. It seemed (o many
pot unnatural thsat, after such a war,
more than usual estrangement and bit-
terpess should remain in the breasts of
embattled brothers. But, ss often as
the sweet breath of spring woke to life,
in sorrowing and faithiul hearts, the
flowers of aflectionste remembrance,
and those flowers Lypified themselves in
wreaths and garlsods strewn upon thess
graves, there came hither, modestly and
quietly, these who had worn  the blue,
mingling unnoticed with the throng,but
leaving here their humble floral testi-
monials 1o the gallantry and courage ef
those who had worn the gray. There
were other legacies left by the late war
besides enmity and estrangement. The
ancient ties of brotherhood could not
wholly be forgotlen. The memory of
brave deeds on both sides inspired noble
feelings in soldierly breasts. The re-
membranee of the unselfish devotion of
the boys in gray—devolion akin to that
with which, in Roman days, Horatios
“kept the bridge so well”—devotion
even to the yielding up of life on the
field—recalled fresh to the imagioation
by the recurrence of floral offer-
ings to their memory—awoke an-
swering chbords in  bhearts that
under a diflerent banner had felt simi-
lsr impulses, and had knewn other like
instances of self-abnegation. So it was,
that, bhere and there, throughout the
land, over the graves of both the blue
aud the gray; respect for soldierly dar-
ing and heroic valor aszerted its suprem-
acy over sectional estrangement: snd so
was honor often fitly paid alike to the
dead of both armies—roses for one and
lillea for thie other, Bo, literally out of
the ashes of the dead foemen sprung the
besutiful tendrils that eutwined around
and knit together the hearts of their sur-
vivors. Bo, by the flow of the inlsnd
river, grew the song of *“‘the Blue and
the Gray,” that we have heard anew
to-dsy. Eight years ago it grew. Did
it startle us then, that ballad, with its
prophecy of what we see realized to-
day? For these things are exceptional
no longer. Now, Federal soldiers come
here in a body. Responding promptly
to the courtesy of those who were lately
our foes, and with the garlsnds in our
hands that typify our sentiments, we
press to take our places in the ranks of
those true soldiers who ever houor the
brave, whether friend or foe—whorecog-
uize & Eml’mional standard of soldier-
ship thsat ean never be limited by geo-
graphical lines—and whose respect and
esteem for Enightly bearing and chival-
rous deeds rise far above sll accidents of
birthplace or lineage or political educa-
tion. In behalf of my com-
ipdes wha wore the blue, I say
to those who wore the gray, we meet
you a8 soldiers, on that high plane of
dignifled thought and sction, far above
the level of the ordinary contests, strifas
and rivalries of the world—that plane
where goldiers meet with knightly cour-
tesy, where the zoldier’s honor takes
MEsession of his being and controls his
fe, banishing interest and subordinat-
ing all inferior passions, where his pa-
role is better than his bond, and where
Filz James is as safe, though surround-
ed by Clan Alpine’s armed host, as if in
Btirling Castle, there we meel you, to
Juin your lodge of sorrow, in memory of
those gallant dead, whose devotion to
the ﬂlﬁ they followed was sealed with
their blood, 1 do not stop to tell the
story of the deeds of these men,
That they were of those true soldiers,
who bave laid down their lives for the
cause they espoused—this is sufficient
title to the honors we bestow. Baut, did
time permit, no one c¢ould speak more
truly of the bravery, the high daring,
the patient endurance and the magnifi-
cent ¢lan of Lhe boys in gray, than they
who fought against them and received
their heavy blows for four long and
weary years. The Federal soldier can
testify honestly of these soldierly traits
of his late foes, for he always recognized
them. He fell constantly the full force
of the truths, that his foes were Ameri-
enn soldiers, and that American soldiers
had neverbeen conguered ; and he rested
his strength and coufidence in the
counter-truth that his comrades also
were American soldiers, and could
make the same proud boast. Herejoiced,
he exulted, when victory crowned his
banner, though that victory was the de-
feat of his bretliren; not that he loved
his brethren less, but that he loved his
mother-eountry more. Andthat banner
whereon viotory perched, be remember-
cd, was the loved banver of the old Re-
publie, in which those conyuered breth-
ren had once an interest, which he fell
assured time would yet revive. Now,
over the gravee of those who wore the
gray, he is proud to clasp the hands of
their survivors—hands fresh from strew-
ing flowers on the graves of those who
wors the blue, benesath the folds of that
dear old banner. And why, it may be
asked, were not these exchanges of re-
gard and esteem for departed valor made
earlier? Why did not soldiers ss a body
thus meet ere now on their own common
level, paying tjlutm honor to the memory
of all those whose silent tent= ere spread
on Fame’s eternal eamping ground? To
those, if any, who are burdened with
this query, lel me say, rake not in the

been 80 gracefully paid.
