Important from Mexico,
CixcinNari, June L.—The Gazelte's
New Orleans special says: “Advices
froin the Mexican capital to the twanty-
seventh nitimo have been received here.
The Mexican cougress has unanimously
approved the contract mads by the gov-
ernment with David Boyle Blair for the
eonstruction of & railroad and telegraph
line from Guaymas to the frentier
twesn the State of Sonora and the Amer-
ican territory of Arizoua, with branches
from Guaymas to the Ures and Alamos,
The obligations of the company formed
by Mr. Blalr are to construct fifty kilom-
eters of the road within twenty months
from the first of June, and every follaw-
ing year to construct ome hundred
kilometers, the completion of the main
lipe to be finisbed In flve years. The
eompany has the aption of establishipe
the gauge, and Mr, Blsir or the compar y
is to give a bond of filty thousand do=
lars within four monthe, The govern-
wment grants in aid of said comstruction
to the company (weuty-two thousand
four huondred scresa of land for every
mile of road constructed, and slso agrees
to pay forty thousand dollars each year.
{ On the second ultimo the committee on
industry presented to the Mexican con-
grees a report recommending the ap-
proval, wilh eome modificatious, of the
coutract concluded between the exeou-
tive aud Edward Lee Plumb for the con-
struction of & raliroad from the city of
Leon to a point on the northern frontier
The Mexican con-
gress was resolved into a grand jury on
the same date to consider the impesch-
ment of the president upon the chargens of
Vincente Riva Polsco. The diseusasion
was nn excited one, but resulted In aec-
yuittal by a vole of one hundred and
iwenty-eight to ten.
