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FROM THE TENNESSEE RIVER ToO
BEUNSWICH, GEORGIA.

The Appeal, of Brunswick, Georgia,
reminda us that the senatorial commit-
tee lappointed aboul two years ago for
the purpose of considering the question
of cheap trapsportation, and making

commendsations to that end, reported
to congress lu favor of a survey and an
improvement of the Mississippi river
from its mouth to its headwaters, and in
favor of a survey and a connection by
water and rall to Norfolk, and in favor
of an improvement of the natuwral water
courses, lakes, and the copstroetion of
short canals from the great grain-pro-
dueing portions of the west and north-
waest 1o New York cily; and also in fa-
vor of a survey from the bend In the
Tennesssee river at Guontersville, Als-
bama, to the harbor of Brunswick,
Georgia, with a view of the con-
struction of a double-track air-line rail-

way. Thesurvey of the latler route has
just been completed by Colovel J.
E. Thomes, of the United BStates

engioeer corps, the lset stake bhaving
been placed on the edge of the waters of
the harber of Brunswick, just below
Plantation creek, on Thursdsy of last
week, where wharves c¢an be con-
structed which veseels drawlog eighteen
feet of water could reach at lowest tides,
In conversation with the colonel, says
the Appeal, we learn that the survey
bas been made, as near ss practicable,
on sn sirlise, and that it combines
more of the advantages desired, name-
ly, shortest poesible live, low and easy
grades, than can be found on any other
line, which wiil connect the great grain-
producing sections of the west with the
great cotton belt of the south, dralping
the very heart of each of these wealth-
producing sections, and furnishing to
them the cheapest quick {ransportation
of their products to the markets of the
old world. The total distsoce of the
line from Guontersville, on the Ten-
nesspe river, to the harbor of
Brunswick, l= only four hundred
aud twelve miles, which is st least fifty
miles less than it would be possible to
make the rsme connections with the
great  graiu-producing regions of the
west, and apy other port on the Atlantie
coast. That such an Immense advan-
lage should not bave been overlooked by
the committes having in charge the of-
ficlel consideration of the question, is
nothing strange to us, and that the rapid
development of the west sl southwest,
togetber with the influencs of the cotton
belt of the south, will farce, and that at
sn early day too, the coustraction of this
line, we have no! the slightest doubt,
Place your finger upon the map, and
cast your eyes over (ne watler-courses
Peuetrating the corn, whaa! and cotton-
produging sectious of our ~ountry, and
Fou will agree that in the natural course
of events it will mirely Lo n reality.
