A rier Kmd lieforo the Kmuilil

I have devoted my leisure moments to
the stndv of amculture. You who have
made it a etudv to observe animolcube,
monad and infuioria can form no idea
of the creation, habits and instincts of
bees. Though wo may see them daily,
and eat of the sweets of their labor
weet to us, but ouly collected at a

sacrifice of their lives htored up for
tbe benefit of future generations;
though vandal mu may rob them
of their hard-earne- d sweets, it is at
a racriilre of thousands of bees, ex
cept they be under the care of an intel
ligent Keeper who win not aiiow uis in
tie pets to be injured or starved out. Wo
all havo beard of Watts and his pretty
little poem of "How doth tbe little buy
bee." It has been recited to us as an in
centive of industry, etc. ; also of tbo old
fashioned tales or superstition that are
attached to hem, powerful even to tbe
present day. Agassiz, in a lecture be-

fore Ins death, was tinged with these
ideas; evidently bo bad read Hnber, but
bad not observed closely himself" or he
would never have committed the errors
that were laughed at by ordinary bee-

keepers of tt j present day. The work-
ing bee, during spring and summer, is
called forth daily to collect the sweets
that are secreted by nature in its many
beautiful forms of vegetation, where tbe
fairies are supposed to meet, laugh,
dance and kiss, and tbe honey dew is
the dropping from faiiy lipa, when they
meet iu tb teas, and is
collected and stored up by the worker
bee to be led to its fellows in the larvae
state, and, &s no rose without its thorn,
so no bee without Its sting, and the
sweets distilled from faiiy liis, is
changed to life and venom. The lile of
a worker bee, in spring and cummer, is
worn out in from sixty to ninety days,
its life is given for tbe benefit of
future generations, though in win
ter it will live from four to six
months, for during this ieriod, it
is dormant and inactive. In tbe life of
man, we see many who die at an early
age, cut oil 'mid a life of usefulness,
while another, who takes life easily and
lives to a good old age. The iirst con
centrates all his energies, and if. worn
out in a short season, while the other
distributes them more evenly. So it is
with the tK--e, it gathers all it can during
the honey beason, and in so doing wears
its life away, and during the season, it
cannot labor, its energies are more even.
ly distributed, thus lengthening its life.
Tbe worker-be- e is an insect that can
comply with the gender in Murray's
grammar, neuter; it is neither male nor
female, borne claim that it is an umle
veloped female: thar I cannot decide. I
have observed tbem closely, and have
seen workers put upon themselves the
functions of a female (but only when
the queen or mother was lost), and lay
eggs, but unfortunately for the prosperl-it-

of tho colony, these eggs only pro
ducod drones or males; never a neuter
or a female. The only true female in a
hive or colony is the queen, or properly
the mother bee. Upon tier depends the
prosperity of tbe colony. At will she
can lay eggs that will develor e into a
neuter oi worker, drone, or male, or into

fully developed female line herself.
Bight here I wish to put a problem to
this society, which I hope that in its
united wiadom it may be able to solve.

The (Jatholic church will be high
er, better, purer, and with greater influ
ence, when it is utterly divorced from
every form or semblance of government,
If it cannot exist in Spain without in
voKing tue power 01 tne government to
suppress other religions, then its weak
nes3 is inherent; for when a church can
not flourish upon its own foundation it
is a confession that it falls in the high
est quality or religion.

Society for llie Conversion of Ilie Jtwn
Jewish World.

Last Friday morning a considerable
numberof imbecile males and aged spin
sters met at Jbxeter hall in order to be
come acquainted with the labors of the
Society for Bidiculing Christianity
among the Jews during the pa9tyear,
We think it is the Chelsea philosopher
who said that most people are fools, and
if he estimated human nature by the
subscribers to the above institution, he is
not altogether to be blamed for his some
what stringent observation. Above
thirty-seve- n thousand pounds sterling
was subscribed duting the year, and the
expenditures amounted to over thirty
five thousand pounds. The annual re
port was very amusing, and, no doubt,
proved highly entertaining to the ladies
and gentlemen present. Amsterdam
and Rotterdam had been visited by mis
sionaries, and in Berlin and Hamburg
wo are told nve hundred Jews were bap
tised during .Easter week. We should
esteem it a favor if the society would
publish tbe names and addresses of the
converts: not that we charge the mis
sionaries with an untruth oh, dear, no;
but we should like to be provided with
this information just to satisfy the
doubts of the public. We quote the fol
lowing from the report: "At Marseilles
the wealthiest merchants and bank
ers were Jews, -- nearly ail tho
ready-mad- e clothes shops were
in their hands, the old clothes
trade being left to the poor Gentiles.
The Israelites were prosperous in world
ly wealth, aud thought or nothing save
their ledgers, but their spiritual condi-
tion was deplorable." Poor Gentiles!
what a dreadful state they mustbe in to
be compelled to sell old clothes. But
their "spiritual condition" is not "de
plorable," and their heavenly virtues
probably make up for the absence of
some flimsy mundane possessions. The
society complains that the Jews of Mar-
seilles think of nothing but their ledgers.
It might be asked, what does the society
think of? But we refrain from asking.
We learn also that a large number of
tracts was distributed among the Jews
in rJerusalom, and seeing that our co-

religionists of the holy city have no
comic papers to entertain them, we can-
not affect to be surprised at their readi-
ness to receive tbe tracts of the conver- -

siouists. Ou the whole, the annual re
port of the society is a worthy successor
of the precious statements which have
preceded It, and equally as veracious.

