FINANCE AND TRADE.

In financial quarters the usual
quietude prevails; the stock marked,
however, ehow some movement,butnot
always of a healthy complexion. The
Kew York Tribune of Saturday says, al-

though the ruinou3 railway war is not
ended, or the business of the country re-

vived sufficiently to supply the traiiic
for furnishing divldends.yet In the mar-

ket "there was apparently as much ea-

gerness to buy stocks as if the country
were in the most prosperous condition,
all which comes from the oversold state
of the stock market, a condition of
things which frightens those who are
on that side whenever any bold opera-

tor pleases to take the risk of giving a
strong appearance to the market by per-

sistent buying. This step having been
taken, the boars Invariably do the rest
themselves by all rushing in to cover at
the same moment." Silver in Europe
has declined ftom 57Jd per
ounce In December to 55 jd; it
has become almost to
use silver change, as proposed by the
finance bill of laBt session. At the pres-
ent price of silver in England,
It would not pay to export
United States silver coin, when the
premium on gold does not exceea 13.
Were we to judge from the present state
of the gold market, there would certain-
ly be little reason to anticipate any help
to the redemption of fractional notes
from a falling premium on gold. But
the gradual contraction of the legal-tend-

circulation, the gradual revival of
business and the approach of the period
for moving the cotton ana grain crops
will obviously raise the value, by in-

creasing the demand for the government
notea. There was but a moderate
amount of business doing in exchange
yesterday, and rates remained at the
usual quotations. Gold was steady all
morning at 117 in New York, brokers
here offering 110. Ijocal securities were
without movement or change in quota-
tions. Shelby county scrip was at 70;
State notes at 85.

The cotton market yesterday was
"on the downward track." New York,
after being "lower to sell" in the morn-
ing, dropped Jcfrom its quotation; Nor-
folk quoted and Boston Jc lower.
There was a good inquiry in our mar-
ket, but the biddings were low; the
market, however, unable to resist all the
influences coming against it, gave way,
and the ofllclal quotations Delow are
lowered accordingly. The inquiry ap-

peared to be principally for low and stain-
ed cottons. Some good ordinary sold at
13Jc; low middling, good style, 14Jc,
and some middling at 14 jc, which was
about the established price for
that grade. The closing telegrams
were aa follows: New York quiet and
lower at 15c; eales, 600 bales.

The New York Bulletin, of Saturday,
said: "We again rind a very slow and
tame market for 'spots,' with the turn
in buyers' favor quite decided. Foreign
advices come lower and weak at the de-

cline: contracts have shown depression,
and the demand from all quarters for the
day amounted to very little. Indeed,
there has been nothing sold except a
few small lots to domestic consumers,
exporters entirely withdrawing, few of
the latter class of operators being will-

ing to even name a bid, and it is diffi-

cult to say exactly what could be ob-

tained for any considerable parcel. On
quotations there is a decline of Jc per
pound, and fair offerings at this shrink-
age, with some holders a trifle anxious
to sell, though not allowing their stocks
to come upon the market in such shape
as to cause pressure. On contracts there
was a decided want of strength shown
all day, and prices are off fully J5 32c
The immediate cause of the break was
the abandonment of the market by the
manipulators for a rise, the decline at
Liverpool, and the prostrate condition
of the market for spots. Underlying
this, However, is to be found the weak-
ening influence consequent upon the
continued, universal favorable accounts
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from the crop, which has a tendency to
check desire for investment."
