SUPERINTENDENT PICKETT'S REPORT.
Memphis, Tesk., Juno 11, ls7d,

To the Honorable Hoard of Education:
I can this evening make you a brief

report. We have just closed a year of
more than U3ual success. We have had
an increased attendance over any pre
vious year. It has been a year of good
health among both pupils and teachers,
and nothing has occurred to greauy uis
turb our successfulfprogress. At the be
ginning of June the white schools num
bered 2362 and the colored schools 778
pupils. It seems appropriate at this
time to refer, in short, to the past and
future of our schools. I have been fully
aware for many years that sooner or
later certain important improvements
must be introduced into the general sys
tems of culture, and have greatly de
sired a favorable opportunity to put into
practice a system which indeed should
be no experiment, dih snouiu accoru
with the natural demands of mental
growth. A few ever seem to have ob-

served that time, culture and greatness
can never be successfully forced upon
the human mind. A ptinil may be
taught slowly to count, and poorly to
read, and may receive some ol the ele
ments of knowledge under force and a
system of terihing; but one tht is
driven always stops at the end of his
tasks, nordocs he ever go farther or fast
er than the driver. I entered upon this
work in your schools with mucn confi
dence, believing that the desired condi
tions for progress could be much more
readily attained here than in the cities
where school-system- s are older and these
faults more deeply rooted, in this i
have not been disappointed. Many of
you know to what extent these princi-
ples have been advanced, and with what
success. It renders the school more at
tractive to the pupils, more easily con
ducted by the teachers, and less expen
sive to the pe3p.e. 1 will give exact
figures m the yearly report as to dimi
nution of expenses; am able now to givi
only approximate ie3ults. During the
last year of Mr. Slaughter's superin
tendency, the expenses seem to have
teon nothing unreasonable or uncom
mon; indeed, they were lcs3
than the average of other cities;
and as far as I have
learned no fault or objection was set
forth upon this ground. It has been
shown, and I will make tho exact fig-
ures in my next report, that last year
there was a decrease in the cost of tu
ition of more than four thousand dol
lars. Although the schools were closed
for about,a month and a half during the
epidemic the teachers, by tneirpersever
ing energy, and by adhering to the
principles of the course, creditably com-
pleted the usual year's work. During
the past year we have had but nine
months of teaching, still again have
most thoroughly and faithfully com-
pleted the year's work. Although we
cannot yet give the exact figures to show
the entire costs of the year, still the
books of the secretary render it certain
that under a considerable increase of at
tendance the current expenses will be
less than the year ending Juue, 1873, by
at least six thousand dollars.

Mr.Barnum to-da- y furnished me a con
densed report, showing the attenuance
and average cost per pupil of the colored
schools for the five years named, as fol
lows:

year of nearly or quite two thousand
dollars, without decreasing their num
ber, and if the patrons will cheerfully
support the new order or things, which,
under the present financial condition,
will be an absolute necessity, we feel
assured they will see no falling ofi in the
good results of the Echools. As to the
teachers and their salaries, I would ask
tho board to consider the fact, that hav'
ing already diminished the school year
one month, their yearly income is there-
by diminished ten per cent. The new ar
rangement will throw upon them somo
additional burdens, and they are not, as
some would consider them, mere youths
and novices, but young men and women
who, alter having obtained an education,
are able to show an average experience
oi at least seven years in teaching, rei-
mit me now to offer a word as to myself
anui my relations to tne schools,
Icame at the call, especially, of the old
citizens oi the city, you are also aware
that I made no demand or request as to
salary. I must live, but I have never
been airaid to trust myself iu the hands
of liberal people. I have given myself
to the cause or the schools, and I con-
sider their interest mine, so that if the
board, after the deductions possible in
other directions find it necessary under
the present circumstances to decrease
the salaries of the teachers, I most
cheerfully ask the privilege to take
their condition in this matter. The for-
tunes of the ship must be my fortune.
