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The Mobile Jicgittcr ironically save:

"Some hundred years ago there ww
eome talk in Mobile about having cot-

ton factories. It was concluded, how-

ever, that we were too far from the raw

material, and ii was cheaper to buy
ready-mad- e ahirta from New York.
Eince then there have been spasmodic

attempts on the part of vlBionary young

mm to interest the public mind in the
matter of manufacturing cotton, but the
sterling common feenee of our moneyed

aou has invariably frowned upon such

wild adventures. In Georgia, at Au
guata, the iooplo are not bo conservative
as at Mobile. There they have nauca
much money upon those Yankee inven
Uons known as cotton factories, and
alncular to relate. Instead of being de

frauded out of their investments, they
have actuallyaccumulated money. In
order that our people may understand
the strange infatuation which has seized
upon the good people of Augusta, and
the wild recklessness with which they
have flung their hard-gaine- d earnings
into the spindles and wheels of cotton
factories, we propose to sketch the his
tory of the doomed enterprise which Is

now attracting general attention." This
sarcasm applies with equal force to the
people of Memphis, who seem to nave
a perfect contempt for the absurdity of

building up cotton factories in tne soum
and competing with Boston, situated in
hii.rt nf thfi cotton region. But to
hnnr vriit manufactures does for the

community in which they are located,

we have only to refer to the little town
ofvDurham, on the North Carolina rail-

road, in the county of Orange. It
is an example of what sagacious

application of capital and industry will
do for a people. Ten years ago Durham
was known only as a way-statio- n on the
railroad, and a getting-of- l place for the
University of Chapel Hill. To-da-y it is
literally in every man's mouth, a famil
lar name all over the United States, and
not unknown to the ends of the earth
What has made this mighty change?
Nothing but the introduction of manu
factures. True, it Is mainly.confined to

Rtanle. But the manufacture of

that staple moves the springs of a hun
dred industries. It stimulates the far
mer in the production of a crop which
he sells at good prices'at his very door,

It gives employment to hundreds in the
conversion of.the raw material into the
manufactured article. It give3 work to

the caroenter in the manufacture of
packages. It gives activity to a thou
sand needles in the making of bags. It
draws population, and to meet their
wants mechanics laro called in to con
struct houses. The increase of popula
tion necesitates thelincrease of mercan
tile establishments, and the necessities
of this Increased papulation beget other
trades, Industries and manufactures.
Everybody is busy. Everybody finds
employment. There is no idling, no
loitering, no complaint of dull times.
Thee facts should be pondered by the
people of Memphis and the south. The
future prosperity of Memphis depends to
& great extent on her becoming a man
ufacturine city. The attention of our
business men must be turned to manu
factures as a great source of wealth; for
in this we occupy a vantage ground su
perior to any southern city. Memphis
should supply the whole country
which contributes to her sup-

port the various articles which are
purchased elsewhere. The prosperity
that has been given to the little town of
Durham will be found in every town
and city that engages in manufacturing,
Everywhere in the United States cities
and towns have prospered un-Ie- r the
stimulus of manufactures. The moment
manufacturing establishments are fairly
put in successful operation, the whole
country is transformed as if by magic.
Handsome dwellings appear. .Large
and comfortable echoolhouses are erect'
ed. Banking institutions are formed to
meet the demand for money. Store
keepers drive a profitable trade. Farm-
ers find a ready sale for their produce.
Our own city especially illustrates the
wonderful efficacy of manufactures in
promoting growth and wealth.

THE COTTON' SITUATION.
The New York Chronicle,ot June 12th,

has a carefully prepared article on the
"cotton situation" at the opening of the
present month, from which wo glean
the following interesting facta: This
season planters have exercised unusual
wisdom; there has been more economy,
more use of home-mad- e manures, a
more general growth of food products,
a disposition to borrow leas, and greater
thoroughness of cultivation. Close in-

vestigation shows an increase of thirty
per cent in the use of commercial fer-

tilizers, in addition to the increased at-

tention given to home manures. Last
year there was a tendency toward a re-

duced acreage; this year the tendency is
in the direction of increase. Beyond
controversy, there is no falling off in
acreage, except in Tennessee. This crop
will cost less than any raided since the
war, and, if abundant, will do the south
more real good. The acreage sums up a
total increase of three and a half per
cent. The details are as follows: In-
crease in Florida, two per cent.; in
Ueorgia, three percent.; in Louisiana
and Mississippi, four percent.; North
Carolina, five per cent.; Alabama, six
per cent.; Texas, nine per cent;
Tennessee, a decrease of five
per cent.; in all the other Btates no
change. The increase amounts to three
hundred and seventeen thousand six
hundred and forty-eig-ht acres, on the
smallest estimate:

