New York, June 21. The court-
room was more densely peopled this
morning man it nas been since tbe early
days of the trial, and many ladies were
among the spectators. Mrs. Beecher
was attenileil into court by Ur. .toward
iJeecner. Tilton was early in hts seat.
When the jury was called Beach arose
and continued Ills address. He said
Moulton had been cb arced with faith
lessness in refufing BeecLor copies of
uocumenis ironi lime to time placed
in his hands. On July 2o, 1874, Beecher
applied for copies or Uieee letters, and
Moulton reptied to this letter in August.
The Jury would remember that thortly
after this Moulton obtained the mutual
consent of both parties to bring the pa-
pers In question before the investiiratine
committie. It was not for Traeey, the
advocate or needier, to condemn Moul-to-

who was far below him Beech-
er in intellectual qualities, when
Beecher entered into the poliey of si-

lence, and operated with Moulton for
that end. Defendant should not, there-
fore, blame Moulton for his action in
that respect. Counsel then quoted from
General Tracsy's opening speech in ct

to the part taken by Moulton In
the matter. To represent Moulton as
no special friend of Beecher ia this
matter, said the counsel, was preposter-
ous, for during ;heae years there was not
a day or an hour when his honor and
safety did not depend upon tt is faithful
friend. Tracey says of Moulton, that to
promote chiistianity, in which he did
not believe, be had beeu lesdiug a life of
lies, and divided his wife's kisses with
prostitutes. An attack of this kind,
said Mr. Beach, could not be tolerated,
and no man who made such an attack
as this could belong to the profession to
which they belonged, and the worst
of this attack was, that it was
not his own production which he was
reading in the toue of a schoolboy who
had but imperfectly learned his lessons.
Tnis came from a man who had given
his oath of honor not to appear against
the plaintiflj and was caused by Moul-ton- 's

refusal to surrender the papers
placed with him under mutual consent
that they should not be given to one
party without tho consent of the other.
There was one other witcvn who had
borne testimony to the confessions of
the defendant a woman who had been
eulogized by Beecher iu his letters and
the question is: Was she to be believed?
This woman had b?en charged by Mr.
Porter, in his defense, as a conspiratress
and consorting with prostitutes, making
her house a rendezvous and exposing
hereon to their influence. It was not
bad enough to include Tilton and Moul-
ton in thi3 categpry. but they couldn't
stop until they had included the mother
also. His friend Porter charged that
Mrs. Moulton was a perjurer, and not to
be believed, and had the other side not
endeavored to show by witnesses that
Mrs. Moulton's stories were not to bo
credited? A very serious charge was
I rought in the outset against Mrs. Moul-
ton, and raised by Mr. Shearman, that
when on the stand she did not once look
in the face of Evarts, and Evarts him-
self said her glances were furtive; but
she had not that gift of dramatic effect
possessed in an eminent degree by Bes-
sie Turner and also by Beecher himself,
which was so dear to the hearts of Ply-
mouth church and their brilliant ushers.
Perhaps Mrs. Moulton saw nothing at-
tractive in the face of Evarts to look at.
Laughter, which was rebuked by Judge

Neilsou. Mr. Beach then cited passages
from letters of Beecher, in wnich he
spoke In the highest terms of her. The
counsel also quoted irora Mrs. Moulton's
testimony in respect to the advice she
gave Beecher when ho came to her and
confessed his sin. She favored a con-
fession, not in secret, but iu public, and
to his church. This advice appealed to
the judgment of Beecher in his cooler
moments, as is shown by some of his
letters. Mr. Beach quoted further from
Mrs. Moulton's testimony iu regard to
Beecher's opinion of her, when he said
she always seemed to him like a section
of the day of judgment; when she con-
tended that he would be forgiven by a
full and free confession made to his
church. This was the only way, said the
counsel, of obtaining forgiveness for his
ein and reconciliation, and this was what
any christian woman would have said.
You are combating with the world,
Beecher; you are giving cause of of-

