Beach Closes Amid Hearty A-

New York, June 23. Mr. Beecher
and wife came into court this morning,
also Mr. Tilton, before the

began. The number of
spectators was smaller than usual. After
the court opened, Mr. Evarts said that,
in regard to the judge's charge, they had
revised their charges, and that after the
chargo was delivered they woulu be
presented to the court. Mr. Beach then
continued his address and his quota-
tions from tho works of Beecher, and
spoke of his invitation to all the parties
who loved the Iord Jesus, and who were
not members of any church, to com-
mence in fellowship with him.

Mr. Shearman objected to these cita-
tions from the sermons or lectures of
Mr. Beecher, ou the ground that the
were not placed in ovidence.

Mr. Evarts intimated that, from these
quotations made from Mr. Beecher's
writings that were not placed in evi-

dence, the jury might confound them
with some of tho testimony which was
in evidence.

Mr. Beach argued that he made the
quotations not as evidence, but on the
contrary, as theories bv this defendant.

Judge Neilson suggested that Shear-
man could mako objections when Beach
got through, and Beach broke out with,
"Tho gentleman is wrong; my quota-
tions ate correct, and I challenge! him
to provo that they are wrong." "And
I," said Shearman, "accept the chal-
lenge."

Mr. Shearman was then about to read
a sermon in which an invitation to ta

was extended, when Beach
ohje tsd to him reading any or the whole
of the article from which he had quoted.

Judge Neilson ruled that Shearman's
objections would be in order when Beach
closed his addre3s.

Mr. Shearman said he would offer an
objection to every quotation made by
counsel from Mr. Ueechei's writings.

Counsel then continued his citations,
and said that Beecher says many partB
of the New Testament.have grown old,
miracles have grown old and are out of
date; and counsel said that if they could
strike out the miracles, these evidences
of a Godhead, why not strike out the
eermon on the Mount and the Lord's
prayer; and when scoffers and sneerers
doubted the authenticity of the bible
and the divine character of Christ, did
not they point to the miracles He
wrought? And he who, blotted out a
word of holy inspiration doubted his
God. On that memorable first of June,
1S73, Beecher published a sermon in
which he substantially abolished hell,
and said that if one sinner was ad-

mitted to heaven, why not the second
and third, and so on, until at last the
bottom one of all. This was considered
throughout the world, said Beach, as a
denial of the existence of that plan of
future punishment denominated in the
bible as hell. Counsel was endeavoring
to show that when this man assailed
other parties for their heresy
and heterodoxy, he should look
well to his own doctrines. Beach
also quoted somo remarks of Beecher's
in regard to a sermon preached by
Jonathan Edwards in respect to sinners
in the hands of an angry God. Beecher
had said that the reading of this sermon
by a persou.of weak nerves, alone, and at
midnight, would be enough to make
him insane. The speaker then read an
extract from the sermon preached by
Beecher as indicating that the latter
cencedei that tbesoul must pass through
some purification after death before its
entrance into heaven, thus inculcating
the doctrine of purity in opposition to
the teachings of the Westminster cate-
chism and the belief of orthodox Protest-
ants. Beecher had not a very high
opinion of the orthodox churches. In
one of his works he speaks of the rich
and orthodox church being filled with
practical infidelity and unthought-o-f
doctrines which belong to an orthodox
church. Beecher had peculiar notions.
He says the pulpit should be turned into
a lyceum for the consideration of local
or political topics wnicu agitate society,
and which may be properly admitted
into the pulpit and discussed by
an anointed minister of God, and
tho custom had been followed
by the pastor of Plymouth church.
Beecher's sermons were filled with these
worldly topics, and his expressions
about them caused applause among his
auditors. In a late eermon of Beecher's
counsel had observed in newspapers that
laughter was caused ny the great
preacher fourteen times.

Mr. Shearrnan But laughter is not
applause.

Mr.Beach It is applause; and(turniDg
to his interrupter) my friend Shearman,
I dare say, was the loudest laugher of
them all. Beach then said: Mr. Beech-
er, in one of his sermons, says that he
prays on the same principle that a cork
Is forced out of a bottle. A very good
principle, commented thespeaker, when
heart and soul are ovei flowing with re-
ligion. Tha counsel then quoted an ex-tra- g

from one of Beecher's talks, in
which he said he would rather have
been the Prodigal son than his brother,
who was too stingy to get drunk and too
unsympathetic to be lascivious.

Mr. bhearman taKed from what that
extract was taken, and Mr. Beach re-

plied, from the newspaper report, to
which Mr. Shearman protested, in a
tone of great indignation, that it was an
outrage on justice, and that the extracts
were incorrectly reported. This he
knew, and he would pledge his profes-
sional word.

