What (be Fever Tree has Accoiupllstif d
for I'cver-Slrlcke- n Countries.

The or blue-gu- m tree of

Australia was discovered by a a rench
scientist. who visited Van
Diemen's Land in 1702. The great size
and beauty of the trees soon gave it a
place in the botanical gardens of Europe
Its medicinal qualities however, for
which it is now so famou3, d not seem
to have become known until about
thirty years ago. The colonists of Tas
mania used it for a great variety of pur
poses, but were ignorant of its power as
an antiseptic. This was apparently dis-
covered iu Spain. In 18S0, the neigh
borhood of the City of Valencia was
planted with the eucatyjit us A marked

In the healthfulness of the
locality followed, lortn-wit- h

dubbed it tbe " fever-tree- ."

It was soon afterward introduced
into Algeria, the climate of
which seems to be especially adapt
ed to it. It may fairly be said to be nat
uralized there.at theCapeoi uocd nop?,
in the La Plata States of South America,
and in California.
