The banks give only "the eternal
ditto" in answer to our Inquiries little
business and no change is the order of
the day. The demand for money is very
gradually, but very surely increasing,
and will continue to do bo. Exchange
remains at the same rate to-da- y that it
was when cotton was active on New
York par buying, Belling at J premium;
