TRHE position of the APPEAL on the
snbject of the city nnd Stafe debt ia so
plain that we are astopished that it
should Le misunderstood by any one.
We have eaid agria and again, that if
any bonds have been illegally and fraud-
ulently lssued by the city, and if there
is apy legal defense, that these defenses
should be made before the courts of the
country; aod whatever decision the
courts may make shonld be faithfully
carried ioto execution. That portion of
the letter from the Protective union ad-
vising the use of all legal means to re-
duce the deht of the city,we indorse; but
thal porlion advising resistance to the
decizion of the courts we did not and do
nol now indorse. We have known from
the beginning that the portion of the
new charter limiting the rate of taxation
to pay interest on the bonds was uncon-
stitutionsl, and would be so held by the
courts. This repudiating clause in the
new charter has been the main gause of
our late finaneial troubles, and has given
rise to the applications for writs of man-
damus, and will, we fear, prevent an
smicable arrangement of the debt in
such & manner a2 to relieve the city.
We say also, in regard to the State
debt, that if any bonds are fraudulent,
let them be rejected; but no man of any
sense will have the hardihood now to as.
sert that any of the outstanding Btate
bonds are either illegal or fraundulent.
