Best ovidence in the
world that we are on the eve of a long
dry spell. The rays of the sun yesterday
were hot enough to evaporate a three-inc- h

rise in the Mississippi. If the clear,
hot weather continues all possibility of
au overflow will be averted by the reg-
ular, but extraordinary process of evap-
oration. The weather observer notes
the thermometrical elevation at 94,
and the maximum reached during the
day of 95 thrje dsgreea higher
than the day previous. At
other points llio temperature was
as follows: Cincinnati, 81; Galveston, 92;
