It was his duty to aifix tbo seal
to the envelope, and it was cuyy for bim
to have known the nature oi the pscK-age- ,

and to have understood that it con-taine-

only national bank notes, o
whose number there was no record in
the department. From that day his
EVERY MOVEMENT HAS BEEN SHADOW-

ED
by the secret service force. A daily re-

port was made of his life, showing every
place he visited, every driuk be took,
every tiollar he expended, u was soon
observed that he began to frequent more
than usual the saloon or one William
H. Ottman. on Pennsylvania avenue,
near Twelfth street. Tnere he frequent
ly becamo intoxicated, and lost consid
erable moneylat small cards. The mis-
picions of the officers were further
aroused from the fact that Ottman was in
some way connected with the Jackson
defalcation in the ueasury some years
ago. Washburn immediately adopted
the theory that Hallack had stolen the
money, and had ms.de Ottman a confed-
erate io assist in disposing of the largo
bill?. It is rumored that Ottman has at
different times shown several bills of a
larire denomination, and has said that
he intended to sell his saloon here and
buy one in Brooklyn for fifteen thousand
dollars, 'l his theory aaopted, both par-
ties were shadowed, as was subsequent

called "Peg-le- g Brown." The latter
seemato have come into tho partner
ship very early, but attracted less atten
tion on account of having left the city
almost immediately after the robbery.

Brown was hero when the rob-
bery was committed, and immediately
left for Baltimore. While there ho
chanced some bills.
This lact was immediately made known
io the officers here by the Baltimoie de
tective. Brown then went to Canada,
where he disposed of three thousand
dollars in bills. He
subsequently went to Saratoga. Here
the cupidity of some gambliuj: associ
ate, whom he seems to have made hia
connuanr, Drougai tne detectives upjn
mm. me Washington uiry detectives
and secret service officers had been fol
lowing me same iraci:. Ten days ago
Detective Miller, of tho city force, re-
ceived a telegram from Saratoga inform
ing mm uihi urown was there, and had
a good deai of money.

MILLER WAS TOO HONEST
a man to yield to such temptation, and
refused the offer, but by eome ruse de-
luded Brown into coming to Washing-
ton. Miller had no authority to arrest
Brown in New York, as he was only a
Washington local officer, and not a se-
cret service detective. Brown came,
and, it is said, did not even know that
Miller was a detective, but thought him
a pal of his friends. They arrived hero
togetner on Monday. Since then Brown
has been under forced arrest. To-da- y

his attorneys endeavored to secure his
release on a habeae corpus, but he was
remanded by the court, which thought
in such a case a man could be held on
strong suspicions. Meanwhile Halleck,
the treasury clerk, left for New York on
Monday, to take his annual month's
leave. Ono of the secret service shadows
followed him. Ho wfis trackeJ to Tif-
fany's, to costly jewelry and saddlery es-

tablishments, but was not detected in
passing any bills.
Ha made arrangements to purchase.
He was joined In New York by

AN UNKNOWN PERSON,
whose description was immediately tele-
graphed to Washington. This descrip-
tion was exactly that of Ottman, the
saloon-keepe- r. Detective M'Devitt had
by this time got on the trail cf Halleck iu
New York. M'Devitt to-da- y arrested
both Halleck and Ottman in New York,
and arrived here lo night with them at
seven o'clock. M'Devitt was informed
of the New York address of Halleck
through the treasury department. The
trail which both the secret service force
and the local detectives have been fol-

lowing for two months seems to have
been the right one, but the arrests were
precipitately and prematurely made,
owiut; to the avarice of tho gambling
friends at Saratoga.

ing fifteen thousand dollars, and appears
to ue an 010 nana .a corrupting clerks,
Halleck's wife visited bim at the statios
to-da- y, and at the request of General
Spinner she porcuaded her husband to
confess. This confession
IMPLICATED OTTMAN AS THE PRIN

CIPAL.
Ottman kept the wholo sum after the

robbery was committed, and only dealt
out smau sums to nanecK and Brcwn.
Halleck says he has thus far received
only six hundred and twenty dollars in
money. It appears, however, that Ott
man had transferred to Halleck nla
saloon on Pennsylvania avenue at a
valuation of eight thousand dollars.
From all apparancee, it seems that
Ottman was only using Halleck, and
was preparing nimseit to leave town
with most of tho money. He had pur
chased a place in Brooklyn for fifteen
thousand dollars, and was bargainiug
for a saloon in New York. No money
had been paid by him, however. After
Halleck's confession to-da- y, several peo- -

Tho fallacy of making cotton
alone is about exploded, nut before
was abandoned the farmers wero very
near bankrupted. Harmony and good
feeling exists among us; tho colored
people are workiug earnestly, and
have been more economical and
provident than I ever knew before
To-da- I attended the turn-ou- t of the
Social Benevolent society, .No., 4, and
Sunday-scho- ol celebration of Full View
Sunuay-ischo- ol both colored organiza
tions. Li'.wis Aiains, a wen-to-d- ener
getic and enterprising farmer, is presi
dent of the society, and Thos. Cheatham
vice-preside- They are both repre
eentative men of tho colored population
hereabouts. Aioert Tnorntou is super
intendent of tbo Sunday-scho- ol tho
right man in the right place. The meet
ing to-da- was in a grove on the farm
of Mrs. N. J. Bond, near Bond's station
xne exercises wero principally eucn as
is common at Sunday-schoo- l picnics
singing, recitations and music. The
racmbtra of the Suuday-schoo- l, in these
exercisi s, showed that they had been
well instructed, and their performances
wcuid have done credit tothoscwhohad
better chances. The society is, as its
name imports, a benevolent association
Tho motto is " Friendship, Love and
Truth." The design ia to render aid to
the indigent, helpless and --sick of the
colored race, more especially to the mem
bers of the order; and x can say from
personal Knowledge that it ia doing much
good in securing aid to the sick mem-
bers medicines and medicalattendance.
And another thing, it is doing a noble
worn in the cause or temperance. Tho
effects are seen in the neighborhood.
These are good things. The 6oclal fea-
ture was clearly exhibited y. By
invitation l atienueu. i round a large
crowd on tho grounds. Several of my
neignoors (wnitcs) came to witness the
exercises, and they all will testify that
better order wa? never had on such an
occasion. Tho dinner (a barbecue) was
excellent, served up iu nico style. The
notable feature of the day's doing was
the freedom from restraint so often seen
and felt when the whites intrude or are
present at such gatherings of tho colore 1

people. This was a breaking down of
tne "color-line- " a cordial interchange
of thought and word between the two
races that a year or two ago would have
neen impossible. And I am confident
from the treatment wo (the whites) re
ceived, the hospitable welcome they
gave us, tha. tbo "better day" of good
icenngs anu conn'ience is near at hand.
rniB was nruiiy impressed upon mv
mint! by the spirit manifested and the
manner in which ths remarks made by
your correspondent in the speech he de
livered to them was received. Speel
the day when mutual good feelinc and
confidence shall exist between tho two
races here iu the south. n. p. b.
