Among other
things it is their duty to invite cur peo-
ple to take the "Ahole or a portion of the
amount of the subscription to the Cen-
tennial stock, to which they are entitled
under the act of congress authorizing tbe
issue cf the stock, and as it was after-
ward fairly apportioned amoag the
Statef. In doing thin, candor requires
it to be said in the outlet that the looses
and general impoverishment of the citi-
zens in this section of the country now
constrain them to practice haUtually
the closest economy; tut it is proper ail
shDUId be informed that by tho act of
congrets approved June 1, 1S72 incor-
porating the board of finance, audtstttb-lisbin- g

it in absolute control of the Cen-
tennial exhibition, financially, with the
authority "to receive sul .scriptious of
capital stock to an amount not exceed-
ing ten million dollar-!,- " i he.States em-
braced in the area described, each have
a right to subscribe several hundred
thousand dollars of the stock.&hculd their
people feel the inclination or ability to
avail themselves of this privilege. The
question is, shall they avail thenifelvesof
this privilege or not. Imthus consider-
ing, as brielly as possible, the nature
and extent of the part to bs taken in it
by the people of these Stales, thu whole
eu'jjact of the Centennial ceiebratiou
should be divided and carefully regard-
ed under three heads; Historical, In-
dustrial and Political. Under tho his-
torical head, you niusit pardon us for
thinking and respectfully soying hero
at once, that one cannot rationally per-
ceive how the New England States, or
New York, New Jersey and Pennsyl-
vania, seven of tho thiiteeu Sta'e3
wiiich announced the worlJ-fainou- a

Declaration of Independence, can possi-
bly either feel, or have tho right to feel,
a greater degree of interest in that illus-
trious event than tbe six States of the
fo.iMi Delaware, Maryland, Virginia,
North Carolina, Scuth Carolina and
Georgia. Wo must hear in mind, in
grasping the full import of such a fact,
that on the next Fourth of July, a hua-dre- d

years wili have pas-e- d since cur
great forefathers made that day an im-
mortal measure of time. The declara-
tion was formally presented on tbat day
to tho congress by tha committee ap"
poiuted to prepare it, and at the close of
the ceremony of rasdiug the
grand proclamation, the bell of
independence announced, in tri-
umphant tones, the startin g and won-
derful truth that the American colonics
were no longer Inhabited by tho mere
subjects of the British crown, but by
the citizens of free and
Slates, with all their allegiance abso-
lutely canceled and disowned, nnd all
political connection with Great Britain
totally dissolved. The announcement
of the declaration was received with as
much serious joy and enthusiasm iu the
six southern colonies then become
States as in tho middle colonies or iu
the east. It was aa important to the
people of thn southern States then, and
afterward during a long war, and ie now
quite as important to tnem, in every re-
spect, as it is to theiruorthern compeers.
Indeed, subsequently, in tho armed
struggle which lasted for seven long and
weary years, Thomas Jefforson, a southern-

-born man, wss recgnizid as tho
pen, while George Washington, the
"Father of his countiy," another
southern-bor- n man, was regarded as tho
sword of the revolution. Patrick Henry
had previously embodied the great,
cause of the revolution iu his renowned"
resolutions; while, after the tuccessful
endiLg of the contest, and after the ar-
ticles of confederation bad proved a fail-
ure as a plan of govarnmeut, on a call
for a convention of the States by the
Virginia house of burgersex, to. ad-
vise a new plan of government,
James Madison, the fourth President
of the United States, is generally
acknowledged by all of us to have lceu,
probably, the forerao-- t statesman in
issbioning tho constitution of the
United States as it was finally framed
by tho convention thus initiated. In
mentioning these iucidents, or in refer-
ring to the statesmanship, or to tho
armies of the revolutionary eprch, theie
i3 of course not the slightest disposition
to do irjnstice to, or even to withhold
an unaffected admitatir-- from tho
statesmen and soldiers ot the New Eng-
land or Middle Stages, so efficiently and
patriotically participating iu the peril-
ous and trying era thut witnessed the
first celebration of the declaration of in-
dependence. But, nevertheless, the
whole record distinctly proves that tbe
e'x States of the south, affiliating with
the other seven of tho old thirteen, and
producing a common government of lib-
erty and" true republican independence
for all, cannot surrender in the face of
mankind, as it were, either directly or
indirectly, the historical placo they
ought to claim and to occupy in the
Centennial celebration of American
independence, witht.ut manifesting
an inexcusable insensibility to their
own moral character, and a want
of national and rational pride iu
the generous deeds our ancestors
assisted in such a courageous
and enlightened spirit to consummate.
It is ttue that only one of the cmmon-wealth- s,

