exampled Career of Prcsprrlty,
Closes Its D.ora 1 orcyer.

Statement or the President and Cashier

Fallaro cf tlic Largest Sugar
House in the United Mate?.

San Francisco, August 26 Atfi
o'clock this evening, the representatives
of the press met in the president's ollice
of the Bank of California. The follow-
ing written statement was received:

August 3, 1S73. J

The trustees are under the painful ne-
cessity of stating to the customers of the
bank and the public, that tho bank ia
compelled tn suspend business at this
moment, and without reports from the
agencies, we are not prepared to make a
statement as to the situation of the
bank, but we aro now examining its in-

terest critically, and will, at the earliest
possible moment, make a definite report.
By order of the trustees.

8. F. RANKIN, Sec'y- -

President Ralston stated orally that
on his own responsibly, and that
of the officers or the bank,
no doubt they would be able
to meet all obligations. In reply
to the question when they expected to
open again, he said, "Not at all," and
subsequently, on repeating the question,
said : "We do not expect to resume"
Rilston further stated that about one
million four hundred thousand dollars
were piid out y. No assistance
was received from the other banks,
though application was made for it,
and they telegraphed to all the agencies
of the bank to close. He thought no
banks in the interior would be affected
by the failure. The excitement on Cali-orni- a

street is intense, tho street being
blocked during the day. The crowd, on
the whole was quiet and good-nature- d.

Much confidence was expressed in the
ability of tiie bank to redeem its obliga-
tion';. A run was made on the National
gold bank and trust company, but the
bank continued paying until tho closing
hour, aud asserted their ability to settle
all demands iu coin or bonds. The other
banks in the city report no unusual de-
mands on their resources. The San
Fraucisco and Pacific stock exchanges
held no sessions this evening, adjourning
to call, and the former passed a resolu-
tion forbidding their members to do bus-
iness in the interim. The late hour at
which the suspension of the Bank of
California occurred renders it difficult to

Ten long years
of a bitter acceptance of the irreversible
results ot civil war upon the part of the
chivalrous south should be sufficient to
write a higher law of general amnesty
than Presidents can grant upon the
heart and sympathies of every northern
citizen; an amnesty embracing in its
broad philanthropy tho restoration of all
rights, privilogea and immunities that
existed "when northern and southern
blood mingled in common sacrifice on
Mexican soil." The Grand Army of this
section, by no means embracing in its
vindictive remonstrance, the full ex- -

Eression of the soldierly sentiment and
us, lost its grandest oppor-

tunity to win imperishable fame when
it belittled the generosity and chivalry
of the conqueror, and sunk the majesty
of true heroism in the pusillanimity of
personal insult. Had this other wire noble
band united with our city council as an
escort to the venerable
which I labored to briug about, the lau-
rels their valor reaped on Lookout m d

the ensanguined battle-ground-s

of Sbiloh and Chattanooga, would have
paled before this sublimer exhibition ol
their magnanimity and self-herois-

Such a spectacle of the supremacy of
soldierly gallantry and courtesy over
private resentment would have furnish-
ed inspiration to poets, orators and eulo-
gists until the end of time. So glorious
an act would have constituted the corner-

-stone in that temple of national
liberty which the unity and concord of
tho two sections will build together
when all present enmities and sectional
bitternes shall, have forever passed
away. Forgiveness is tho privilege of
conquerors; revenge is the instinct of
cowardice. When we contrast the
stateaman-lik- e dignity and quiet, chris-
tian temper of the ex-
planatory letter with the extravagant
ran t of the Grand Army 's remonstrance,
signed with so many mental reserva-
tions, we tell them, in all earnestness
and candor, to go back to the discipline
of the cmp, and learn their les-
son of gallantry and chivalry
anew. The present agitation, grow
ing out of my strong desire
for reconciliation and peace, and the
inevitable development of your im-
mense possibilities, will yet te produc-
tive of tho happiest results. If it be de-

nied me to grasp, in the hand of tho
honored tho hand of eveiy
citizen of the south, our association will
nevertheless receive the credit for its
noble effort in the work of reconcilia-
tion. Patriotism and loyalty must de-

fine a love of country as broad as our
national domain. In that love of coun-
try must exist an inviolable guaranteo
of free speech and free transit to the
greatest and humblest citizen of tho re-

public. The great southwest and exten-
sive northwest, both by their geograph--
ical position and their varied produc-
tions, united also by broad and navixa-bl- e

rivers, are inseparably connected in
their commercial and industrial inter-
ests. If the fertility of our prairies fills
the granaries of a continent, the capaci-
ty of your soil, in its cotton supply, feeds
tne manufactures of the world. The
broad prairies and fertile savannas of
the south, embosoming the constituents
of a thousand golden harvests, are wait-
ing the advent of the implements of our
northern workshops. Let us then urge
on the good work of reconciliation. I
express the fullest confidence that, by
the frequent repetition of the soldiers'
reunions, and unrestrained intercourse
between the representatives of public
sentiment at tho south and the north,
Avithout the least danger of proscription
and personal insult, the time ia near
when our entire people will disavow all
sectional jealousies, will rally around
one flig, each emulating the other in
his devotion to the immortal principles
underlying our republican institutions.
In this great confl.ct with prejudice and
animosity, growing out of the late civil
war, I lean on the fundamental teach-
ings of our holy Christianity. Mar-
shaled on the aide of reconciliation are
the noblest principles of uir civilization.
I wage no warfare with forgiveness, for
bearance, magnanimity and christian
courtesy. With these divine qualities
8S my jusiiucanon, i name sgunst sec-
tional prejudices and stupidity. Our
great industrial exposition will be inau-
gurated September 14th. I would that
the grounds were broad enough, that
the accommodations were only equal to
the hospitality of our honorable board of
directors, and I would send compli-
mentary tickets to the entire south to
come up and unite in a great jubilee over
the renewed allegiance of all citizens of
our common country. Please accept the
assurances of my high esteem for the
kindly sentiments you have expressed in
my behalf, though consciousness of a
magnanimous purpose and a duty faltk-full- y

performed,. is ample reward iu it-
self. It will give me great pleasure

some time to visit your beautiful city,
aud accept your kind hospitality.
