faAN Francisco, August 28. The
deed of Rilstou, to Wm. Sharon, con-

veys allhl property, "real and personal,
wherever found, an absolute ownership
with the right to dispose f the samo on
such terms and prices as he deems best,
and to apply the same and the proceeds

nified their intention of attending the
funeral in private capacities. Business
will be, to a great ex:ent, suspended
during the funeral to-da- y. '

REVIEW OF RALSTON'S CAREER.

San Francisco, August 28. The
Bulletin thiB evening has the following
editorial remarks ou the death ol W. C.
Ralston. "Our community wan more
painfully surprised by the announce-
ment of the death of Mr. W- - C. Rals-
ton yesterday than by the failure
of the Bank of California, which had
just preceded this tragic event. The
failure of that institution was the cul-

mination of Mr. Boston's financial
management. He had been allowed
full swing, or so near so that ho was
responsible for the bank management,
and probably for a lODg time past he
alone knew its actual condition. When,
therefore, on yesterday after tho late
president had made his statement to tho
directors of he Lank and they promptly
took the further management of its af-

fairs out of his hands, Raleton censed to
live almost simultaneously with his
ceasing to bo president of the bank. It
was an unfortunate ending of a once
power'ul institution and the tragic end-

ing of a life. Great as were the financial
abilities of Mr. Ralston when he was ad-

vanced to the head of the bank, there
was an Inception of that failure which
culminated yesterday. Mr. Ralston had
the dash, nerve and quick impulse
which belong to that class of men who
make brilliant speculations, and rre as
often overtaken by disastrous etfocts.
He was bold and strong willed,
while it bordered on recklessness,
and was taken for a financial
genius. He was at the same time
a man of great reach and enterprise
S3 that tho management of the great
banking institution instead of being
made an exclusive business was only an
item in the multiplicity of his affairs.
Mr. Rolston engaged lively and lost
heavily from time to time in outside
onuiiilglinn. 14 a was ft lif-nv- onerator

--in stocks, and made large sums in the
operation in iieiener ana prooaoiy iosi a
much larger sum on hia more recent
aperations in Opher. In this last opera-
tion tho losses of the pool ore said to
have been hardly less than three mil-

lions. Mr. Ralston lacked the discipline
of an early training. If victory did not
come with a bold dash, reverse was
pretty certain to follow. He could work
out nothing by any patient or slow pro-

cess of reasoning. He was forward with
the first impulse or intuition, or either
to succeed or defeat with tho great insti-
tution at hia back. The glamour of such
power mad9 him even moro audacious
and reckless. He could, and did plan
some good things for private individuals
and some bad things for the public. It
was only when he attempted to imitate
public enterpriso in a way to make them
subservient to speculations that the
Bulletin over made issue with Mr. Rals-sto- n.

SYo had many long and earnest
interviews with him at our office, and
at the end of which be always left fully
determined to carry his own plans, but
was fully informed that the Bulletin
would defend the public, before
private speculation, let what would
come. It was Mr. Salston's
course on the question of
great public movement, involving rail-fio- na

of dollars of public money, which
made tlH3e criticisms necessary. We
hive never for a moment doubted the
justice of these comments, and do not
doubt them to-da- y. Mr. Inliiuu'a rela-

tion to tbfs9 interests was ono that
looked to the subordination of them to
private gain. He had lost heavily, and
could not see why he should Lot be per-

mitted to make up his lowe3 at the pub-

lic expense. If he was sometimes ready
to serve the public with his great oppor-

tunity, he was also ready to demand
concessions from the same public, which
could not be made without great and
positive dotrimeut to such interests. He
thought it right to elect officers to shape
municipal and, if uixt. he, State govern-
ments, so that bis plana buoulu be more
readily executed. Whenever this was
done his energy and hia autocratic am-

bition wero put to dangerous use. No

the line of duty. We interposed only
when public measures, wh;ch he had
originated and was pushing to a danger-

ous consummation, made ourduty clear,
and we never hesitated to warn tlie pub-

lic of daDger, being willing to take all
tho consiquoDpcS that might follow.
The devclopmeut. of the last few
days afford so complete a virui.'cstiou of

the Bulletin that we are got disposed to
add moro when nothing from the first
was wanting If thwe vcrc any reasons
fo regret it would be in this, ihit our
warnings aud our criticisms had not
btea even more emphatic and peralat-eu- t,

that some greater mitigation of
the public evil might have been secured.
This ia a time for a ealm, dispassionate
review. We don't shrink from making
it, in tho light of receui events. We
could wish that nothing had occurred to
make a review necessary, but our
opportunity, while we do justice to the
dead, we don't forget what justice aud
truth also demand for the living.

