A Very Ancient Wall In Mississippi.
l'ori Ulbson Standard.

About eighteen miles from Port Gib-
son, and one mile from Brandywine
Hprings, on the place of Mr. O'tuin,
he exis'c:ice of a great number of
blocks of cut stone has been known for
au indefinite time, and the people in
the Lowhborhood hava used tnem for
pr ine for their houses. Mr. James
Gage, jr , went out tbe-- a few days ago
to explore, and had a specimen stoue

to town. It is atsiut tliree feet
long by about twenty inches square,

iu svape a bar of soap. It is
pr bihly a native eandstone. Mr.
took this block himself from beueath
the riKits of a large pine tree. It formed
a portion of a wal:. shout twenty et

broad on tbe top.which Mr. Gae traced
for a of two hundred and fifty
yards. The inference that one araald
naturally draw from this superfi'-ia- l

view is that this must have been a city
wall, hut deep exploration might show
it to be a ortion of a foit, temple or
other building. Anyway, its antiquity
is probably immense, antedating the
history of tbe redmen.
