which institution also conferred
a .hi l una up IB him. During the whole
war he was an officer in the Beveuth
Ten nessee cavalry, entering the service
with that well-know- n regiment and re-

maining with it until the clo.se. After
the war he located In the city of Mem-pni.- s,

aud here suceessful'y pursued hia
profession uutil compelled to Buccutnb
to that dread disea-- which, contracted
iu the army, seemed t lie incurable and
finally proved fatal H died rieaceful- -

ly, calmly, and In the full hope of a true
christian faith, on the tenth instant, at
the old homestead, ministered unto and
surround' d by kind anil sorrowing
friends. He was iu January, 187o, elect-
ed to the office of superiuU'udentof uh-li- c

instruction for Hhelby eoentj, the
duties ut which podtion he filled to the
entire satisfaction of the people until
compelled by extreme to n.

As a man and a citizen he was
genial, honorable, and public spirited:
as a soldier he was brave, patriotic anil
steadfast to the end; as a lawyer he was
pamstakiug, attentive, industrious and
true; be it, therefore, by the bar of
Memphis,

recent death of Major John Bomerville
with the deepest pain and sincere regret.

Jirsolvrd, That iu his death the bar of
Memphis has lost one of its most exem-
plary and promisirg members, his fam-
ily a devoted son aud brother, his
friends a companion, genial aud true,
and the Btate a citi.eu, useful and pa-
triotic.

Resolv d, That a copy of the?e resolu-
tions ha furnished the press for publica-
tion, be spread upon the minutes of the
different ccurtsof Bhelhy couuty, and
that the secrets ry oe instructed to trans-
mit a copy of the same to the futnily of
the deceased.
