It giving- - ita rotary motion. For the
first one hundred feet or more it went
straight ahiad Then it tacksd'to the
left and rcse f lightly, still rotating rap-

idly. It kept this latter course for a hun-
dred feecoT'moro, perhaps, but soon
veersd to the left again, describing a
broader5 curve, and a moment later fell
lo the cartisix or eight Teet in front of
the thrower, having fhscribeJ nearly a
circle irl'tlie air. Another native then
took the same boomerang and cast it,
holding'it with the same grip. It took
the same cource, Luf made broader
curved and as it came round the black
caught it liandsomely in his right hand.

Messages Under the Sen.

He (the ocean telegraph operator)
taps the "key" a9 in a land telegraph,
only it is a double key. It has two
levers and knobs instead of one. The
alphabet used is substantially the same as
the Morse alphabet that is, the differ-
ent letters are represented by a com-
bination of dashes and dots. For in-

stance suppose you want to write tbe
word ,'boy." Itwou'd read like this: "--... . " B ia one dash and
three dots; O three dashes, and Y, one
dash, one dot and three dashes. Now,
In tho land telegraph, the dashes and
dots would appear on the strip of paper
on the other end of the line, which is
unwound from a cylinder, and perfor-
ated by a pin at tne end of the bar or
armature. If the operator could read by
scuud, wo would dispense with the atrip
of paper, and read the mesf age by the
"click" of the armature as it is pulled
down and let go by the eltctiic magnet
(he cable operator, however, has neither

of theae advantages. There is no paper
to perforate, no "click" of the armature,
no armature to "click." The message is
read by means of a moving flash of light
upon a polished scale produced by the
deflection of a very small mirror placed
In a "mirror galvanometer."
