The Texas and Pacific company has
appeared before congress and asked the
passage of an act to guarantee the pay-me- bt

of the interest five per cent,
annually in gold on an iseiie of bonds
not to exceed tho sum of thirty-fiv- e

thousand dollars j er mile of the road. It
pledges, aa security to the government,
its whole road four hundred and eighty
miles nowin operation ali itslandsaud
franc hue, and transportation service
or mails, military supplies, etc. The

security is perfect. The government
will never be called upon to pay one
dollar. Congress is urged to extend the
aid asked, upon the grounds of sound
public policy tud wise statesrnamhin
above set forth, and also as a measure of
national economy; It having been clear-
ly shown that the completion of thia
road will afford a savins of about five
millions annually to the treasury, by
cheapening the transportation of the
government and reducing the military
establishment on the frontier. The
array of public sentiment in favor oi na-
tional aid to ths Texas and Pacific rail-
way is overwhelming. The people of
the southern and southwestern States
are unanimous in asking for aid;
two-thir-ds of thdr legislatures have
passed resolutions instructing Fenato s
and requesting representatives in con
gress to support the measure; and every
chamber of commerce aud boaul of
trade in those States has memorialized
congress in this behalf. In the north-
ern and western States a vast maioritv
of the people are in favor of aiding the
construction of this competing road
Thelaborirg classes of the great coal
and iron producing States have sent up
monater petitions, numbering thousands
of names, calling fir the passrgeof the
bill before the last cong'e-s- . Qu the Pa-
cific slope the sentiment is, as in foe
south, unanimous. There has nowhere
been manifested, in the length aud
breadth of the Union, any respectable
opposition to the proposition to aid the
building of the Texas and Pacific rail-
road. The only protest air dust it is that
of the owners of the exiating monopoly
line, who have employed some able but
unscrupulous attorney?, In and out of
congress, and a few large new pipers
to oppose tho establishment of a com
peting road. The monopoly is able to
pay well for the services of its employees
out of the millions that it baa wrung
from the people, aad through the

of gold it baa commanded a
zealous and hitherto effective support.
