| Day—Letter from Colonel Thomas

' Scott, the Great Rallroad

| Thirty-One States and Territories, with
Cities; Chambers of Commerce,
and Boards of Trade at his
Feel,

He Achieves his Parpose, and the Con-
vention Commits Itself to Con-
gressional Aid for the Bank-
rupt Atlantie and
Pacifle,

A Proposition that Congress will not
Dare Aecede to—The Venita
Scheme Again—A Combing-
tion for the South to
Defeat,

Sr. Lovis, November 24 —The rail-
road convention met again at tea o'clock
this moraing.

The names of peveral delegates who
arrived last night and this morning were
presented and enrolled as members,

After some upim t business a
letter from Colonel Themas A. Seott,
president of the Texasand Pacific rail-
road, was received and read by President
Matthews, Itgives Mr. Beotl's views
of the importance to the country at
large, and especially the southern part
of it, of the construction of the Texas
snd Pacific rosd. It discusses at length
the questions of differences in soil, clim-
ate and resources of the southern and
northern routes, cheap transportation
growing out of lis completion, the ad-
vaniages of this road to the southern sys-
temn of railways, the saving to the gov-
ernment in "f,’{',““ cheup transporta.
tion and the distribution of military sup-
plies and troops, the financial plan upon
which it }s proposed to construct this
road, sod in general covers sll points
and srguments touchiog the building
and necessity of this road which have
been presented to the people through the
press, speeches in copgress and else-
where.

On motion of Mr. Bowman, of Ken-
tneky, the thanks of the convention
were tendered to Mr, Beott for his able
communication, and it was placed on
the records of the convention.

The commiitee on resolutions then
made the following report:

WaEREAS, This convention of dele-
gates, duly appointed from thirty-one
Ntates and Territories, many cities and
boards of trade, merchants’ exchanges,
and other commercial bodies, consti-
toting & body of eight hundred and
sixty-nine delegater, representing not
only a lsrge proportion of the psople of
the United Btates, but of the active pro-
ducing businees t:rltal of the counury,
and now asembled to take sction on
the econstroction of a southern line of
railrosd to the Paeifie, do respectfully
represent to the eenate and house of
representatives of the United Statesin
congress assembled, that a transconti-
nental railroad from the waters of the
Mississippi by way of El Paso to the
Pacific ocean, on or pear the thirty-
second parallel of latitude, is impera-
tively demanded—

First—As a measure of sound states-
manship; because it is by contant inter-
course, business and social, that the
great States that are now growing up on
the Pacific slope can be permapently
bound in & cemmon intersst with our
eastern and southern commuupities, and
it iz therefore sound policy and wise fore-
sight to promote the most intimate rels-
tions between sll sections of our com-
mon country—a necessily already recog-
nized by the government in its grant of
bonds aund lands to the Union, and Cen-
tral, and Kansse Pacific roals, and of
other lands to other Granscontinental
lines on the thirty-second, thirty-fitth
and forty-seventh parallels, under the
belief lha;lﬂrlvata capital would furnish
the need fuads to complete these
highways, but owing to great commer-
cial depression they cannot be built by
individual capital, and the responsibility
still rests upon the government tn secure
the completion of at least one additional
transcortinental line,

Sacond—As 4 means of pational de-
fenee, because it is the duty of theZgov-
emnment lo have a line to the Pacifie
uoobstructed st sil seasons of the year,
for the prompt transportation of troops
aud supplies, should trouble arise with
any foreign country, and the ports and
countyies of the Pacific coast be exposed
to insult or attack; such line to be sui-
ficently removed from our border to en-
able it to be fully protected against
movements of hostile forces.

Third—As a local military necessily,
because the experience of the nation on
the Central, Union and Kaunsas Pacilic
rosds has proven that the rail and tule-
graph, and the facilities thereby provid-
ed, furnish (he only suremeans of inter-
cepting and punishing the hostile Iudi-
an, aund unmistakably indicate sthe adop-
tion of the same method to prevent the
constant depredations in western Texas,
New Mexico and Arizonas, and raske
life eecure, and establish there the pame
law and opder thatprevails along the
present Pacitic line.

Fourth—As a measure of practical
economy, because, a2 siready shown by
the experience of the Pacifie road, the
expeuse of maiotaioivg the military es-
tablishmeut for the protection of the
southern territory against Indian depre-
dations will be largely 1educed by
enabiing the government to transport
troops and supplies at one-fifth of the
present vost, by ensbling it to dispensa
with two-thirds of the present force
through the facilities offered for the
transportation and movement of troops,
and thereby save from eight to ten mil-
lion dollars per annum, and at the same
time provide more eificiently snd eco-
nomically for the care aud mainte-
panes of the[ndian tribes who are under
the charge of the governmeut,

