The Daily British Colonist, of the

He sald that if the crash he heard while
Iying in bed was cansad by a esilision
with another ship, it was a very slight
one. He is positive, however, that on
gljniu§ the deck he saw, on the star-
board deck, three lights as from a vessel,
He heard no hajl. The westher was not
foggy st that time. The wind wss fresh,
but the sea smooth, He was told that
there had been a collision, and that the
sleamer had sustained po damage. Pre-
vious te going on deck the first {ime, he
heard the bells to stop and then reverse
the engines. When lhe reached the
deck the stesmer was going shead
agaln. Passengers wers told not™0 be
alarmed, that there was no danger, and
matters quieted down. Mr. Jelly went
back lo his stateroom, and wus getting
into bed again, when he felt the
ship give a sadden lurch, and heard a
rash of jwater. He weoffagain on deck
and discovered that the ship was rink-
ing. He saw Capiain Howell standing
in his room aod asked him: *“Where
do you keep your red lights?"' The eap-
tain answered, “ln the pilot-house. "

THE BORDER WAR.

A Unmpnarison Werthy the Attention
ol the Government.,

General O:d, in command of the de-
partment of Texas, after reporting st
length oo the border operations of the
Mexican bandittl, rays: “*It seemato me
that the circumstances of the plunder of
stock ranches on the Rio Grande are
almost identical with the pirscies com-
miited on our commeree at one time by
the Algerines, who fled in eafety to their
ports with their own prizes. There the
offenses were committed on the epen sea,
and here they are committed with the
eame #s2e on the open plain.  In botk
cases the pirates fouud a ready sale for
thelr eaptures in the ports where their
expeditions were fitted out, namely,
Algiers, Tripoli, eto., for the Moor::
Matamoras, Reincas, Camarga, Mier,
and Guerero for the Mexicans; and in
both cases the pirates were rewarded by
promotion aod honors, Patroling the
country slong the Rio Grande, with a
view of tnlercﬂ:ting raiders before they
can reasch the river with stolen herds in
their possession, is a8 if we had tried 1>
s:0p depredstions upon our commerce by
the Moors by seattering cur ecruisers
along the north coast of Africs, with a
view of intercepting some Algerine
pirate bafore he could get within three
ieagues of land with his A merican prize.
The success of Captain M’Naslly, of ths
Btate troops, in striking the party of
Cortina's men with a stolen berd re-
cerl'y was due to his accidentally esp-
turing two straggling robbems, who,
by the use of the only effectual mesps
known in such ceses, but not legitimsate
encugh for regulars to apply, were eom-
pelled to betray the positivn and strength
of their bacd. I have good ressow for
the beliel that the order from the Mexi-
csn government to arrest Cortine was
due to the order for the movement of a
naval force to the Mexican border. As
Cortina was not the oply leader of raid-
ing bands, and (he others are still at
their old business, some more effectual
means must b2 sdopted than sending
troops and esilors to look on while our
people are being despoiled and mur
dered; for it is very evident that the
sallors and soldiers, however willing,
ean do polhing if confined to this side
of the river, aud an order to make re-
prieals, with the mears to carry cut the
order, somelimes resalted in indemnity
as well as serurity.”

Disiress in Liberin.

WasHINGTON, November 24— Qfficial
informsation has been received showing
thal in consequence of war iu Liberia,
between the Liberians and natives,
much distress has been produced, The
Liberiars in the interior are almost in a
state of starvation. It further appesrs
that several natives, estudents st the
theological college at Cape Palmas, are
in eympathy with their fellow-natives,
aud give them encouragement in (heir
attacks on Liberians, and thata sumber
of Epglishmen are trading with the na-
fives, suppiying them with fire-srms,
ammunition and other mesns of war.
In view of these facts, Dra. Peter Parker,
Nichols and Lindslsy, and Mr. Coppin-
ger, secrelary of the American coloni-
zation sociely, called on President Grant
to-day, and asked that a ship of war ke
gent to the African cosst, with s view of
giving encoursgement and support to
the Liberians, and to chastize such na-
lives 81 may be within raach of its gune,
The President sympathizes with the
Liberiaus, and informed the commitiea
that several weeks ago & vessel had been
ordered thither for the purpose of afford-
ing protection to the Liberians. The
secretary of the navy subsequently in-
formed the representatives of the colon-
ization soclety that instructions to the
commanider of the ship of war would
soon te forwarled to him. The secre-

WABSHINGTON, November 22 —The
death of the Vice.-Prasident causes & va-
caney in that office which caunot be
fiilled under any provision of law or the
constitution. The senate has the power
to ehoose one of 1is own members presi-
dent pro tempore, |ia thz abtence
of the Vice-President, who Is the presi-
dent of that body by authority of the con-
stitution. The president pro tempore so
alected holds his poesition only ull the
return of the Vice-President, so that as
be happens 10 go away a new elaction
must Le held. Itis the custom for the
Vice-President to 11uke an occasion early
in each session to Le absent on purpose
to afford an opportuuity to the senate to
elect s presiding officer. The choice is
meade in a caueus of the dominant party,
and whoever is thus selected is given
the office as often as a vacancy oecurs.
Onone of the last days of esach sef-
sion the Vice-President  usually
goes away, and the presi-
dent of the <senate pro fempore
adjourns the s¢ssion, and holds hia poe
eition till the beginning of the next wes-
gion. In this manper the sepa‘'e pro-
vides regularly against the contingency
of the death of both the President and
Viee-President, in which cass the sena.
tor chofen lo preside over the body
would become President of tbhe United
Btales. Last session SBenatlor Ferry, of
Michigan, was chosen PrecideiR pro
tempore, chiefly becguse be is & very ex.
cellent parlismentarian, He was elected
on the last day of the extra sezsion after
the close of the last congress, and he
hoids the position now. He will eali the
eenate to order when it meels next
month, and will preside throughcut the
session, and till the inauguration of a
Viee-Preaident in 1877, unless the senate
ehould choose some other senator to fill
the place, which can be done at any
time. Benator Ferry does not assume the
office, or title, or the salary of Vice-
President, but ander the law if there
should be & vacancy in the Presidency
he would sssume the office and exercice
its functiops till 8 President was again
elected by the people.
