Court — He is Dismissed, bul
Stands By What He Said,

CHicAGgo, December 10.—The Bab-
cock court of inguiry met at noon again

diately arose and read the following:
‘A senee of duly to the law, lo the ml-
itary service, and to the sccused impe!s
me fo s8k your concarrence in a post-
ponement of this inquiry for the pres-
ent. We are all bound to believe 1n the
entire innocence of Colonel Babeoek,
and this presumption esunot be repelied
without clear eviienee.

In
the conrre of = legal trisl at St. Louis
Colorel Babeock was alleged to bave

He asked for a bearing in the same
couri, but was informed that be could
not bave it because the evidence was
closed. These circumetances led him to
delermine on & court of Inquiry ae the
ouly means of his vindieation that was
left. Bince then be has been formally
indicted, and is now ceriain of getting
that full and fair trial before an 1mpar-
tial jury which the laws of the country
guarantee to all its eitizens. The sup-

posed mnecessity fir convening &
military court of izquiry to determine
his guilt or innoesuce no lovger ex

ista, It is believed that our action asa
military tribunal cannot ou:t the juris-
diction of the court while the indictment
is pending. The President has said,
tarough the attoroey-gencral, that such
was not the iutention. Then the trial at
Bt Louis and this inguoiry must go on
at the same time unlers we await the
result of the inquiry there. The diffi.
culties sre very formidable. The accuseil
must be jpresent st the trial of the in-
dietment, Shall we proceed and bear
the cause behind his back, or shall we
véx him wilh two irials al once? The
irjustice ofthis ie manifeet. I presume,

from Lhe nature of the case, that tho ev-
idence is very voluminous, consistivg of
records, papers, and oral testimony.
Can we compel the production of these
while they are wanted for purpores of
trial st Bt. Louis? Certainiy not. If
tne military be, s2 the constitution de-
clares, subordinste to the civil author-
ities, shall we procesd without evidence
and give an op!vion in igunorance of the
facts? That cannot be the wish of any
body. I take it for granted that the
trial at Bt. Lonis will be fair as
well as  legal, and  that  the
judgment will be accorded to the very
trath and justice of the cause. It will,
without question, be bioding snd ¢ u-
clusive upon us, upon the governrment,
upon the accuser, sod upoun all the
wotld, IFf he should bs conviet d no de-
cision of ovre could rescus hiiu out of
the hands of Lthe law; if bie i acqualiedd
vur belief of hi# iunccence wiil be of no
coneeqaence. If weanticipate the trial
in the civil court our judgmeut, whe.be:
for the ascoused oragainst him, will have,
and ought to have, no effect upon the
jurcra; it cannot eveu be made known
o them, and any altempt o influence
it thereby would justly be regarded ss
an obstruction of public justice. On the
other hand, his convietion there would
be conclusive evidenca of his guilt, and
his sequittal will relieve him from Lhe
necessity of showing anything but che
record. I do not propose to postpone in-
definitely, but simply adjoarn from day
to day. KEvidence upon the subject ol
our iuqoiry sha!l receive that detinite
aud eonciusive shepe which will be im-
pressed upon it by the verdict of the
Jjury, or until our action bhaving been re-
farred to the war depmitment, with our
opinivn, aond that our proceedings
should be glayed until the pro-
ceediogs of the court of law shsll
nave been oconfirmed. In ess» of
acquittel by the civil court, the functions
of 1his court will not necessar:ly bave
terminated. Toe ze used may ba pro-
pcunced incocent of any crime agatust
the statute, and yet be guiity of sume
act which the military law might pun-
ish by expulsion rom thearmy. In case
ol acquittal, he msy insist upen show-
ing to us that he has done pothing in-
congitent with the conduct of an offie: r
and gentleman, as tha articles of wai
rua. Bot the great aod jmporaot
question Is, is be gullty er not in the
manver and form as he slands indicted?
aud this cal” be legally answered only
by a jury of hiscoun'ry.”

The judge-advocste then said, in rub-
stance, that the courl had not been fully
organized; he had received s communi-
cation from Gere al Babeock, which he
tubmilted to the couit. This eoramuni-
cation reguested the court tomdjourn for
the pregenl, in order to admil of bis ap-
pearing iu Bt, Louis (o answer theie the
charges made against bim by the Bt
Louls grand jury. In view of this com
muuaication, the judge advocate sug-
gested that the trial be postponed for the
present, and that the court communi-
cate to Fresident Graot the state of the
case, with the view that the cour! might
adjourn to meet agaio st the eall of the
President.

The couwrt reom was then cleared of
spectators for ¢ nsultation. On recpen-
ing the doors 't was anmounced thet the
ecurt would adjourn from day to day till
its sction bada been communicated to the
war department, and adjournment was
immediately annoonged till noonm to-
morrow. Judge-Advocate Gardiver en-
deavored to impress upon the representa-
tives of the press that the remarks of
General Hancock were not the result of
any deliberation of the commission.
However this may be, it is well known
that Lieutenant-General Bbeddan ex-
pre=sed similar views b fule the eonven-
ing of the court, and held that it would
much better for Genera’ Babeock and all
concerped for the court to await the re
rult of the examinstion belore Lhe civil
courts,

EFFECT OF HENDERSON'S SPEECH IN
THE CABINET.

WasHINGTON, December 10, — The
cabinet seselon to-dey was of ynusual
length, and the attention of the Pre:i-
deut and his cabinel ofticers was direot-
ed almost altogether to the sobject of
the whisky fraud trials in 8t Louois
Attorney-General Pierrepont, who re-
ceived In the noon mall aworn stste-
meots of epecitl counsel, Mr. Hender-
son, presented them Lo the meeting, and
carcful attantion was given to its read-
ing. There wais some conversalion
afterward upon the coustruction o be
placed upon the ramarks of c-insel, as
presented by him for the spproy . or dis-
spprovsl of the depsrimant ef justice,
but nothing in the nalure of a di=cus-
gion; and it was fo'ly sgrerd thst the
rematk= of Mr, Hendersou were 1n no
regard jastifisble, the members of the
cabinet expressing themselves without
reserve in this mstter, T.e result was
that it was determived to haveackange
msle in the special ¢ upsel, aod Lhe at-
torpey-general rrepaied the following
dispatch, whicth was telegrap ed
United Stales Attoroey Dyer late this
sfternoon:
