But In elect-
ing this Confederste sergeant-at-arms,
the Democratle congress was only guilty
of sv bumble imitation of Grant, who
has had two ex-Confederate sol-
diers sitting st his cabinet table;

atesoldler and seuntor with a firet-class
mission; and made Longstreet, Lee's
