'TTIE ARKANSAS COLLEGE LAND ECRIP.
Dtceinber 23. Under

the a;t of July 2, 1662r the State cf Ar-
kansas became entitled to receive from
the United States sgilcul tural college
land serin coverinir one hundred and
fifty .thousand acres. Twenty or thirty
years ago the of tho United
States invested certain Indian tiust
fucdj in Arkansas on which
the Htate has tailed to pay anything,
either principal or interest Since the
war some or the bonds with the accrued
Interest have been refunded in new
8tate bonds, upon which, I believo, the
interest has been paid, but a certain
part of them belonging to the Chicka
saw tribe have cot been provided for,
and the secretary of the interior very
properly refused to deliver to the au
thorities of the State of Arkansas any of
iti agricultural college scrip, until the
payment of these Chickasaw bonds
was secured. During tho eecond ses-
sion of the forty-seco- congress in
1872, the of Arkansas,
having failed to induce the secre-
tary of the interior to give them the
scrip, caused a bill to pass the house per
emptorily directing him to do so. When
this bill was favorably reported in the
senate from the committee, on public
lands, Mr. Harlan called attention to
the facts above recited, showed that the
passage of tho bill would remove from
the custody of thetecretsry of the inte
rior the only eccurity he has against the
State for the payment of its worthless
bends, and added: "The secretary of the
interior has written a letter advising
that it Fbould not be done, but if the
senate think differently, let it be done

Mr. Morrill, of Ver
mont, then moved tho following pro
vlso as an amendment, and it was
aeraed to:

Provided, That no ecrip aa aforesaid
shall bo delivered to the authorities of
the State of Arkansas until said State
shall have made some satisfactory ar
rangement by which the fconds of said
btate, principal and interest, now held
oy tne unueu btaiea as Indian trust
funds, sbfill be funded in new bonds au
thorlzed to be issued by said State for
this purpose.

The bill as thus amended went back
to the house, and the amendment was
concurred in without opposition. All
this happened on the last day of tho
session, June 10, 1872. and at so late an
hour that there was no time to have the
bill enrolled, signed by the presiding
officer of both houses and presented to
the President, before the hour fixed for
the arrived. The bill,
therefore, went over until the next ses
sion and was one of the first then signed
by tne resident, rne oate or nis ap
proval of it wai December 13, 1872. In
the meantime, between June 10,1672,
ana xecemusr n, ibvi, the bill, ai
though it had passed both houses of con
gress and was morally sure to receive
the approval or the President did not
have the force of law, although, con
taining as it did au expression or the
will of congress, it ought to have been
binding on the executive
of the If it was net tech-
nically a law, it certainly had all the
force of a concurrent resolution, which
no public official would daro to disobey.
It gave special notice to the secretary of
tne interior mat congress approved his
course in the scrip until
the Stato of Arkansas made a
satisfactory settlement of her dis
honored bonds, and proposed to give
that course the sanction of specific law.
If tho interior department held on to
the scrip, as it had been doing for years,
until congress met again, and: tho Presi
dent signed the bill, the eecurity for the
Indian trust funds would be made per-
manent, and then the State of Arkansas
would have a choica of two couretB
either to refund her worthless bonds or
relinquish her claim to the scrip. This
was the only proper and honest couree to
pursue, and no subordinate or the uc
part men t would have dared to do other
wise. Indeed, there was at that very
time on nte m me lanu cmce an omciai
letter from Secretary Delano, da:ed,May
1, 1871, forbidding the issue of this Ecrip
until directions came from the head of
the department. But the represents
lives of the Stato of Arkansas were bent
on securing that scrip, and they did not
intend to .make any for
refunding the .woithlesa bonds of the
State; in order to do so, it was necessary
that they should get possession of the
certificate before congress met: Alter
that this new law would prevent it,
What means thsy used I do not know.

1672, General Cowen, then acting assec
retary of the interior in Mr. Delano's
absence, ordered Willis
commissioner of the general land office,
to.dellver tho scrip to the State and
take a receipt therefor.
