There is euoh a thing as human pnA

ress, elevation, and advancement,
iclenca. literature, industry, art, enter

prise, liberty, agriculture, manufactures,
common school education, morals, aud
Christianity aro among the thinga to be
Iooaed alter ana carea ior Dy me men
cf hearts and brains of thia world. And
these thlucs require foothold, territory,
soil and cliiuato cr tboir thtafcar
of action. The

policy Is no better policy, nor
Getter law m uuoa io-uo- y man
it was in New York and Naw England
two hundred yeara ago, or in Tesai
forty yeara ago, or In California or tae
Black Hills still later. Sf.ain, onco and
long famous for power, but ne.ver for
anything else, stumWed upon Cuba, as
upon other parts oi America, ana ntia
it; but never did anything for it but
hold it and assert her title by dlaeov-er-y.

So'she held Florida and Louisiana
as long as she could, but never did any-
thing else for either, or for any tiling eise
in the new world but hold. Who made
Cub.i what Cuba is, a de3irablo eountry
to-da- Not Spain. All that ever Spain
did waa' to lle down upon the hay anil
gioa l at the ox. Nature gave to Cuba
her beat of all American cilmatas, her
unsurpassed richness of soil, her ''beauty
for situation" as Queen of the Antilles,
and her neighbors, American industry,
commerce and enterprise hovering
around her, touching upon Ler ehorer,
and almost asking tj tec foot upon her
soil, gave her her presont valua and im
portance, vviinm sixty muea oi our
shore, in that gateway of nations,
American anu .curopsan traders
could scarcely avoid leaving enough
money thera to build a city, aud enouga
beyond to enaoie a petty despot to prop-gat- a

despotism under tho very shad-ow- e!

our homes. The worst despotism
in Christendom Is In Cuba. The most
practically inhuman government in
Christendom is In Cuba. American co

is commendable, and mere
than commendable It ia remarkable.
But we make treaties and abide by
them. Tho Creole Cubans have long
since besn very much ostrauiBl ttoat
Spaniards, fltey sre a very distinct peo-
ple They art) held in subjection by sol--
rtieKi and cannon. Withdraw the bay
onet y and Cuba becomos a free
people and a free country. And what
then? "Why then Cuba would wheel In-

to line with American progress, and im-
provement and elevation would speed-
ily togin. Life, industry, enterprise,
commerce, and all the forward movlngs
of man would find scope and oppoita-nit- y

and elbow-roo- in that land of
spring and bloom and natural richness,
and Cuba would toon become a place
woithy the sympathy, tho friendship
and jntercoramualcfction nf industri-
ous and enlightened freemen. This
world was not made and given to
man to be merely owned, and held and
govtinod. It was mdo to be used fjr
man's benefit and advancement ia the
useful industries and caliinga of life.
God gave art and industry, and inven-
tion, and morals and religion to man,
and a theater for thclrjexerclee; and Cuba
Is a part.of It. The
policy is an innovation upon tho righta
of man. And so is barbarism an inno-
vation upon the rights ofknan. Spain's
course and practice m cubs is an injury
to our people, as well to our industries
and progress as to our morals and social
life. If Spain had tho ability and the
disposition to come here with merchant
vessels, plows, spindles, ecionce, books
and bibjes, and human liberty, wo
would not complain; we would hail her
as a fellow-labor- er in thp cause of pro-grpj- ii.

But she carries with ono sole,
single implement, a loaded cannon, to
ns a parasite, to her own people a tyrant.
Her grinding tyrannies and exac
tions drove the people to arms
for relief. Long and bloody
has loan the strife. Spain was great
and promised to put down tbe rebellion
speedily; but it is stronger to-d- ay than
ever before, and tbe mother country is
moro leeble than ever. And so, what of
the "future?" It is a grave question,
whether wo are to eet here indefinitely,
and see the progress of this Btrnggle for
freedom continue until it shall grow Into
a settled and permanent policy. Are
cur children to grow up around us anil
read every day of this war, almost in
the bearing of Its ratt'p, till they grow
to manhood and womanhood, with
every morning's iupply of newb relating
those revolting tKbarlties? Isourrielng

generation to grow up eo accustomed to
these things aa ti regard them as com-
monplace? Spain cannot hold Cuba
long. It is a question of days and weeks
aud mnntlss, and tbey aro numbered.
Tho island Is too near this fme land.
Tho very birds that flit acro- s- the nar-
row, waters carry freedem upon their
wlnge; Ttoas infan. on doubloona of re-

cent inveetment, tho ptica of blood,
atimulito aud excite it It is the duty of
every American to give to Cuba evry
preo'ica'uio support and encouragement
that my not violate our treaty stipula-
tions. And the time iniy oome for the
govornmont to say to S.saln, in some
lorm cflinguage: "Thia war must stop.
Its inhuman butchery must end and tbe
oppression cease." But Cuba will yet to
free. Asia nationality, alliances or pro-
tectorates, let those things take cre of
tnem3eivt. uumi wiu be a irte unie.
And then in twelve months the popu-
lation will double. Yankee enterpilae,
southtrajekill and American brains and
money.wjllrush Into that beautiful land,
and it shall not be long until it will al-

most ba forgotten that Spanish tyranny,
blight and inertness ever curaed ths fair
and queenly island.

AOIOST A DISASTER.

The Dritjfei-- or n fimme of the Vlrplu
Catching Fire, Creates n Pnule

No Ono Killed.

Boston, January 3. Whlla about one
thousand children were attending

in the basement of St.Mary's
Ca'Jiolio church yesterday, the drapery
of the statua of tho Virgin Mary took
Arc. Simeof the children raissd a ery
of fire, aud a panic eolzlng tnem, they
rushed for the door to escape. Too
teachers promptly c!o3ed the doors, aud
tho burning drapery, having besn torn
from the statue, and the flio extinguish-
ed, the children resumed the exerjis?s.
Meanwhile the alarm of fire In tho base-mo- at

reached tho congregation above,
and with one accord tha people rushed
to the narrow doors which opan into a
porch. These were choked up in an in-

stant, as were the narrow stairways
leading from the galleries. Many per
sons in tno gaiienoi iepeu irom tne
windowa to the ground; many women
fainted, and it was not until tho greater
portion cf the congregation had escaped
into the itreot that the cause was ascer-
tained and quiet restored. There was
no lca of lllo, but there were sevoral
casualties.

Important Itallroiul Suit Decided.
"Washington, January 3. In the

suit of A. F. RlchrJs and others against
the Chesapeake and Uhio railroad

Bond to-da- y, in Alexandria,
read tha opinion cf the court, Chief-Jus-t'c- e

Wvte concurring. The questions
before the court were, first, a motion to
dismiss tho suit from the United States
court for want of jurlsdb tlon, both de-

fendants and plaintiff being citizens of
tho same State; second, a motion tbat
plalntids be themselves allowed to en-

ter a ctmmon order of discontinuance,
that they might be allowed to proceed
In the State courts, whoae Jurisdiction
was urquestloned. Judgo Bond, after a
fall review cf the case and the action of
hi3 court heretofore, announced that an
order would b9 issued directing tho re-

ceiver appointed by him, Tyson, to set-

tle his on or before a day to be
fixed, whereupon he will ba discharged
aud the parties allowed to proceed in
tho State courts, according to the de
sire of a largo majority of the creditors
of each elass.