According to the Silesian Vo'.ks Zsitung,
a multitude of mcs: excellent presents
were sent to the episcopal residence dur-
ing the week. Among them were two
magnificent mitres and two completo
suits of high-ma- ss vestment contributed
by tho vestmepts associations of Breslau
and Neisse. On Friday, the eve of the
anniversary, the representatives of the
clergy and of the people came to present
their congratulations. The chap-
ter presented a work by Canon Lam-me- r,

"Meletematum Roman Mantissa,"
consisting of eight treatises, and an al-

bum, magnificently bound in violet,
containing photographs of the likenesses
of twenty-seve- n of the prince-bisho- of
Breslau; the Hkene3ses of the remainder
are not known. The diocesan clergy
presented a splendid medal, of the purest
gold, on which an admirable likeness of
tbe bishop had been cut. Numerous dep-
utations of both the secular and regular
clergy attended, and addresses ef con-
gratulation, both iu prose and poetry,
were presented. On the twelfth of April
the prince-bisho- p was escorted proces- -
sionally by some hundreds of the elegy,
a crowd of the ellesian nobility, several
Knights of Malta, and the people of the
city to the cathedral, where, having
been solemnly invested wim me pa- -
ii7)i, he sang the high mass, which was
followed by the Te Deum and benedic-
tion of the blessed sacrament. After
these ceremonies he received at his pal
ace the personal congratulations of the
nobility and other members of the laity.

The Hpw Sew York Mnnonlc Temple.
The new Masonic temple which was

dedicated In New York on Wednesday
fronts 141 fe t on Twenty-thir- d street
and extends ill feet 9 inches ou Sixth
avenue. The drat story is Tuscan, the
second Ionic, tiie third Coiintnian and
the fourth composite, above which is
upreared a very high mansard for the
fifth. The lower story n relieved in
bands of dark (Juiney syenite, the rest
of the building being faced with light-blu- e

granite. A central columniated
pavilion on tbe Twenty-thir- d street
facade 50 feet in width rises to a quad-
rangular dome above the mansard roof.
At each angle are heavily rusticated
pavilions 26 feet in width, and between
these retired curtains each ISA feet wide.
The Sixth avenue facade is iu harmony
with this design in reduced proportions.
The main cornice is 94 feet above the
sidewalk, the mansard 30 feet higher,
and the apex of the dome is at an atti-
tude of 105 feet from the curb level. On
either side of the main entrance ou
Twenty-thir- d street is a massive pillar
of fine bronze, fourteen feet in hight
Each rests upon a base of polished
Scotch granite. Above the "cush-
ion" each pillar is ornamerted with
semi-incise- d lotus flowere. Higher up
appear the three encircling bands, and
at the top of tbe reeded column is a cap,
in the form of au inverted bell, deco-
rated with papyrus leaves and pome-
granates m high relief. In the basket
resting upon this cap is placed a large
globe. That on the easterly pillar is ter-
restrial, the other celestial. Over the
main entrance, rising uehind the pillars
just described, is a p irtico formed of four
Tuscan columns supporting an entabla-
ture. The only other exterior ornamen-
tation requiring remark is the coat of
arms of the Grand Lodge, in bronze,
which is placed on the fifth story, be-
neath the dome. The temple under
ground is as perfect in all its appliances
of necessity and comfort as science, in-
genuity and liberality could make it.
Tho Grand Lodge room is a handsome
hall eighty-fiv- e by ninety-tw- o, and cap-
able of seating one thousand persons.
The Egyptian and Commaudery halls
are also large aud beautifully decorated.
An elevator runs through the building,
and it is fitted with every imaginable
convenience that will tend to increase
the comfort cf the craftsmen.

The system is to build a contin
uou3 row of three-stor- y stone or brick
residences upon each front of a square
or oiock. rnese nouse3 win have am
pie accommodations of all kinds, except
lor coouing and wahing purposes.
These will be located in a house in the
center of the square, ample enough to
serve tno wnoie population of the block
The houses will be rented, and the in-
mates need only employ such servants
a3 mey want for household purposes
The cooking will be done iu the general
kitchen, and paid for at a low rate, so
much per month for each family. The
articles of food can bo purchased low on
account of the quantity used, and there
win be less wages by this plan man any
otuer yet proposed. As to the dwell
ings, they will be cool and comfortable
in summer time on account of the ab
sence of tire for cooking purpose?, and
in winter they will be warmed by steam
in a certain and economical way. The
Boston company intend testing their
plan in St. Louis and some other west-
ern cities. It is held by its friends to be
a vast improvement upon an other plans
ror giving better dwellings to tue me- -
chanic3 and workingmen of large cities.
and the necessity of such a movement
should commend the whole matter to
the attention of benevolent men who
have means to invest in property and
houses.

Ifo Consumption.

Dr. E. M. Wight, of this city, return-
ed night before last from a trip along
Waldeu's ridge, from tho Tennessee
river to Grassy Cove. The object of the
trip was to procure statistics on the prev-
alence of consumption to be incorpor-
ated in a work on that subject now in
course of preparation by Dr. H. L. Bow-ditc- h,

of Boston, Massachusetts. Dr,
Wight informs us that be could not find,
nor could doctors of forty years' practice
iu that section of country, tell him of a
single case of consumption which origi-
nated upon tbe table lands or on tbe
sides of the mountains more tban six
hundred feet above the river. In the
country traversed by him, with a popu-
lation of over two thousand living on
these table lands there was not a single
original case of consumption. There
were cases, but they originated in the
valleys and had come upon tbe moun-
tain in search of health. This is cer-
tainly a. remarkable fact, and would in-
dicate that the elevated table lands of
tho ridge afe peculiarly blessed. No such
exemption from consumption has been
reported to exist in any other localty.