COMPAKATI YE AC&EAOE AND'ritODUCT.
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Fromjthe above our readere will see
that if the season is very unfavorable,
like that of 1S71-7- 2, so that the yield is
only 170 lbs. per acre, the total crop this
year would be (net weight 440 lbs.)
about 3,574,000 Kles; or if equal to the
unusually good season of 1870-7- 1, the
yield would read 4.5SO.0O0 bales; or
acain, if the weather and surroundings
are similar to last year, the yield would
then bo 3,993,000 bales; or if similar to
the previous (1672-7o- ) year (196 lbs. to the
acre), it would be about 5,118,000 bales.
The condition of the growing crop of
June 1st, has not been more promising
inco the war. The stand is as nearly

perfect as possible; the plant is strong,
green and vigorous, and the fields as
clean as a garden. There are of course
exceptions to this general statement, but

they have scarcely ever been so few and
so limited In extent. Theipreeent con-

dition (June 1st), therefore, we would
give as follows, putting the year 1S70-7- 1

at 100. It should be remarked that the
figures ;of condition for last year were
made up to June LOth, and these arF to
June 1st. 3

These figures, we believe, indicate the
condition of each crop in the earlier
weeks of its development, and show
that the present crop is one of great
promise at the date of this report.

THE PROSPECT.
For ten long years the people of Mem-

phis have lived through hope and de-

spair. For the past two years thebusiness
depression felt at the north has visited
the south, but this i3 disappearing. All
who have at heart the best interests of
the city, sll who desire to see a general
revival of the trade of the country, look
with deep concern upon everything
likely to promote our material interests,
There is no city in the south that has a
richer or larger scope of territory con-

tributing to its trade than Memphis.
When the people of this area are pros-

perous Memphis participates in this
prosperity. Hence it is we do not weary
in repeating, from day to day, the same
unvarying tale which comes to us from
every direction about the crop prospects.
From present indications it is evident
that the year 1875 will be memorable in
the annals of southern agriculture. This
has given new life to Memphis. Every-
body is looking forward to a bright and
prosperous future. The people of the
south are less in debt than at
any time during the past ten years.
Indeed the outlook is most fa-

vorable. Capital feels the inspiration
of new confidence. "With reconcil-

iation and a feeling of brotherhood
throughout the land, the blessing of
Providence seems to have fallen on our
husbandmen with the promise of an
abundant harvest. If this promise be
verified and we doubt not that It will
be the omens which indicate a success'
lul trade will be present in all their full
ness. When this 'good time coming
comes, the past will be regarded as a sea
son of disciplinary probation and our
progressive march as a people will be
firmer and surer than it ever was be
fore."

Why is it that towns so much small
er than Memphis can have cotton and
woolen mills and other manufacturing
establishments, and Memphis has but
fewif any such? Our Humboldt corre
spondent gives an account of a woolen
factory in that place, and we also learn
from him that they are selling in that
place the adjustable spring stirrup,made
in large quantities in Chattanooga
which, on account of its superior excel
lence, is superceding all other stirrups,
While we chronicle with pleasure these
evidences of enterprise in other parts of
the State, we must urge upon our own
people the necessity and profit of engag
ing in similar enterprises.

The Brownsville cotton factory runs
thirty-thre- e hundred spindles. All of
the thread spun in that factory is used
in the same factory in making cloth
Why can we not have cotton facto
ries in Memphis ? This Brownsville fac
tory employs eighty operatives. Let us
have ten factories in Memphis, giving
employment to eight hundred opera
tives, and then the day of prosperity
will begin to dawn.

All of our accounts agree that the
wheat crop in West Tennessee, which Is
being harvested this week, is most ex
cellent. Let the farmers take care of it,
and begin to make preparations to sow
a still larger area next fall.