fense, and scandalizing your pulpit;
the only way of escaps and to redeem
yourself from this trouble was o con-
fess your sin ; plead forgiveness of your
God, and your sincerity to be ruled.
This was the only method by which for-
giveness was to be obtained. It
bad been argued in t 'lis case
that it was very improbable that
Beecher, if an adulterer, should advise
aeenaration between Mrs. Tiiton aud
her husband. But the jury should remem
ber tnat up to tne nigiit or the rourtu or
September, 1870, Beecher was not awaro
that Mrs. Tilton had confessed to her
husband the previous July, and he was
therefore in ignorance of that disclosure.
What had be to fear from giving such
an advice? Mr. Beach then quoted from
the testimony of Mrs. Moulton in regard
to an alleged conversation with Mrs.
Tilton, in which ehe said that Beecher
was a g'MMl man, and that she (Mrs. Til-
ton) would sacrifice her husband and
truth to save Beecher; and that she,
thought, under the circumstances,
she would be justified in telling a lie.
But, said the speaker, this hadibeen de-
nied by Btecher as a fabrication. Mrs.
Moulton speaks this without any hesita-
tion aud with a consciousness of tbe
truth of her story, wnich should impress
the jury. Did Mrs Moulton coin the
expression " a section of the day of
judgment?" and who doubted but that
it was the utterance of Beecher, and en-
tirely consistent with his rnode3 of ex-
pression and thought, and it was not the
production of this i&Jy ? The wholecred-ibilit- y

of the statement of this lady was
placed on the date at which this inter-
view was fixed by her; and Beecher
cays that he was not at her house that
day. Counsel quoted from the opin-
ion of Chief Justice Shaw, in the Web-
ster case, as to tbe proving of an alibi,
and also from an article in one of the
morning papers of April 0, 1875, which
counsel pronounced to be sound and sa-
gacious. Beecher swears, said counsel,
that on the morning of the second of
June, between nine and ten o'clock, that
he was in consultation with Kinsella
as to the form of the card which
h nuhlirihed thatdav? hut thailr.-iwfni- I

up of a card of fifteen or twenty lines
would not occupy very much time on
the part of two such learned minds.

Thon, Mr. Beecher says, he crossed over
to tho ChrUtian Union office,
and the question is, where was
Beecher between this interview
and leaving for the office of the
Christian Union, in New York? An in
terview of two hours under such circum
stances aa had occurred might well have
led iirs. Moulton to believe tnat it nau
lasted three or four hours. Where was
Mr. Beecher between nine and eleven
o'clock ard twelve? One hour, he says
was spent In conversation with Ivinsei
la. Mrs. Moulton says he was In her
house under the circumstances she
details. KInsella was in this city; editor

Mr. Beach continued his argument in
of the proposition that the ue

feus-- had failed to prove an ahbi, and
sold Mrs. Moulton's story was true, anu
that he was not guilty of presumption
in saying that every honest juror felt it
in his heart to ba true. He did not
mean by this the juror who had said
that Mr. Beecher was too great a man to
fall; who shut his heart and ears to the
evidence, and loosing only to ine gran-
deur of Mr. Beecher's character, be-

lieved that he was upholding Christian-
ity iu thepuipit and temple he defiled.
Mr. Beach ureed that Mrs. Moulton
should not be branded by the verdict of
this jury to save any man or cnurcn
from the consequences of the truth.

mouth church be razed then permit a
lady, respected as this lady was, to be
dishonored by an unjust verdict, the ef-