Mr. Shearman maintained that it was
pretty evident that all this wa3 not in-
tended as evidence, but was calculated
to prejudice tho jury and the public
against Mr. Beecher.

Judge Neilson stated that theso ex-
tracts were not submitted to the jury as
evidence, and asked Mr. Beach to pro-
ceed with his argument.

Mr. Shearman (excitedly) I protest
against any further quotations.

Mr. Beach Will my irascible friend
allow me to proceed?

Mr. Shearman All this can have no
eflect at all.

Ex-Jud- Morris Well, it seems to
have an effect on you.

Judge Neilson then stated that be had
read the sermon on the "Prodigal Son,"
as;reported in the Christian Union.

Mr. Porter arose and declared that he
desired to take exceptions to this remark
of the court.

Mr. Beach continuing, said it had been
a marvel to the christian world, that
while this trial was proceeding Beecher
was able to c mtinue tho functions of his
jDflice; that through these four years of
torture and anxiety this man had stood

up the admired of all admirers. The
jury did not understand the greatness or
this man's character, his power and
grandeur. He had a great iron will which
sustained him through these four years,
when he was plunged in remorse and
despair t the thought of this trial.
Beecher's whole estimato of this case
was that on a certain day he wad ap-
proached by Bessie Turner, who made
distressing revelations to him concern-
ing the troubles of the Tilton household.
These troubles concerned a man whom
he had known from boyhood. They re-

sided in the eame city; yet Beecher tells
you that without any consultation about
the truth of these stories, without any
iffrt at kindly remonstrance, he ad-

vises a separation; that after a while
cornea a charge made by this man against
Beecher a charge of Inhuman impro-
prieties with the wife of that man.
Beecher says he believes that the charge
waB forced from the wife by the impor-
tunities of her husband; and in a news-
paper Beecher eulogizes this disturber of
his wife's peace, and for three years
praises him for his kind- - and friendly
feeling toward bim (Beecher), the man
who made tho charges against Beecher,
and forced his wife into the accusations
as a conspirator. Then when Moulton
cornea into the case he learns that he
has alienated the affections of the wife
from her husband, and introduced dis-

cord into the household. Take this story
In ita imperfect outline; did It conform
to the Instincts of our nature, and were
these statements of the defense accepta-
ble to tho judgment of this jury? The
cousel submitted that they were incred-
ible and not worthy belief; and if the
jury examined it carefully they could
not fail but see the fauit of it, and the
evidence of an ingenius mind driven to
the brink of remorse and despair.

after recess
Beach resumed his argument. He said
that he was obliged to speak with sever-
ity of a professional brother, and there
was no more repulsive or disagreeable
duty which a lawyer could have to per-

form than that, but asTracey had seen
fit to place himself on the stand, and
had contradicted three of the witnesses
fjr the prosecution, ho had no choice
and was compelled to consider his testi-
mony, together with the attitude he oc-

cupied in this case. The witness had
unequivocally contradicted Tilton,
Moulton and Franklin Woodruff on a
material issue in this cause; he had
played in this scandal a versatile part,
and had filled ita phases with equal zaal
and abandon. When Beecher's case was
in Bore need of a witness to contradict
what was testified to by three witnesses
for the plaintiff, Tracey leaped into the
breach aud sacrificed himsell for his
client; ho stood in the same attitude as
Beeeher, opposing his unsupported word
to that of three gentlemen whose repu-
tation was equal to his own. Evarts and
Porter hadjsaid that the action of Tracey
had received their sanction. He had the
greatest respect and regard for these gen-Ueme- n,

professionally and socially, but
on this point he was compelled to differ
from their opinion ana regard the course
of Tra.ey as involving professional
treachery and personal dishonor. Ap-
plause. Beach cited a number of
instances in which American courts had
strongly reprobated the appear-
ance of a lawyer in the dual
character of counsel and witness.
Would a,oy gentleman of honor suppose
that Tracey had the right to act as
counsel for Beecher? Now, said the
counsel, Moulton swears in his direct
testimony that he communicated to
Tracey that Tiiton had preferred a charge
of criminal intimacy with his wife
against Beecher.

Mr. Shearman here interrupted, and
said that Tracey had always beea acting
as counsel of Beecher.