the people of which we now
address, Georgia, was of tho six of the
noble conclave of "free and independ-
ent States" that met at Philadelphia.
But those of the southern section, since
created States under the coLstitution,
are all of close consanguirity, sympa-
thies and interests with (Jtorgia, and
her ancient cotetnp-rari- es of

and the Union. They were
eettled by people of the older communi-
ties of the south, and their public record
is associated with these communities for
many years past, with consequences, as
it io known, of tlis most significant
character. All of thee States, there-
fore, cannot fail to posscsi a common
sentiment of pride in what honorably
affeet3 those f.'oin which they have
principally denvfd their prpnlatiun and
existence. In truth, it mus'. be

that thp states which ecgagid,
by priority of birth, in the extraordinary
proceedings which led to the founda-
tion, life and unexampled growth and
power of the United States, were but
the nucleus around which the rest crys-talize- d,

aud guihercd in their peacefjl
pro'perity and strength. Is it not,
consequently, a high dtify they owe
to themselves, and to their posterity,
to take tbe moat eager, evident ar.d
ample care that they aro thorough-
ly identified at the Centennial celebra-
tion, and properly rer Agnized and ap-
preciated as those who have in part con-
structed this powerful republic? Should
they not struggle, Ly every moral con-
sideration, and with the most intense
and intelligent efforts, not to be ignored
or overshadowed by any who mny ap-
pear in thf midst of the many different
nations at Philadelphia ii ls76, in at-
tempted monopoly of rivalsbip as the
chief actors in a glorious history, whoso
first prophetic chapters of approaching
unequiled splendor and power it is
thought have scarcely yet been written?

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Nor is trots a visionary or
lrtit a practical view of the question.
When the nations shall meet next year
at our vast Centennial celebration, and
the States of the Union be there assem-
bled, it would certainly manifest a
fctranga feebleness of character, and a
fearful In point of intel-
lectual energy, should tlm people of tho
southern States, on an occasion so
grand aud vital both in moral and
political eilct, content themselves
with appearing at as
hft little bitter than
flracgers aud and
not as earnest. active, zeal-
ous, and powerful proprie-
tors, iu large part, of the mighty his-
torical drama sought to be commemo-
rated by the unusual M9y
it not be asked, without offense, in what
way this historical and reasonable in-

terest can le shown, except as joint
forporators and owners of a proper por-- t

on of the Centennial stock? By virtue

THE SCENE OP THE JtEVOLT.

Khokand, the scene of tho revolt in
Central Asia, is a part of the

Turkistan, governed by a ruler called
tha khan. The principal towns areKuo-kan- ,

Khojend, and Tashkend. The
country is elevated, be!ng part of the
lofty region west of tho great plateau of
East Asia. Tho khan has an army of
about ten thousand men. Regarding
Russian influence iu Central Asia,
which is generally at tho bottom of
these troubles, the Loudon Times re-
cently said: "Tne progress of the Rus-
sian arms toward India is an old story,

ship? were placed in the Caspian sea and
the Sea of Aral; armed outposts ware
planted far from tho Orenburg line; and
when the time came to punish the per-
sistent outrages of the khan ot Kiva, the
plans of the Russian commanders were
as complete In a small wav
as those with which Count Moltke began
the invasion of France. Tho only diffi-
culty lay in the march through treefoe,
waterless, and often pathless deserts.