THE PRESS SUPPORTED.

SKETCH OF MR. RAISTON.
Hew York Herald of Saturday.

Mr. Ralston was the president of the
Bank of California, and he received the
liberal salary of fifty thousand dollars
per year for his services. He was early
connected with the passenger traffic be-

tween New York and San Francisco,
and subsequently was a member of the
banking-hous- e of D mahoe, Ralston fc

Co. He was one of the committee of
public safety which prevented the soutl
erners from carrylng.California outof th
I'nion, and ho and hia partner headed
the sanitary commission subscription
with five thousand dollars each. He
made mouy by his pluck in the Washoe
eicitemen', and was umong fhe first to
htartthe Bank of California, D. O. Mills
becoming president and Mr. Ralston the
ruling spirit. As cashier he received a
salary of fort y thousand dollars a year,
and on tho retirement of Mr. Mills he
became the president. A3 an operator
he was noted for the boldness and bril-

liancy of hia achievements. He' ad-

vanced money largely to complete the
Central Pacific railroad, aud more
than once he made & bold dash,
clearing hia thousands as the
result of his spirit and foresight. Under
his energetic, sagacious and spirited
management tho Bank of California
throve, and within about twenty-fou-r

months the accumulated earnings of the
bauk amounted to about fifty per cast,
of the capital. It was then decided to
issue stock for those entitled to this
amount, and to open books of subscrip-
tion for new stock to increase the capi-
tal to five million dollars gold, then
equivalent to ten million dollars curren-
cy. Everything worked well; a cash
capital of five million dollars gold was
paid up, and the bauk continued to do
business on an equality with most of the
banking institutions of the country. But
the crash came. The bank was con-

cerned iu a great variety of industial en-

terprises in California and the adjacent
States, the resulta of which are now well
known. In various ways the policy of
tho bank was one of encouragement to
the young industries of the State. With
an astonishing command of the details
of business, Mr. W. C. Ralston, the
manager, took an interest in every
schemo that promised to aid the com-
mercial prosperity of the Pacific coast
and yield a fair return on an Investment.
Toe system of "spreading out" does not
seem to have affected the credit of the
bank. On the contrary, up to quite a
recent period theBank of California,was
considered in that region aa stable aa the
Bank of England. Among the recent in-

vestments of Ralston waa the Palace ho-

tel building, San Francisco, an enormous
strucfuro, said to be the largest hotel iu
tho work'. This caravansery, to cost
about two million dollars when finished,
was to be ready for guests on the first of
Octobsr next. Mr. William Sharon,
United States senator from Nevada, was
one of the owners iu this enterprise, but
lately sold his interest to Ralston for an
enormous sum. Mr. Ralston was of
medium hight, compactly built, with a
good breadth of shoulder, a high, capa-
cious forehead; thin, firmly-se- t lips; an
oval, well-shape- d face, good features, a
steel-gre- y eye and a great expression of
concentration and extreme mental ac-

tivity. In manner he was curfv gene-
rally brief of speech and to the point,
but able unon occasion to state his views
in their mlness with felicity, strength
and nervous vigor of language. Inhabit
Mr. Ralston exhibited intense applica-
tion to business, and an excessive indus-
try. He was a brief sleeper, and during
most of his working hours devoted him-
self to the details of his vast official bus-

iness besides his considerable private
affaire, which should suffice alone to
keep most men busy wltM all lila tre-

mendous energy. Eis dispatch of busi-
ness was somewhat marvellous, and the
popular belief in his infallibility
amounted to a superstition. His
opinion of men, business projects and in
financial matters generally waa con-

sidered conclusive. His personal power
in the States and Territories of the Pa-

cific was great. The influence of the
corporation of which he was chief offi-

cer was felt everywhere. Mr. Ralston in
1S5S married a brilliant and accom-
plished niece of J. D. Fry, by whom he
had several children. 'I he country resi-

dence of Mr. Fry was situated about
twenty-tw- o miles south of the citv in a
charming valley known as "Diablo
Canyon." Mucn has beeH said, from
time to time, ot the magnificence, luxu-
ry and beauty of Mr. Ralston's private
residence, located at "Diablo Canyon,"
which,is ono of the most beautifhl val-

leys in California, and as a location for
a country residence is certainly une-qaal- ed