Fifihb—As & commercial necessity to
twelve miiliona of onple. inhabiting &
belt of country from four bundred to
seven hund miles in width, and
strelching ulon‘g the eutire south At-
lantic const to the of Mexico and
old Mexico to the Pacific ocean, who,
by resson of their phical position,
canpot shere in the benefits cenferred
by the present Pacific line,

Sixth—As a direct saving to the peo-
ple of the entire country, because it will
give a _oommﬂng line ween the two
oceans, boih for the large local and
ummzin traffic of this country and for
the great throogh trafflc with the Band-
wich Islands, Indis, China, Japan, Aus-
tralia and western BSouth Americs,
thereby conferring substantial beneflt
upon the eotire nation; and because, in
this manner, the pmpis of the United
Siates will best be protected against a
monopoly to whom they bave loaned
ﬂﬁg-f\?e million dellawm of six per cent.
| government bopds and mady large

grants of lands to build the present Pa-
oifie line, and for whose benefit the gov-
erpmsot i pow payluf yearly upward
of three additionsl millions out of the

rallroads, to settle in the Territuries
which those roads were intended to de-
velop.

Ninth—As a jrudential and proper act

maturing 88 aforesaid; so that there
shall be no outlay by the government,
these bonds to be issued only to the sc-
tual smount of eash expended on the
road and branches, and upon the cer-
tificales of sworn commissioners sp-
poioted by the government to supervise
the buildiog of the road aud branches,
and their redemption at maturity to be
assured to the purchsasers and holders
by providing & sinking fuod out of the
revenues of the road and branches to ba
paid by the companies iuto the treasury
of the United States of such smount as
may be sufficient o pay off aud dis-
charge the enthe bonded obligation of the
companies on which the gvernment
has guaranteed the intersst,

Resolved, That the pre:ident of the
couvention be requested to prepare an
address to the people of the United
Btates, embodying the viewssol forth in
the preambhle and resolutions adopted by
this convention, and that he be author-
ized to appoiot a8 committ-e of thirtean,
who, wilh the president of thig conyeu-
tion, shall preseut an eogrogsed copy of
the proceedings of this eonvention, to-
gether with the aldross, to the President
of the United States, the presiding ofil-
eer of the sepute and the speaker of the
house of representatives, and to take
such furtber action as in their jodgment
may be deemed best to further the inter-
ests and purposes of this convention,

Other resclutions, providing that cop-
jes of these resclutions by farnished to
the governoms of the Slales, mayors of
citles, and commercial and other bodies
represented in the convention; and that
the secretary have the proceedings of
the convention published in pamphlet
form, were also adopted.

Auv amendment to the report providing
for & brapch from some point on the
Texas Pacific railroad to the Guif coast,
at Galveston or eome other point, was of-
fered and occeasioned conslderaple de-
hate, but it was finally rejected, and the
resolutions ss reported by the pommittee
upanimously adopted.

Brief and congrstulatory speeches
were made, by invitation of the conven-
tion, by Hun. R. W. Thompson, of Io-
dinna; General Wm. Preston, of Ken-
tucky, snd Judge Matthews, president
of the convention. Adjourned sine dic.

Preparations for the Funeral Obsequies
nnd Last Honoers (o the Dopd
Vice-President,

WasHINGTON, November 24.—Tie
remains of Viee-President Wilson nre
¥et in his room in the capitol. Mapy
floral tributes were received to-day, aod
many friends called. Orders have heen
issued to close the departments on Fri-
dsy next, the dsy of the fuperal The
committee of arrangements decided Lo
make a change in the order of the pro-
cession to follow the remains of the
Vice-President on Friday,so that the
President of the United States and mem-
bers of the cabinet will be assigned the
next place to the relstives of the de-
ceased, and the diplomatio corps will
follow the judges of the supreme court of
the Unlted States,

To-morrow the public will be admit-
tad from ten o’clock in the morping un-
til sunset to the rotunds of the capitol
to view the remains of the Viee-Presi-
dent. The Massachusettz delegation
met with the official committee at the
state department to-day, and agreed
upon the rouls of the funeral procession
to the railroad statlon. Toe following
tunes will be performed on the bells of
the Metropolitan Methodist Episcopal
chureh from ten in the morning until
after the funeral train leaves the depot:
“Muffled Peel,” “Windham,'W I
Would not Live Always,” “0, Rest in
the Lord,” **Elijah,” *'Pleyel’'s Hymn,"'
““Thou Art Gone to the Grave,"
“‘Angel’s Ever Bright and Fair,” “"The
Dying Christian,”” “"Vital Sparks of
Heaveply Flame,” and *“*Dead March
in Bauol."’

On arriving at Baltimore the remains
will be escorted through the city by the
Fifth Maryland regiment, whose offer to
accompany the remains to Boston the
commitiee of arrungements fell com=
pelled to decline.