fect of which would also disgrace her
child. He knew the Influences to which
some of this jury were exposed, but they
should not he permitted to weign ior a
moment against the considerations
which he had urged. The counsel then
said that the fact that Tilton had con-
doned his wife fault had been made the
text of severe reprobation by the other
side, who argued from this that the
charge of seduction was untrue. But if
Tilton believed that his wife was guilt
less in spirit, aud had been deceived by
Beecher's sophistry so as to believe that
sho had only done her duty, it was an
much his duty to forgive & ir she nan
been forced by bodily violence. In any
event, said Mr. Beaeh, it was a chris
tian's duty toward a KUlity wife who re
pented and confessed, in view of the ex-
ample set by our Savior to the Magdalen,
whatever might he the hrsc repulsive
emotions of the husband. It was not in
the nature of manhood to reject
the wire's appeal - for herself
and her children. To condone
there must first be sin. Condonation
meant forgiveness of sin. When Mr.
Beecher said that Tilton had condoned
his wife's fault, he made a substan
tial confession. It was a somewhat no-
table event, said the counsel, when Til
ton appeared in Plymouth church on an
occasion in which a question arose as to
whether he had slandered the pastor,
and in the face of Plymouth church and
its members, challenged an investiga-
tion. One would suppose that when
this church was convulsed with this dif-
ficulty, it would seem that when the
judiciaries of the church had Tilton be
fore them, that was the time when in
jured innocence would have stood up in
the person of .tt.W.iieecner ana cleared
himself. Would he not have done so
had he been innocent? But Mr. Beech-
er, who was so proud to-da- y when con-
fronted by Tilton, then slunk from tho
issue. I have no charge to make, said
Mr. Beecher. Why was it that this
matter was not then examined, when
the circumstances were favorable for
settling it? Tho counsel then quoted
from Tiiton's testimony in regard to
Beecher telling him of Mrs. Hook-
er desiriug to tell the mem
bers of Plymouth church, from
tho nuii.it. of his relations with
Mrs. Tilton, and in which Mr. Beecher
did not contradict tho story. Were we
to disregard such evidence, and refuse
to hear such an appeal as this from Til-
ton? If the jury believe that Beecher
approached this woman, and he denies
it, then h's evidence went for nought on
tfie proposition or his learned Mend,
Mr. Evarts, "false in one thine, false in
all." When the West charges were pend-
ing, and Mrs. Bradshaw was a witness.
on the fourth of October, 1873, she was
then a mem her or Plymouth church.
The counsel then read a letter written to
Beecher by her about this time, and
said that this was written by a woman
wno wished to protect air.Jtseecher, and
who would give her right hand rather
than any harm should happen to him.
The answer to this note from Beecher
was also read by Mr. Beach, and he
asked the jury if they believed that
there was not the slightest shadow of
offense on the part of Beecher, or that
he had not been guilty of the slightest
impronriety toward this lady. It was
admitted that Beecher had prepared a
resignation, and in his letter he declared
his willingness to sacrifice himself for
Tilton to step down and out. What a
spectacle this was, and what a situation
for an innocent man to place himself in!
This was a proposition advanced by
two intelligent and honest men, that
Beecher bad not the slightest taint of
guilt about him. This was in Beecher's
letter, and he could not deny it; he was
wining to sacrince himself and his in
terests. If he was innocent, why should
he forsake his pulpit and duties? By
any penitent act could Beecher more
earnestly declare his guilt of this sin?
This was a fact which could not consci-
entiously be removed, as it was down
on the reccrd, and it could not be pushed
aside. The jury must deal with it hon-
estly and logically; and if they did it to
the advantage of Beecher,tho juiy would
have an inconceivable power of logic.
Mr. Beach then read the letter of
Beecher to Mrs. Tilton, written in 1870,
wherein he says that ,lGod was kinder
to him than his own thoughts." Qhis
was written after Mr. Beecher had writ-
ten in another letter that he could not
visit Tiiton's house without his consent,
and he did not think it would be safe to
do it without that. After he found he
had disturbed Tiiton's household it was
then that Beecher decided to write these
letters, clandestine letters they had
been called. It was then he sent these
letters to this woman fomenting her
passions, and appealing to her affections,
and bearing in the face of the theory he
presented in this court the indelicacy o'
loving without solicitation. It was at
the time when the horrors of death
hung around him that he sent these
letters flowing with expressions of love,
and exerting all his influence to wean
this woman from her home and chil-
dren, instead of admonishing that a
woman, as nprie3t, Bhould show her in-
delicacy of her affection In these letters
expressing hio feeling toward her.

The sixth juror, G. Hull, expressed his
disapprobation at tho manner in which
the counsel had made undue reflections
on the jury, and said that the jury had
several times to sit and hear these re-

flections, and complained that it was
too bad, besides being kept away from
their homes for six months to have to
listen to the insinuations of counsel; the
fact was, the jury had not been ap-
proached, except by means of envelopes,
producing one enclosing cuttings from
the New York Sun.