Mr. Beach said this counsel and his ad-
vocates could not skulk away from the
fact that he was acting as the advocate of
Tilton. The jury might remember that
Tilton had told Tracey he did not under-
stand the etiquettejof the profession; and
Tracey replied that no matter about the
etiquette of the profession, he would pro-
tect his relations at all hazards. Tr&cey
and his friends had challenged this issue,
and if the profession will tolerate such a
breach of faith as that it will become,
and ought to become, a byword and a
scorn. Mr. Beach read the resolution
entered into by lawyers against
abandoning one side of a case" and
taking up the other. I leave that
part o' the subject, and only regret that
I had to refer to it; the subject
will be left to the consideration of oth-
ers. My argument now is finished. All
these disagreeable circumstances are
past, and I am glad I am free from
them. We have communed for some
time on great themes associated with
the highest interests of humanity, truth
and morality; all the great topics which
stir humanity have mingled in our com-
munion. If anything can exalt us to a
nobler conception of the beauties of
truth it is a scene like this, so full of
grave responsibility. I havo felt my in-
ability worthily to meet the duties of my
position in the face of adversaries so
cunning of fence; but the race is not
always to the swift nor the battle to tho
strong. I have little faith in my own
skill, but I have an infinite trust in that
justice which rules the world and notes
the fall of the sparrow. On the coat of
arms and seal of your city is the motto,
'Bight makes might," and on any day
of public celebration it shines upon tho
fiag which is flung out from the dome of
your city hall. It is the one which en-
courages and strengthens weakness in
its contest with arrogance and power. It
is tho sentiment which has sustained
my client in all the difficulties and dis-
couragements of this trial, and which
will sustain, and eventually, I trust,
redeem him, because it bears the prom-
ise of Him whose word shall never fail.
Wearied and worn with this trial, I yet
part from you with a respectful regret.
Our long association, bringing us into
intimacy, impresses me with kindly
sentiments and interest lor each one of
you. We have stood befoiethis com-
munity animated by a common object,
seeking after the right, in honest sincer-
ity, and without distemper, free from
turbulent influences, anxieties and sym-
pathies of an excited people, actuated
by a desire to uphold the strong pillars
of the temple ot truth and honesty, and
to preserve tho altar of God from efforts
aimed at its ruin. The struggle this
day is between the law and a great char-
acter and u great church. If the latter
triumph and the law is trodden down,
wee unto him who calleth good evil and
evil good. May it please your honor, it
need not that I should express the com-
mon sentiment of my associates and
myself as we recall tha indulgent dig-
nity and fearless learning with which
you have guided us through the tangled
mazes of this trial. You can receive no
nobler tribute than that offered by our
adversaries, fighting every step of the
case, sprinkling the record all
over with exceptions, they have
acknowledged the entire accuracy of
your numerous decisions; you have the
gratification to know that you have
worked no injuiy to the defendant. I
indulge the hope that the feelings of re-
gard with which you have honored us
will, aa well as my own warm feelings
toward yourself, grow and increase after
the close of these toilsome days. I can
not close without expressing my grate-
ful thanks to my noble friends and asso-
ciates. If any merit has attended my
efforts it is due to their sagacity and
wise counsel; posting me in the front of
battle, they have still stood as its lead-
ers. It has been a great loss that by un-
avoidable circumstances my friend Gen-
eral Pryor has been so much awav from
the case. If he has not stricken so
many blows in the field, he has been tho
wisdom of our cabinet. Deeply are we
all indebted to his ready and large learn-
ing and judicious counsel. You will
credit me when I declare that tho duty
I have performed baa been unwelcome
and painful. I have not spoken aught
in malice. I leave this cause without
the slightest asperity of feeling toward
any one; filled with unaffected ad-
miration of the transcendent quali-
ties of my distinguished antagonists.
No one admires more than myself the
maguificent genius of the defendant.

Library

Rich as he is in mental endowments,
prodigal aa his labors have been, they
cannot shelter an offense against the
law.

the wisest, greatest, meanest of man-
kind. Toward great men who fall is
disgrace like this. As Whittier, New
England's gifted poet,, writes, iu his
poem called Ichabod: "So fallen, so lost,
the light withdrawn which once he bore,
the glory of his gray hairs gone for ever-
more." Deride him not.

Mr. Beach then submitted his cause
to thejury, by reading an extract from
an address of Daniel Webster. The ex-

tract was an admonition to the jurors to
do their whole duty, according to their
oaths, regardless of consequences.
Hearty applause followed.

Mr. Abbott said they had a number of
requests to make in his charge, and
asked if his learned friend desired to
make any.

We have none to make, said Mr.
Beach.

We will hear your requests now, said
Judge Neilson.