on the continent. Visitors to
C alifornia, if prominet men, whether
lawyers, lecturers, editors, congressmen,
distinguished fc lvigners, financiers or
huaiuess men, did not consider that they
had seen the institutions of the country
unless they had visited the magnificent
bank building and had been entertained
at the princely country seat of Mr.
Ralston, at Belmont, in Santa Clara
vailey, not far from San Fraucisco.
It contains a splendid music hall,
and all the appointments of a palace,
and cost over two hundred and fifty
thousan 1 dollars. Mr. Ralston's chari-
ties were very considerable, but were
not done in a manner to be seen of men.
Ono of his characteristics was a fondness
for an unlimited number of fine hoises.
In the pleasant season of the year he fre-

quently drove between the city and his
country seat. He owned land near Bel-

mont, and parts of town sites on both
sides of the bay south of the city, which
he desired to render valuable by the
construction of a bridgo at Ravenawood,
and a direct line of railrcad following
the bay shore. Vih this object in view
Mr. Ralston was willing that the city of
San Francisco should be taxed two mil-

lion five hundred thousand dollars, to ba
given to a company to build theRavene-woo- d

bridge; but the people did not un-

derstand it in that way. From the part
he filled in the public eye of San Fran-
cisco, the excitement caused there by
his suicide can be well understood. It
cau only be compared to that in New
York which followed the shooting of
Fisk.

EULOGIES AND HONORS.

San Francisco, August 29. In the
city ohurches to-da- y the attendance was
unusually large, drawn by the memorial
sermons, delivered in many of them, on
the death of Mr. Ralston. The general
tenor of the discourses was eulogistic on
the popular, able and generous charac- -

terof the deceased, witn oue discrimina-
tion in regard to tho errors of his course.
The funeral will undoubted-
ly be the most imposing ever witnessed
here. A great nunjber of civic aud mih-tar- y

societies, with otner public and cor-

porative bodies, have signified their in-

tention of attending the obsequies, and
a lar'e concourse of citizens will unito
in paying the last honor to the dead.

THE FUNERAL.
San Francisco, August 3u The

fmeral services of Ralston are now being
held at Calvary (Presbyterian) church,
corner cf Qeaty and Powell streets.
Obituary services conducted uy itev.
John Hemphill. The Rational Guards
are largely represented, as are, also,
civic and benevolent associations, offi-

cers uad emnloyes of the various maiiu-ficturln- g

enterprises, oorporaUons, edu-

cational and busine's bodies and an im-

mense concourse of citizens.

ROTTEN THROUGH AND THROUGH.

Han Francisco, August 30. The
San Francisco commercial correspond-
ent of the Bccord and Union, a well-kno-

writer, and one who has hereto-
fore taken a pretty favorable view of all
the movemen'i made by the managers
of the bank, makrs tho following sig-

nificant statement, which the Bulletin
in the meantime: "Investi-

gation by the Uustees into the affairs of
tho coilap3( 1 bank hr - pre needed, and
some new fec'i have gradually become
known that exclio a good deal of anx-
iety to receive the forthcoming report
and know the wout. It can be stated
that the condition of the bank's affairs
is far worse thsn dreamed of, and that
the execu'"ve committee of the board of
trustees, whose duty it is to verify
the monthly exhibit of the managers,
have been systematically deceived. For
some time past these monthly exhibih
have failed to detail the truo stato; and
eveu if tho statements that are made in
well-inform- circles as to improper en-

tries upon the books, and important ob-

ligations on current but not entered at
all, and overissues of capital stock for
purposes of hypothecating should they
ultimately be qualified, the fact will re-

main that at the time of the crash the
bank was rotten through and through.
The whole capital of five millions, and
the whole surplus of one and a half mil-

lions on top of that, are gone, and the
sad balance of indebtedness remains,
for which the stockholders, in their in-

dividual capacity, are liable to be called
on. Assets to a large nominal amount
are discovered, upon which a small per-
centage only can be realized. Many are
worthless. The bank has latterly been
a heavy borrower in a quiet way in this
market, and half a score of the wealth-
iest capitalists have been recently vic-

timized in sums counted by the quarter
and half million. At least one who can
afford it has been 'bit' even more heav-
ily."