Muayor Latrobe, of Boston, bas tender-
ed the use of the rotunda of the new city
hall for the lying in state of the re-
mains, the Fifth Maryland regiment de-
tailing a guard of honor,

Upon the arrival of the remans at
Philadelphia Friday evening they will
be taken to Independence hall under an
escort of such eivil and military organi-
zations as may proffer their services,
where they will lie in state until ten cr
eleven o'clock Saturday morning, when
tbey will be conveyed to New York. The
remains will not lie in state in New
York city, but will be taken to Boston
on the evening train.

Iu referriog to the order of the Presi-
dent announciog the death of the Vice-

struction is addressed by the seeretary
of state to the diplomatic and copsular
officers of the United States:

More About the Orpheus Disaster,

BaN FraNCISGO, November 24 —The
Vietoria Standard, received by steamer,
says efforts will be made to procure the
atlendance of the captsin and crew of
the Orpheus at the inqueet on the Lodics
of the victims of the Pacifle dizaster,
and a searching inquiry will be made as
to the cpuse of the disaster. Charles
Thompson, one of the crew of the ship
Orphens, has not sworn to the statement
before the notary public in Fort Town-
send, which charges the captain of the
Orpheus with having been the cause of
the dieaster. He says that on raisin
the lights of the Pacific he was ordered
by the second mate to head for if, and a
few minotes after the eapinin came on
deck and ordered him to sgain put her
upon her course. About three minutes
afterward he was ordered by the eaptain
to let her luff, which he did. Afwr this
the captain signifled his intention to the
speaker, for which purpose & light was
Kept dead shesad uglil the two vessals
collided, then the steamer followed the
ehip, the people on board ehouting aud
csl’ing on the captain of the Orpheus to
stop and rescus them, but he did not
heed their eries, but kept on his course,
and the steamer was soon lost to view.

Over-Estimation of the Cotton Crop.
EDITORS APPEAL—Astherahave been
many copjectures on the sutjeet of the
extent of the cotton crop of 1575 | vy
be excused for offering my indiv..oal
opinion on a sabject friught with so
much interest to the (« fing producers of
that crop. I do not Lsle to assert
there never was a crop within the thirty
yeara past so erconeounsly estimated.
These estimates sre made first by some
designing parties desircus of “besring”
the artiele in market, who are indifferent
to the actual crop. Olhers have been
honeslly mistaken, from the fact that a3
Inte us the first of August the crop was
meres promising than usual, and they are
at a loss to agocunt for the great deficit
which I3 sure to be manifested in the
winding up of the crop. A third =at of
men, and this jocludes & great part of
the commercial community, sga de-
celved by the present large receipts. In
noticing the many causes which have
magoified the crop, I will notice this
last. The large receipts at the various
ention merie sra readily explsined by
the fucl that the whole of the M is=ienipe
pl arop was ab least four weeks Inter
than in 1874, and when ripeuing com-
menced it barst all over the country
with an unexpeoted suddenness, so that
E‘Icking went on rapidly, and the colton
now being thrown on the markst with
an sctivity only equaled by the pecuni-
ary wants of the people, The crop, not-
withetanding this hurried transit to
méarket, bas been greatly damaged ; first,
by theovertlow of the low lands; second-
Iy, by the blight or wet-westher rust,
which was more extensive aud damag-
ing in this region than ever known be-
fore; aud, last of all, in its maturity the
early frost cut oft st lesst twenty per
ceut, of the whoie. If we could res:
here a tolerable crop might have been
saved, but then after two weeks of good
weather came a succession of storms of
wind,rain and hail that literally thrashed
out at least thirty-three per cent. of the
cotton in the fields, and now the remasin-
ing crop unogathered hange in shreds,
and every recurring storm of rain sweens
the hanging staple into heaps and drifts
it in piles, so that at least fifty
per ceut. of the river-bottom
crop is already lost. As to the hill erop
I can only speak from the best informa-
tion I can collec!. I fHod io musl of
thosa regious the crop was cul short by
the drouth aud early froat. Whole sec-
tions have finished picking their mea-
gra crops, and srome whole Sistes nc.
knowledge a grest failure. Then, where
ia this great and onee promising crop of
1875 to come from? Not frota the ele-
vated and randy regiops, for the fact of
their failure is aiready shown forth; not
from the Miseis=ippi river-boltom, for
the combived eifects of the overflow,
blight and frost have wrought a great
destraction in that region; not from the
newly-opened lands of the western fron-
tiera, for there the frost alone has laid
his blighting hand and left only the
ghost of & yield to the producer. And
now, the prospects of u continuation of
the unfavorable westher haunta the im-
agination of the planter, whoss spirits,
already broken by adverse circum-
stances,and his war with the elements, is
almost ready to sbandon the further
gathering of his erop. The crop of 1875
cannot reach four m[llion bales, If a sec-
tion of three hvndred miles with which
I am familiar, in the center of the most
favored cotton region, and the best in-
formation obtained from the whole eot-
ton belt affords ssy dala for caleulsa-
tion, GEORGE B. PETERS.