Judge Neilson said the juror misun-
derstood the counsel's remarks in the
heat of the debate.

Mr. Beach remarked that he had good
reason to believe that members of the
jury had been approached, which he
would present to the court at another
time. He madeno imputation against
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the Jury, but he could prove that they
had been approacueu.

Mr. Abbott protested against the un
professional mode in which these state
ments had been nut forward.

Mr. Shearman also challenged the
gentleman to produce his proou men
and there, isome hisses Dy tne auui
ence 1

Mr. Beach replied that Mr. Shearman
epoke without knowledge, inasmuch as
the parties in sympathy with the de-

fendant could easily use moneys for
purposes not known to him. He replied
that he had not charged any of thejury
until he was called out by the appeal of
the juryman; he would be soiry if he
had said anytniug ouensive to ine jury
men. or to have done anything to in
Jure the cause- - of his client, for that he
would have no right to do, but as they
had been challenged, he would now
ask hij honor to name the time ana
nlflce for the production of his proofs,

Judge Neilson suggested that tho
proper time would be at the close of the
case, when eomeoouy wouiu nave 10 ue
punished. The matter was then dropped
anu tne court aujourueu.

Fortunately but Little Loss of Life is
Reported Houses Unroofed and

Sheds and Fences Blown
Down.'

The Most Terrible Storm since I84i--

Sansas City Drenched vritlfRnin
n&llroads Washed, Etc.

Kansas City. Mo., June 16. A ter
rific storm of wind, rain and hail passed
over the central portion of the State this
eveniug, doing very serious damage to
crops m the vicinity oi tne btaie capital.
Strauge reports come from Lafayette
county, near Lexington, of the appear--

anceul uiuuuuaui iuaus iu tuut viuiunj.
A big box of them was taken to Sedalia
last night. Farmers are appalled at tho
prospective damage by grasshoppers anu
toads.

Sedalia. Mo.. June 16. Tho heaviest
rain for many years leii here this even-
ing, between three aud four o'clock.
Tho streets were fairly deluged with wa-

ter, ravines filled to overflowing, and
basements filled. The damage by water
amounts to one thousand dollars. Seve-
ral sheds were blown down by tho ter-

rific wind, and in the country fences
were generally demolished or washed
away by the flood. It is believed that
myr'ads of grasshoppers were drowned,
as the prairie, in places, is covered with
water.

Clarksville. Tekk., June 18. Dur
ing a heavy thunder-stor- m which passed
over this city thismorning.the Method-
ist church cupola was struck by light
ning, which tore away a portion oi tne
woodwork withoutinjuringthe building
materially. A large oak tree standing
in the lawn in front of Mrs. M. R. Stack-er'-o

residence was also struck.
Cumberland City, Tenn., June 17.

We were visited on Wednesday, the
tenth instant, with by the severest
storm of wind aud rain that was ever
known in this vicinity. The crops oi
wheat, oats and corn are all injured to
some extent, and there was more timber
blown down and destroyed than was
ever known before. Some cattle and
hogs were killed by the falling timber.
No human lives lost as far as known.
No dwellings of any consequence were
blown down, The storm extended over
a great width of country, and was the
hardest and longest blow of wind and
the heaviest rain over seen here.

Ringgold. Ga., June 1C The wind
blew pretty stiff here, but inflicted slight
damage. A tree was blown down near
the one hundred and eighteenth mile-pos- t,

breaking tho telegraph wire. No
rain.

Tunnel Hill, Ga., Juna 16. The
storm was fierce here, blowing down a
negro church, reuces, trees, etc. sso
one injured so far as heard from. No
rain.

Dalton, Ga., June 16. The storm
did no damage here. No rain.

Calhoun, ga., June lb. me wind
to-d- ay struck Calhoun at three o'clock,
taking off" a part of the roof of the rail
road depot, blowing down several sheds
and a number of trees, fences, etc. The
storm was due east. No rain. Other
points between Calhoun and Atlanta re
port no damage done. No rain reported
except about lour nines irom quanta.