Mr. Abbott then read the requests to
charge, which were very voluminous
and fifty-fiv- e in number, aud of which
a copy was handed to the court. During
his reading of the requests, Mr. Abbott
quoted from several authorities, to which
Morris objected, on the ground that the
counsel was using arguments, but Judge
Neilson said that the reading of them
could do no harm. Auyway, said he,
they all relate to divorce cases, and I am
perfectly familiar with them.

When Mr. Abbott had finished his
reading, Mr. Beach arose and requested
that the court appoint some -- time and
place for hearing of an application to
re-op- the case, on the ground of newly
discovered evidence. To this Judge
Neilson stated that he would like to
hear what the defense had to say about
it; but Mr. Evarts replied that he had
nothing to eay in the matter. Judge
Neilson said tnere was no necessity for
fixing a time and place to hear tho mo-

tion, aa no objection was raised by the
other side; and that if the affidavits
which counsel said be had to sustain tho
application were given him he would
examine them, and give his decision to-

morrow before he began his charge. The
affidavits were then passed up to his
honor and the court adjourned.

Napa, Cal., June 1G. It has been a
long time since I have bad a bout with
you, or a talk with your readers. I am
going to have both now, with your per-
mission. What the dickens led you to
reprint those stale frauds of returning
dead-beat- s in reference to California?
Whoever returns from here and says he
can't get anything to do, or he went
hungry, or any other such stuff, is a
fraud. There is work enough here for
people who w!sh to work, and there is
enough of good, clinking, linging coin
to pay for it. Why, my dear fellow,
there are more new houses in process of
construction in San F'rancieco to-da- y

than in the entire south. By the way,
speaking of houses, the party you quot-
ed from alleged as against us that rents
in San Francisco were enormously high.
Admit that to be the fact, and what does
it prove? That houses are in great de-

mand, and in great demand because
there is use for them, and people wish to
use them because it will be profitable so
to do. I can tell a bigger rent
story than your man. The Occi-
dental hotel Is on Montgomery street,
extending from Bush to Sutter; it has
two corner stores, consequently. These
stores each rent for $1500 per month;
the one is used as a drugstore and the
other as a dry-goo- shop.

You
think so? Tho savings banks of San
Francisco have 63,000 depositors, who
have duo them not quite $56,000,000!
Stop a few moments and quickly digest
the logic of this wonderful fact.

His brother-in-la- Claiborne, is work-
ing for the gas company, and doing very
well. Is an enthusiastic Californian.

He Speaks to Cincinnati on tlir Cngm-cit- y

and Wants of the 2Xlsslssliil
Vollex The Present and the

Fntnre.

Cincinnati, 0 June 23. Postmaster-Ge-

neral Jewell arrived in the city
this morning and was on the floor
of the chamber of commerce to-da- y

at noon, and was Introduced to the
members by Colonel Holloway, presi-
dent of the chamber, in a few well
chosen words. General Jewell, after
thanking the chamber for the warmth
o lite reception, said; "T am delighted
to hear yourpresident say thai you com-
mend the idea that the government of-

fices should be conducted for the benefit
of the public, and not for the benefit of
individuals; and I find that in every at-
tempt to conduct the department in
which I preside, on theso principles, I
have been met by tokens of approval
from the commerce community all over
the country. Therefore I believe it en-
tirely possible to conduct any depart-
ment or the government and run it in
the interest of itself, promoting celerity,
security and accuracy of the mail in its
ramification, and the doing away with
s ime of the red tape which has hereto-
fore encumbered it. I was not aware
of the extent of this mighty country
until I come to look at it. I find it en-
tirely impossible to do our postal busi-
ness exclusively in postoffices located in
cities; therefore it is being largely done
on wheels. I find in the valley of Mis-
sissippi twelve hundred clerks, distribu-
ting letters and papers as the cars are in
motion, and I find that thsy distribute
more than forty million of letters per
month. I find that the Cincin-
nati postoffice, the fifth in
sfze in the country, distributes
fifty thousand letters per month, from
twenty to twenty-fiv- e tons of mail mat-
ter, altogether. Coming from New Eng-
land, where our territory is rather con-
tracted, I feel rather swamped by the
size of this western country; and when
I see your vast number of acres of farm
land, and remember the productive
capacity of this section of country, and
contrast it with the meager capacity of
my own, I am not surprised that I find
so much more thrift and' prosperity out
here than I did at home; and I look to
no distant future when this great coun-
try will have its teeming millions, and
you will be able to control every ques-
tion of commerce and trade, and I have
no doubt you will in tho future, as in the
past, be ready to lend a hand to all who
are struggling for freedom, for education
and for'progress." At the close of his
remarks he was enthusiastically ap-
plauded.