complications.
San Francisco, August 30. A prom-

inent banker reports that the immediate
cause of the demand by the directors of
the Bank of California for Ralston's
resignation was the discovery by the
directors, during tho investigation, of a
lot of bills receivable from irresponsible
parties, aggregating intheneighborhood
of a million dollars, with no collateral?.
It is also reported that it was the inten-
tion of the directors to have subsequently
called Ralston into their council, to avail
themselves of his intimate knowledge
of the business of the bank. Rumors
were alloat this morning that an attach-
ment had been issued against the Bank
of California, hut reference to the records
shows nothing of tho kind as yet. It is
reported that some heavy stock brokers
and others who have borrowed large
sums, in one case amounting to half a
million dollars, for the benefit of the
Bank of California, securing their own
bills payable with stock of th LaK, are
likely to become heavily involved, the
stock of the Bank of California being
given away at present. Collection-da- y

thus far is progressing with a mutual
feeling of accommodation among busi-
ness men. It is difficult to ascertain
how matters stand before evening.

A GOOD DISPOSITION.
San Francisco, August 30. A num-

ber of ceies are reported to-d- in which
commercial paper has gone to protest,
in some instances on prominent firms,
but no disposition is shown to take any
action on protests or push the indorsers.
In the majority of cases the notes have
been partially paid and renewed.

STARTLING DISCLOSURES PROMISED.

San Francisco, August 30. Al-
though the directors of the Bank of Cali-
fornia, as a board, have persistently re-

fused to make public any of their pro-
ceedings to-da- some facts have this
evening been obtp:ned from individual
membeio, in view of the recent calam-
ity, which h?3 overtaken Ralston. The
board have declined to make public any
diecovcry they have made until after
the funeral, when startling disclosures
are premised. It was admitted by a
member thar they would not have asked
Mr. Ralston's r.iiguation, unless the
grave facts rs regarus hia management
had not ome to light. All of the board
agreed that he must leave the concern.
It was also practically admitted that the
bank could nut pay the depositors in full,
perhaps about eighty per cent. Aa re-

gard what has been said of tho influ-
ence exerted by the Call and Bulletin, in
their strictures upon Ralston, in causing
the crash, it was also admitted that tho
facts prove these strictures to have been
well grounded, and that they could have
had no bad effect on the bmk had it not
been weak. The gentlemen interviewed
were disposed to be very reticent, but
the above statement can be received as
an unwilling expression of the facts.

MERCHANTS EXCHANGE RANK.

San Francisco, August 30. The
Merchants Exchange bank did not open
this morning, in accordance with the
almost positive assurance of the secre-
tary, given yesterday. It may possibly
do so during the day. It will depend on
the success of negotiations now pending.
The officers are apparently somewhat
less confident of Immediate resumption
than they wero yesterday, but eay that
any delay will be merely temporary.
The National Gold banking and trust
company say the outlook is favorable.

INTERIOR NOT AFFECTED.
. San Francisco, August 30. Except
In Los Angele3, where all the banks are
temporarily suspended, the Bank of
California failure does not seem to have
affected the interior.

New York. August 29. The well-know- n

Dubllshinisr house of Lee &Khpr- -
ard, of Boston, suspended payment on
Saturday. This suspension involves the
New York firm of Lee, Shepard & Dil-
lingham, and this morning the acting
partner of the house, Mr. Dillingham,
made an unconditional assignment to
James Miller, tho publisher, No. 647
Broadway. A private telegram from
Boston this morning gives the liabilities
of the senior firm at one hundred thou-
sand dollars, but Mr. Miller and other
prominent publishers who are well in-
formed in regard to the business of the
house, Bay that the sum involved will
not exceed three hundred and fifty thou-
sand dollars, and that they will proba-
bly be able to pay fifty cents on tho dol-
lar. The New York branch is a
comparatively now concern, of which
Messrs. Lee & Shepard are two-thir-

partners, the remaining share being
owned by Mr. Dillingham. The debts
of this house amount to about one hun-
dred and fifty thousand dollars. Mr.
Miller, the assignee, took pessesjion of
the establishment, and after making a
liberal allowance for bad debts and de-
preciation of the stock, he estimates that
the concern will be ablo to pay its debts
in full. The house of Lee & Shepard
wa3 established in 1S63, and did a very
successful business up to the time of the
Boston fire, in which calamity ita losses
were more than one hundred thousand
dollars. They made a determined ef-
fort to recover themselves, but owing to
the general stagnation of trade they
have been at length forced to suspend
paj ment. The event will cause general
regret, a? the firm, though young, waa
one of the most popular in the trade.

A RELIGIOUS ROW.

I'allior DuVrlvs, of Louisville. Appeals
J'rom Ills Itisliop to Rome Ex-

planation of tlic Latter.