Augusta, Ga., June' 16. Ninety-si- x

in the shade to-da- A severe wind
storm passed over the city this evening,
uprooting trees and tearing down signs.
No serious damage done in this vicinity.

Rhea's Springs, Tenn., June IS.
The storm of Wednesday evening was
terrific. The largest trees went down
before the wind by dozens. The path of
the storm was ten or twelve miles wide,
and from southwest to northeiist,
through Rhea and Meigs counties. Tim-
ber went down before it like reeds, and
roofs were blown off' in all directions.
There is no loss of life reported.

Cleveland, Tenn., June 18. Yes
terday evening a heavy wind-stor-

passed over this place and vicinity,
damaging some buildings, prostrating
fences, wheat shocks, etc. The gale
was about as heavy as we have ever
seen. sut little rain accompanied it.

Athens, Tenn., June IS. A heavy
storm of wind and rain passed over this
place about three o'clock yesterday
afternoon. For ten minutes the wind
was terrific, and knocked things about
Eretty lively. A number of trees were

down, and others stripped of their
branches. There is a good deal of tim-
ber down in the country around. Fences
were blown away and the wheat shocks
scattered in all directions. At this place
the roof of the old Methodist church was
slightly damaged.

Augusta, Ga., June 17. Yesterday
evening about seven o'clock a black
cloud approached the city, apparently
from the northwest. In a moment a
heavy gale was sweeping through the
streets, banging shutters to and fro, and
raising immense clouds of dust, which
hid everything from view. For some
minutes a perfect panic prevailed. Ev
erybody seemed to be under the impres
sion that a tornado was about to com
mence its work of destruction. Men,
women and children rushed into stores
and dwellings, and in a moment the
pavements were deserted. Fortunately
the gale was of short duration, and the
damage caused by it was comparatively
light. As far as we have been able to
learn no one was injured and no dwell-
ings damaged. The tin roof of the tin-sh-

belonging to the Georgia railroad
was ripped off by the force of the wind.
Tbe gale howled through the Union de-
pot at a furious rate, and parties in the
building looked up toward the roof some-
what apprehensively.

Nashville, June 19. From a gen-
tleman who arrived here from Shelby-vill- e

yesterday, says the Banner, we
learn that the recent storms had done
considerable damage to tho wheat crop,
a large proportion of that cereal having
been blown down. Instead of the
reaper the scythe will have to be used
in saving the grain, which he believed
in this way could be successfully, though
more laboriously, harvested. A large
number of trees were felled, the storm
having swept over the entire county.
Little's warehouse and the building oc-
cupied by Wilhoite& Brothers had their
roofs injured, but the damages were
subsequently repaired. A portion of the
slate roofing on the courthouse was
blown off A good many shade trees in
in the town were leveled with the earth.

A small part of the roof on Cie Medical
college, in this city, was b. own off in
the storms Thursday night.

Kansas City, June 21. The most
terrific storm since 1S44, visited thlssec-tio- n

on Sunday night. It began about
nine o'clock and lasted four or five
hours. The rain poured down in tor-
rents, and was accompanied by a severe
wind and hail and terrible thunder and
lightning. Several houses in the city
wero struck by lightning and several
were unroofed. Immense damage was
done to many cellars by water. The storm
extended over the country for an area t
fifty or more miles to the south or south-
west, but H did not extend very
far north. The damage to farms is vei y
great, fences being washed away 'd
fields of corn on the bottom lands sub-
merged and damaged. Railroads suf-
fered severely; three bridges are washed
away on the Fort Scott road and two on
the Kansas Pacific road. A train of six
cars was ditched on the North Missouri
road. No trains arrived to day on any
road, except the Hannibal and St. Jo-
seph and the North Missouri. The latter
roads and the Missouri Pacific sent out
trains this evening, but none of the
others. It is thought that arrangements
for transferring passengeru over the
breaks will be perfected on all
the roads, but it willbesome time before
the bridges are replaced. No loss of life
has as yet been reported, but there were
many narrow escapes. What few grass-hopDe- rs

were left ar .entirely extermin-
ated, and the farmers will immediately
replant their damaged fields in early
com.