Louisville, August 29. Within the
past week considerable commotion has
been created among the Catholic clergy
and laity of the diuccse of Louisville,
growing out of the removal and tranc-fe- r,

by Bishop M'Clo3key, of certain
well-Know- n priests. Most important in
Louisville, and that which excited tho
liveliest interest, was the removal of
Rev. Father Bax, pr itor of St. John's,
Louisville, and his transfer to Bowling
Green, in place of Rev. Father DeVriea,
who was ordered to Hardinsburg, ic this
State. Father DeVriea refused to go,
and appealed to Rome, which action,
and other circumstances of a religious
character connected with the removals,
caused Bishop M'Clcskey to depute
Very Rev. Father Bouchet. vicar-genera- l,

and Very Rev. Father Dunn, chan-
cellor, to proceed to Rome for the pur-
pose of representing him. They are now
on the way to Rome. The action of the
bishop in making such changes are the
subject of much comment in Catholic
circlee, especially in St. John's congre-
gation, who made an appeal to the
bishop to n scind bis order removing
Father Bax, uut without effect. Many
wild rumors are set alloat concerning
the changes, and various absurd and
extravagant stories are being circulated
iu order to allay what at one time
threatened to become a public
Bishop M'Closkey concluded, although
contrary to usage, to explain matters
from the pulpit, doing so to-da- y in pres-
ence of a large congregation of Catho-
lics. The bishop defended his action,
and assigned as a cause that DeVriea re-

fused to furnish yearly a report of the
financial condition of hia parish, ft r
which he was removed to another
charge. DeVriea refused to go, and ap-
pealed to Rome from the order of Bishop
M'Closkey. The case excites much in-

terest, as appeals from bishops are rarely
rnade.

M. Reed and Hon. Henry Rawle, the
Republican candidate for Pennsylvania
state treasurer, in Erie, Pennsylvania,
were entered Sunday nicht and several
hundred dollars worth of sliver-war- e

stolen therefrom.

Charles Miller, of the firm of Miller &
Fenzel, the largest grocery dealers in
Little Rock, died in that city Saturday.

TURKEY.

Tbe IlerzeKOviniaus ami Servians .Sue
cessful Independence of Uosula

Demanded.

Vienna. August 30. Three battalion
of the Turkish expedition, which landed
at Kleck, have reached Mostar without
opposition. Four thousand Servians
have entered the Turkish territory and
encamped at Navi, where they have
seized the telegraph lines. Bands of
Servians have appeared in tho Balkar
mountains, endeavoring to incite the
Bulgarians agsinst the Porte.

London, Auzust 30. A Berlin corre
spondent telegraphs that northern Bos-
nia is m full rebellion acainat the Porto.
The insurgents ofHerzegovinia have es
tablished a military government. Mon-
tenegro and Servia are actively pre
paring for war. The official press of
Montenegro does not conceal in sympa
thy with the movement. A special from
Berlin to the News says advices from
Herzegovinia confirm the report that
the insurzents have rejected the advice
of the European powers to suspend hos
tilities, ana mso that they demand the
independence of Bosnia.

ienna, August 29. The J'resse says
twenty-on- e thousand Bosnian christians
have fled to Austrian territory. The
whole district from the mountains to
the rivers Nicna and Sauna has been
abandoned by the christians and devas
tated by the Turus. Rumors, deemed
unre'iable, however, are afloat to the ef
fect that Prince Milan, of Servia. haa
abdicated, and that Nikitka, of Monti- -
negro, has been appointed generalissi
mo oi the .Bosnian insurgents.

Tlie Arctie. Kxpeditlon.
London, August 130. Late advices

from the government polar expedition
has been received from the west of
Greenland. The Albert andDiecoverv
had arrived at Disco after a pleasant
passage from England. Both sailed
trom KitterbanK July 17th for Upper-mari- k;

ail well. Preparations have
been made for pushing es far nurth as
possible in the Albert and for sledge
expeditions beyond to the pole. The
vaierous, winch accompanied the Arctic
exploring expedition to Disco, has re-
turned to Plymouth Sound.

Alfousist Victory.
London, August 30. A special to the

Daily News, from Bourg La Dame, savs
a formal surrender ofSeo d'Urgel oc-

curred on Friday. The citadel was
handed over to tho Alfonsists Saturday.
Fifty Carlists were killed and one hun-
dred wounded during the siege. Eight
nunured prisoners were tasen, including
three hundred officers. General Jovel- -
lar has asked permission to return to
Cuba. He considers his presence here
no longer necessary.
